many valuable citizens, now threat ens their destruct
in countless numbers, and by its inevitable t.
not necessity, the final overthrow of fres constitu
government; Therefore,
1. Be it resolved, That the success of the Republies
party, founded, as it is, on a sectional, socialand politi
question, is justly responsible for the origin of our pres
national misfortunes,
2. That the uncompromising spirit hitherto manifested
by the representatives of that pariy has prevented a
peaceful compromise and adjustment of our unhappy
difficulties when the same is practicable,
