THE FIERCE REALITIES OF WAR

Thick only of the common backneved expressions
which pass so lightly between the lips when speak-
ing of a great battle. We talk exultingly, and
with a certain fire, of “a maguificent charge!” of
‘g gplendid charge!” vet verv tew will think of the
hideous particulars these two airy words stand for.
The “splendid charge’” is a headlong rush of men
on strong horses, urged to their fullest speed, ridiog
down an overwhelming and opposing mass of men
on foot. 'The reader’s mind goes no further, being
content with the information that the enemy’s line
was “broken” and “‘gave way.” It does not fill in
the picture. To do so effectivelv, we must think
first of an ordinary individual run down in the
public street by a horseman moving at an easy
pace. The result is, usually, fracture and violent

We may strengthen the tones of the picture by
setting this horseman at full gallop, and joining to
him a company of other flying horsemen.” How will
it then be with the unhappy pedestrian? So when
the “splendid charge” has done its work, and
passed by, there will be found a sight very much
like the scene of a frightful railway accident.—
There wilbbe the full complement of backs broken
intwo; of arms twisted wholly off; of men impaled
upon their own bayonets; of legs smashed up like
bits of firewood; of heads sliced open like apples;
of other heads crunched into soft jelly by iron
hoofs of horses; of faces trampled out of all like-
ness to anything buman.  This is what skulks be-
hind “a splendid chargel” This iz what follows, as
a matter of course, when ““our fellows rode at them
in style,” and “cut them up famously.”

Again, how often does the comman fer, writing
bome in his official despatches, dwell particularly
on the gallant conduct of Csptain Smith, who,
finding the enemy were “annoying our right a lit-
tle, got his gun into position, and effectually held

This grand frigate has hoizted her pennant at
last, and made her first brief voyage from Blackwall
to Greenhithe. Bevond the mere fact of its being
the first voyage, there was not much of interest in
the proceeding. She had the assistance of many
powertul tugs, was under steam herself, and an- |
swered her helm so readily as to be always com-|
pletely in hand.  With such aide, notwithstanding
the very strong wind and sharp tur n the river,
she proved as manageable as a penny steamboat,
and within two hours of the time of ber leaving the
Victoria Dock was quietly swinging to her anchor
a little above Gravesend. The cngines worked
with an ease which, considering their immense size
and newness, was almost marvellous.

At no time, even when her rate was changed
from slow ahead to full speed astern, was the vibra-
tion of the screw more than perceptible, practically
speaking, either in the bows or on the quarter-
deck. With a wooden vessel of the same length p
and exerting the same power, the shake of the
screw would have been excessive, but the iron
frame and iron plates of the Warrior have made
her as rigid as a bolt  In spite of the double row
of furnaces—Ilike a street of fire, the stokehole yes
terday was remarkably cool, but, as we anticipated,
the engine-room was much less so. A ventilating
arrang=ment is about to be made which will reme-
dy the heatof this latter porticn of the ship entire-
ly. All that now remains to be done to the War-
rior is in the way of ioternal fittings, ber rigging
and huli are complete. The outside, as it shows
now, is the very perfection of workmanship, the
plates fitting in with the smoothness of a goat of

Yesterday morning notices were sent round from
the Admiralty to the Thames Iron Works, Messrs.
Samuda, Mr. Mare, Mr. Wigram, Mr. Laird,

iron frigates. These vessels are to be 20 feet longer
and 157 inches broader than the Warrior class—
viz., 400 feet long by 59 fect 314 inches beam. Their
depth is to de the same &3 the Warrior’s; their ton-
nage 6,620, with engines of 1,250 horse-power,
nominal.. They are 1o have a flatter floor, though
with the same draught of water, 255 feet. Each
is to be entirely coated from stem to stern with
armor-plates of 5!4 instead of 4!4 inches thick.
Behind this, as at present arranged, is to be a back-
ing of nine inches of golid teak.

The Admiralty, however, reserve to themselves
the right of altering this portion of the contract
within the next three months and either increasing
the thickness of the iron to 6)4 inches and doing
away with the teak altogether, or leaving the pro-
portions as we have mentioned. In fact, the Ad-

| wiralty are waiting to see other results from ex-

periments on Mr, Fairbairn’s plan of iron only for
ships’ sides, and 2lso to see how the target, which
is being built on the same plan ag ths Warrior’s
side will stand the pounding it will shortly receive
at Shoeburynees. At all events, the armor of
these new vessels, whether of wood and iron, or
iron only, is to weigh 2,100 tons—the armor alono
of the Warrior being very little over 900 tons.
The spar deck is to be of half-inch iron, instead of,
as with our present ships, only quarter-inch, and
all the lower decks are to be of wood, laid on iron
beams, and strengthened across with diagonal
stringers and braces of iron, in the usual manner.
Neither bows nor stern are to overhang., The
b.ws are to be sharp and wedge-shaped, rising
straight from the water, like that of the Great
Eastern. The stern is to be quite round and al-
most straighter than La Gloire’s.

Tenders are required at the Admiralty from the
firms we have mentioned for three such vessels to
be beguun at once. Tenders for three more will be
required, it is said, in the course of another month
orso. “Itis better late than never” perhaps, but
really the order for these vessels seems almost un-
pardonably late. The Admiralty have not now
any information with reference to iron ships which
they had not at the least as fully this time last
year, when the vessels now so tardily about to be
commenced might as well have been ordered. At
least two yvears and a half must elapse before any
of these ehips for which tenders are asked w"ill be
ready for sea. Yet at this very day the F ren(:h
bave actually 11 iron-cased frigates afloat or in
commission, and no less than 17 building. Of these
ships two—the Magenta and Solferino—are two-
deckers, 11 are floating batieries, like our Defence
and Resistance, and 14 are either 40, 46, or 50-gun
frigates, like the Gloire, Tonnante, Couronne, }or-
mandie, Saigon, Invincible, &c. Yet the first iron
vessel belorging to this country will not be at sea
before October, and it will be quite six months be-
fore she has a consort in the Channel.
