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There is one day iti every vear, which all men

bless and keep, in Christian lands. Fur tunny

centuries all Christian men have LI eased and kept
it. Churches are wreathed and garlanded in

honor of its coming, it dawns amid the merry
welcome of sweet bells and infant voices. The

kindliest incense of the whole year's worship

rises from its altars, and the humblest hearths it
visits burn brighter and warmer as they greet it.
Upon that day good friends renew their fiitnd-
ships, and enemies clasp hands again. The rich
give of their substance to lite needy, and the poor

divide with those who are yet poorer. Festivity
and joy aud brotherhood revel the wide earth
over, and there is 110 vessel on the sea, or lonely
tent upon the land, which docs not hear at least
some echo of their blessed music. Need we to toil
what holy day this is? Alas! it is more need-
ful we should al! rememl er the Heaven-
sent message which hath made it. holy.
"On earth peace; good will toward men!''
Weil did the chaunting angels who came down to

bear it, proclaim it as "good tidings of great joy!"

All the philosophy that ever racked the human
raiad; all the wisdom that has searched the hu-
man heart; all that sage', and priests, and proph-
ets, and lawgivers, and moralists, had taught till
then; what was it?what is it, by the side of that
sublime and simple lesson? It is the* whole human
as et I of the religion whose Author was born that
day. It is the sum and the essence of that, duly
which we render lo Him, in'tlie shape of duty to
each other. Itis a lan - to societies as to individuals?-
to those who rule as to those who are ruled. "On

"earth peace; good will toward men!" Who
shall gainsay it, who calls himself civilized or

Christian? What people Eltall rise up against il
anil yet dare to call themselves the people of a
Christian land?

But a little while ago no man among us would
have hesitated as to the answer to he given to these
questions. Ifwe were anything, we were godly in
our own eyes. If there was anything conspicuous
in our character as a people, we boasted that it was
the righteousness which exalteth a nation. To
have doubted that the influences of Christianity
were more abundant and fruitful in our midst
than among any other of the nations of the earth,
would have hum to put in perilous question the

intelligence and patridlism of the doubter. We
were as surely the most religious, us we were un-
doubtedly the most enlightened people under the
sun, ami we would have resented scepticism, on
the one point, a3 strenuously us a denial of the
other. More than all else in the teachings of the
S iviour of men, we professed to have embodied
in our republican government and tolerant and
equal laws, the sacred spirit of good will and
peace. Without armies, and far away from the
ambitions an 1 the strife ol lands less free and
happy, we proclaimed, on all sides, and called
the benighted world to witness, that, our mission,
as a people, was that of liberty an i love?of love
not less than liberty. Who that beholds us, as
we now are, would know us as the Christian
people of a liitle while ago? Where are our
brotherhood and mutual charities? Whither has
good will departed ? Where are tlie white-winged
messengers of peace? Hundreds of thousands
who have heretofore knelt as brethren at Ibe same
altars, professing the same faith and registering
the same vows, are now in arru3 against each
other, upon battle fields, where desperate hostility
is goaded on by yet more desperate hate. All
the memories of the past?even tin- kindly ties
and gentle offices of yesterday?are as things that
never were. We have begun tlie saturnalia of
France, when she

'-Got drunk with blood, to vomit crime.-'

Even the pulpits through one-half the land now
find their texts among the watchwords of human
bitterness, instead of preaching the good lidiegs
which Heaven sent to us at Bethlehem. And the
Government?which some believe to have been set
over us by God?what part does it bear in this
crisis or our destiny? What efforts is it making
to bring us back to the Paradise we have forsaken?
It answers us at the mouth of the cannon, anil
with the charge ofsquadron?. i( ig itself the mes-
senger of war, and it proclaims the message of the
Gospel to be crime. There shall lie no good will!
There shall be no peace! No man shall cry peace!
Every voice that is lifted for it shall be stifled
every hand that is raised in supplication for it shall
he stricken down and manacled. It shall be (rea-
son to pray that the tide ot blood he slated. It
shall be sympathy with treason to hope that
brethren may be spared from slaying brethren.
Tlmre shall he no religion except bloodshed! There
shall be no reconciliation?but only strife anil wo
from this lime forth!

Men and countrymen! where are we? Are we
under the Christian dispensation?or has the se-
cond seal been opened, and the red horse been
forth, with his rider, "to take peace from the earth,
"and that they should kill one another?" Lotus
believe, while we may, that the hour of wrath
is not jet come. Let us proclaim the good ti-
dings, at every hazard, and trust the issue to
Him Mho seat them!

In the present deplorable condition of our coun-
try, when private tights are unscrupulously vio-
lated and the statutes of the land are contemptu-
ously disregarded, by the very nten who are, of
all others, most bound to respect them, we are
glad to believe that one bulwark still stands be-
tween nt and the final triumph of arbitrary power.
So long as an honest and independent judiciary re-
mains to us, so long may we faintly hope to stay the
tide of anarchy or despotism. The laws may he
subverted by the Executive, hut they do not
therefore ceas° to exist; the decisions of the Courts
may tie contemned by military chieftains, hut
they are not thereby reversed or absolutely nulli-
fied. Though rendered nugatory lor the moment,
the outraged laws will inevitably reassert their
supremacy if those whose chief duty it is to admin-
ister them will only continue to interpret them
fairly, and firmly endeavor to enforce them. Unr
English ancestors, in all probability, would never
have been forced into rebellion against CHARLES
the First if English judges hud bravely interposed
the shield of the laws between the sovereign and
the people. Hut the venal and subservient Courts
only responded to the wishes of their master, and
the inexorable necessity of self-defence drove the
nation into armed resistance. Fortunately we have
been thus far spared the hitter humiliation of see-
ing the Judges of the country perjure themselves
at the dictation ol the Executive. They cannot
enforce their decrees because the strong hand
of a military despotism' holds them, together
with those who ask their protection, in
its grasp, but they have, in the main,
been faithful to their obligations. Some few
time-serving and corrupt individuals, like Jud-e
BKTTS of New York, have consented to suspend
the laws at Mr. LINCOLN'S bidding, hut the great
mass of those who sit in the State or Federal
Courts, have held the scales of justice with steady
and impartial hands. They have fearlessly striven
to uphold the laws, and have freely condemned
the usurpations by which the Constitution has
been superseded. Especially lias this been the
case where the Federal judges have been called
upon to interfere between the people and oppres-
sion. The venerable Chief Justice of the Supreme
Court lias not hesitated, in the discharge of the
duties of his office, to vindicate the rights of the
citizen, and to resist, as l-.e best could, the nrlii-

As an arm or the judiciary, the
grand jury sliouhl diligently inquire into ali olVene- s
brought to their knowledge, and bring to the bar of the
lT nited states Court all who have been guilty ofunlaw
fullyuniting against the Government ami the laws of tire
land.

There is not n single one of these propositions
which any lawyer in the country would have dis-

puted six months ago, and we do not believe that
one judge out of fifty in the Northern St ites can

be found to deny them now. Mr. LINCOLN, theic-
foro, may continue lo violate them; and .so long

as he has mobs and unities al his back, he may do
so willt impunity, lint it lite judiciary hut pre-
serves its integrity and courage?it it continues

calmly to assert the law and to insist on its exe-

cution that portion of tin Northern people which
is now under the domination ol an irresponsible
despotism, may si ill hope to re-establisli lite con-

stitutional government of linir fathers. Mr. LIN-
COLN, and the faction of which lie is the leader,
have had, we should think, sufficient experience of
the consequences of attempting to force their in-
terpretation of tiie Constitution upon the coun-
try in defiance of lite decisions of Iho Courts. The
results of hi 3 first experiment in that direction
have certainly been disastrous enough to have
taught him a useful lesson for all time to come,
lie is mad if he docs not profit by it.

The accounts of the total discomfiture of the
fprce under Gen. TYLER, in Western Virginia, are
now fullyconfirmed. He has been driven from
his position by the Confederates under Governor

FLOYD, with the loss of many men, and it is but
fair to presume that much of his ammunition,
baggage, and camp equipage has been captured
also. Of course the Federal despatches rcpre.
scut that Gen. TYLER had with hint, a very
small number of men, while their oppo-
nents are said to have outnumbered them
By four or live to one. it ij, moreover, stated
that the Federal troops, after a gallant light, se-
cured their retreat, having inflicted "tremendous
"slaughter" on the Confederates. We have been
so much accustomed, of late, to this style of nar-
rating the exploits of the Federal army, that we
are forced to attach but lj11le importance to these
Government despatches. Whenever a battle has
occurred, it has invariably been reported that the
Federal soldiers had gained immense glory, or
had achieved a signal triumph; though subse-
quent versions of the affair have always made
it very evident that the Confederate forces
had been greatly overrated, and that the

conduct and courage of their ad vers trie 3
had been unduly magnified. In the present in-
stance we are somewhat surprised that lite Gov-
ernment has failed to mention that General TYLEII
was assailed by masked batteries, and that the
Confederates were in full retreat when he himself
began to retire. A few days, perhaps, will bring
us a true account of the battle, and we cannot but
suspect that it will he altogether different from
that furnished by the despatches in the New York
war journals.

THE PUIIEIC DEBT.

The bringing out of n new national loan natu-
rally suggests a retrospect of those previously ne-
gotiated; of the uniform policy pursued in refer-
ence to them by the Government, and of the cr.nli-
donee in which they have been luld by the public.

Upon the organization of the Government, the
amount of debt assumed and funded bv it was STf -

403,470. This amount was slightly increased by
the wants incident to the new order of things, butits extinguishment was never lost sight of, and
after 180G, the tinar.cial policy of Government ena-bled it to devote, annually, a large sum towards its
reduction. In 1812 it was reduced to $15,200,738.
The war which commenced that year was tollowed
bv new loans, and in 1810 the debt was swelled to
$127,334,9114. Upon the return of peace, notwith-
standing the embarrassed condition of the country,
the first step of the Government was a financial

i policy which locked ta the speedy payment, of the
debt, which was totally extinguished in 1535.

The embarrassments following the memorable
speculations of that year, forced the Government

i to-make some small loans, but in 1545 the debt was
, only $1(1,801,074. The expenses of the Mexican

war. which soon followed, again swelled the debt
to $07,5(10,395. The payment of this, however, was

000,000, instead of $110,000,000, its securities wouldprobably bear a higher price, from the vastlvgreater numbers of parties interested and dealing
in them. The Canada?, with a population of abrmt
2,500,000, have a public debt of $05,000,000, whichwould be equal to a debt of sßoo,ooo,ooo'for theUnited States, which have threefold greater wealthand resources, ia proportion to population. Yet thesecurities of the former are selling at a premium
of some 10 per cent., while those of the latter areat 12 per cent, discount.

This fact shows the excess and unreasonablenessof our fright. The debt at the formation of theGovernment was equal nearly to S2O per head; in
1810, sls per head. A similar ratio per head would

$465,000,000 in the other; yet the wealth of thecountry is more than three-fold greater per headthan in either of the periods named. At the close

THE SITUATION.

Genera! MeClollan spent most of the dav yester-
day 011 the other side id' tlio river, returning here
at a late hour of the bight. In the course of the
day he visited nearly every point thereof present
interest, inspecting the troops and their state of
preparation, in person.

It is clear that the recent rcconnoissnces of the
enemy in some lores, in such close proximity to oar
lints, indicate one oi three things: ?

Ist. Either the desire to obtain information of
the condition of our defences not otherwise within
their reach.

2d. Or the desire to draw our army out of its
present lines.

3d. Or again to concentrate its attenlinn away
from some movement contemplated to be made at acomparatively distant point.

ihe fact that ten. McOleilan permits the enemy
to make such rcconnoisances, proves that lie re-gards tlm fortifications over the river as being an
over-match lor any force that can possibly bebrought against them, and is ready to receive themwhenever they may venture within range of lib
guns in battery.

\u25a0Ajirnpon. ?\Vc have no faith in the stories rep-resenting that the enemy have erected batteriesnear our lines. They may have brush covers for a
few pieces of light artillery there?nothing more;
their guns in the field not being siege pieces, ami
there being rto points within re tch of our works
not well commanded by the latter.

According to the advices received last evenin r
by the Government from General Rosencrans, lite
General entertained no doubt that Tyler had se-
cured his retreat without further loss. His loss in
the engagement was not half that of the enemy,
whom he left in no condition to pursue or annoy
him further.

ON THE OTHER SIDE YESTERDAY.

The filing of artillery hoard here yesterday, be-
tween two and three o'clock, was from light guns
of Beauregard's advance, stationed at present on
Munson's llill. They wasted a number of rounds
in firing six pound shot at our pickets at Bailey's
Cross Road?, not one of whom was hit. In the
course of the day, by creeping tip in the woods, Ithey did, however, manage to wout d two of them
with rifle shots. We li.-r.rn that at other points
along the line, they also killed and wounded two or
three more of our pickets, by firing upon themfrom concealed spots.

0EN. BUTLER'S EXPEDITION.
The expedition on which Gen. Butler has set out

from Fortress Monroe is doubtless to plug tip some
of the small inleteupon the coast of North Carolina.
It the weather is its disagreeable "outside," as on
this side of the Capes, just now, wo fear that more
or.less of the stone-loaded hulks accompanying his
expedition will sink before he is ready himself to
sink them, in position.
