It is near !) o'clock on Wednes-
day morning. The Meet continues to advance in
battle array. The most perfect silence prevails.?
everything is done by signals from the flag-ship.
The entire squadron is in the held. Bach shin is in
her place?slowly, steadily, calmly advancing.-
The morning continues beautiful, and the usually
rough sea ot Cape llatteras is in perfect calm. It
is wonderful to sec such weather here at such an
hour. It looks as if the linger of the Almighty was
laid directly on the billows, and had bound them
into quiet. The flag, embankment, barracks and
tents ot the fort are now merging into view each
moment, and the silence is perfectly awful.

Ten o'clock A. M. ?The following signal appears
on the flag-ship: "Prepare to disembark the
troops."

Ten and a quarter o'clock ?The first gun has just
boomed from the .Susquehanna. Itpasses directly
oyer the fort, but elicits no renly. A gun follows
from the Wabash. The sand flies over the beach
in ail directions where the shot strikes. The firing
now commences from all the shipsin regular order.
The Harriet Bane has led the way ahead of all the
rest, her drums beating to quarters, the Adelaide,
with the troops, following closely at band. Thefiring has now become rapid, and continues for
some moments, the thunder and boom of cannon,
arid the bursting o the shells in the air over the
forts presenting a startling ecene to the thousands
who are looking on.

Ten and a half. ?General Butler now appears on
the wheel-house of the Harriet Line, close bv the
Adelaide, and, pointing to the selected spot, shouts
the command, "Land the troop?." The prepara
fions are now going forward with great rapidity.
The men and arms are made ready, and the tows
swing for the shore There are r.o signs of a move-
ment in the fort, though it has replied with a few
guns, all the shots from which fall far short. Not
a vessel is hit. The sound of the guns alarms the
cattle in the woods, who rush down to and along
the beach in large droves?a kind of "powder horn
artillery" that will m a hearty welcome.

Eleven o'clock ?The firing of the fleet has in
creased with terrible rapidity, and the forts reply
with great spirit. Their gunnery is reinarkablvgood. The troops are now landing with artillery
in the order proposed.

Eleven twenty. ?The Susquehanna now changes
ber place in the line of battle, and fires a gun that
makes a terrific echo. Her aim is direct, and the
resn't is at once seen at the parapets.

Twelve o'clock. ?The Minnesota opens her ports
from the centre. Her firing is most powerful and
effective. The wind has now increased in a singu-
lar manner, RO as to keep us clear from smoke, and
show the fortifications to advantage, while the men
on the parapets are enveloped in clouds. The men
in the fleet are thus unobstructed.

Tire!re fifteen. ?The Pawnee commences firing
into the woods, where it is supposed the .Secession-ists may be lying in ambush to interfere with the
landing of our forces. The Harriet Bano and all
the remainder of the fleet are now tiring on the
forts. The sound of the guns and appearance of
the smoke are sublime at times." A score of cloud
balloons, formed in wreaths by the explosion of
shells, are seen in the air at the same moment,
floating in the sky over the trembling land.Two o'clock. ?Tho troops are now on the shore

forming into line, bearing the beautiful hanner ol
our glorious Union. It is a pleasant sight in the
old North State.

Three to Five o'clock. ?The bombardment contin-
ues at intervals. Not one of the vessels has yet
been hit, though the forts have fired with the ut-
most animation-

Six o'clock ?The sky for the first time grows
lowering toward the sea It is evident that the
Confederates are disappointed as to their fire, and
their ODIV hope now is that a gale may speedily
arise and scatter the fieet, but there is a mutual
disappointment?with us in the ship a very agree-
able one, with those in the forts very disagree-
able.

Aftie o'clock at Night. ?The skvis all clearing off.The sea continues wonderfully calm to the astonish-
ment of all old sailors in the fleet. The moon again
appears in all her silvery beauty, and smiles down
on the scene.

Thursday Morning, 10th. ?Another splendid day
is before us. It is the day that decides the battle
and gives us the victory. Precisely at tho hour
appointed, the tiring again commenced. Secession
troops had been landed at the forts during tlienight, brought down the Sound, and the guns were
worked with now ardor and skill. The firing on
the part of the fleet was now at a still better range,
and the first morning gun of the Susquehanna told
with a fearlul effect. The shells continued ex-
ploding over, around and directly in the forts, with
a fearful havoc. The inner fort?Fort Glark
appeared to have been silenced, as the flag had
disappeared.

Our troops on shore were again moving towardit at double-quick. The guns from the outer Fort
Hatteras grow faint and fewer. The whole squad-
ron were now firing at once. The Monticello,' with
great courage, advanced far beyond anv other
ship, and poured her fire directly into the battery.
Onooflier boats was knocked from the davits, and
the ship was hit in two places. She reports the re-
su!t of her observations to the flag-ship, and the
shells now exploded m< ru rapidly than ever direct-
ly within Fort Hatte as. Fort Clark was silenced.

Our troops continued to advance along the shore,
and the American flag was soon waving from the
parapets of Fort Clark. Fort Hatteras continued
to reply to our fire, but at slow intervals, and with-
out tfleet. The Harriet Lane approached still
nearer, and discharged one of her large guns, with
destructive results. The Susquehanna then
plunged a large shell directly into the spot where
the disunion magazine was found to be, an.i in a
few moments a white nag ap ( ,o r ?i on Fort Hat-
'? v.",S- a.nd it was surrendered. -i.,ng
trinoffLVvcrmTK, ann tormtng into line, with the
old Stars and Stripes just infront of the fallen "se-
cession flag." The victory was won.

THE Alt MIES.

We gather the following items of intelligence
from Washington and the great camps on the Po-

tomac, from the Philadelphia Inquirer of yester-
day:

Skirmishing at Bailey's Cross Roads.
At Bailey's Cross Roads there was considerable

shirmishing to-day. We had one man shot in the
breast.
Announcement of tin- Victory to the Troops

-Com. Striughnill's Report.
The result of the Hatteras victory has been an-

nounced to the troops around Fort Corcoran, caus
ing loud and long-continued cheering. When Cora.
Stringham's report was received at the Navy De-
partment. Captain Fox rushed up to the White
House and louDd the President at breakfast. He
ran over the servants and into tho dining room,
and announced the news. A Cabinet meeting was
soon called and General Butler sent for.

Great Rejoicing Among tile Soldiers.
We carried the news of our victory at Hatteras

up along the lines, and everywhere it created most
unbounded enthusiasm. Major General McCall had

it read in every regiment in his division at evening
parade, and their wild and terrific theeiing could
have boen heard for miles around. The men all
seemed buoyant, and words cannot express their
feelings at hearing that the Stars and Stripes float
over the Bhores of North Carolina again.
A Glimpse of the Confederates at Munson's

Hill?A Burial.

The Confederates a'ill continue working on their
entrenchments at Munson's Hill. They can be
plainly seen drilling and parading. Their iarge flag
is hanging at half-mast. Our pickets report that
the Confederates buried fifteen men and one officer,
the result of the encounter with the Second Michi-
gan regiment.

A False Report.
A ret ort was extensively circulated here this af-

ternoon that Beauregard was crossing with sixty
thousand men, about twelve miles up the Potomac.

We rode up, hut found it had not the slightest
foundation in fact, so far as crossing or attempting
to cross is concerned. Our army lie quietly upon
their arms all along the line, and are anxious to
have the enemy come over.

New l.tigitditi's.
Commissions of Brigadier Generals have been

made out for Capt. Geo. C. Meade, of the Topo-
graphical Engineers; Major Lawrence P.Graham,
of the Dragoons, (a Virginian bv birth, and bre-
veted for gallantry in Mexico,) and Colonels Aber-
crotobie, Riddle, Duryea and Casey. The last is
Lieutenant-Colonel by brevet in the regular army.
He served with distinction in Florida, and was bre-
veted thrice for gallantry in Mexico.

Gen. Sherman Transferred to Kentucky.
Brigadier-General Fit/. John Porter has taken

command of the brigade lately commanded oyGen.
Sherman, who has been assigned to the Department
of Kentucky, under Gen. Anderson.

Col. Itlt-agher.
Captain Thomas F. Meagher, has been appointed

Colonel t.f the New Y'ork 69tb. The 69th, the 3d
New York Irish regiment, two from New England,
and two from Philadelphia, are to be organized as
an Irish Brigade, under General Shields as com-
mander.

Mayor-General Hunter.
Major-General Hunter, U. S. A., will leave New

York to-morrow, to assume command of the Illi-

nois forces.
Another Naval Officer in Fort Lafayette.
L'eutenant William it. Ward, late of the Mace-

donian, who resigned some time since, and was
brought to New Y'ork in the storeship Release, has
been incarcerated in Fort Lafayette.

Movements of the Cabinet.
General Cameron is on a visit to "Lochiel," his

rural home on the Susquehanna, where he went to
spend the Sabbath; he returns on Monday. Se
cretary Seward is in New York, and will return
on Tuesday. Judge Bates is in New York on a
recreative tour. The President will not leave his
post until our troubles are at an end or his terra of
ofliee expires. His private Secretary, J. G. Nico-

lay, has returned from a trip to Illinois, where he
has been arranging the private business of the
President.

The Pcitte of a Southern Postmaster.
The late Postmaster at New Orleans, J. L. Rid

dell, has paid promptly every draft drawn upon
him by the Post office Department, even those
drawn subsequently to the secession of Louisiana;
and as late as August 15, he forwarded through

Adams' Express his accounts, all perfectlv squar-
ed up. He is a noble exception to the Southern
office-holders.

Vigilance on the Potomac.
Every precaution is being taken to prevent com-

munication between the Maryland and Potomac
shores. A strict police is kept up along the river,
and craft of every description are removed from the

Virginia side and placed where they cannot be used
for Confederate purposes. The protection afforded
by fields of corn for the approach of the Confeder-
ates, who steal up and shoot our pickets, has made
it necessary to cut down the corn in the immediate
vicinityof our picket stations.

From Special Despatches to the. Philadelphia Inquirer.
Movements oftile Confederates oil tile Po-

tomac.
WASHINGTON, September I.?The general status

of affairs immediately across the Potomac remains
unchanged. Prudence requires that little be said
about tbe movements and position of our own
forces. But I may, without impropriety, speak of
those of the Confederates. It appears, therefore,
that Beauregard has made his approach to our
lines in three columns, namely: First, from Vienna,
along the railroad, towards the aqueduct, Arling-
ton Hills and Ball's Cross Roads. Second, from
F'airfax, along the Little River Turnpike, and

the Columbia Turnpike, towards Bailey's Cross

Roads. Third, from Fairfax Station, along the

railroad and the Little River Turnpike, towards

Fort ElUworth and Shooter's Hill. They evidently

have with them engineer officers of great ability,

for they have seized and fortified all tbe important
strategetica! points outside of tbe points indicated.
Tbus they have strong entrenchments on Mnnson's
Hill, at "Bailey's Cross Roads, and on eminences
commanding all the roads diverging from the posts

in our possession.

The export of domestic
produce was heavy?some $300.f 00 in excess of the total
importation As we have remarked very often of late,
the necessities of F.urope will require large supplies of
foorl ftora us this fall and throughout the winter, and if

our importers keep their orders within bounds ?as they
have been doing thus far this season?there is every
reason to believe that the cessation ofour export of cotton
willnot lead to any drain upon the specie reser\e of the
banks. The money market continues dull. There is no
demand for money among the merchants, and the pay-

on account of the government loan are effected so
gradually as to cause no disturbance. Call luans range
from 4 to 6 percent.; the leading houses borrow as much
money as they want on suitable collateral at 5 per cent. ?

First class short acceptances are readily discounted at sfa}
6 per cent. Longer paper of the highest g ade is so scarce
that it is difficult to give a quotation. Second-class paper
is growing less abundant: rates vary, as before, from 10
per cent, per aunum to 3 per cent a month. Foreign
exchange continues inactive. The leading bankers sell

their bills on London at 107, and buy comme-cial

bills at 1063f(all07if. They sell francs at 5 27%'a.32M,
and buy at 5 35(a,40. Hut the business done is quite
limited.

The Tribune says:
The Hank Statement on Monday will show little or no

variation in mercantile loans, but the whole average will
be affected by the Govcrnratnt Loan, which did not fully
appear in the last average. The wants of the mercan-
tile community, although slightly increasing, are still
scarcely enough to keep up the loan line. The specie
range will be affected by the payment into the Sub-
Treasury, on Tuesday last, of the second ten per cent
on the Treasury Note Loan of $3,500,000. The actual
amount inBank is about $44.000,0J0. The deposits will
also feel the s-ime influence largely, as the full amount
of the Thirty-five Millions Loan was credited to the j
Government and appeared in the deposits, and willdis-
appear of course as payments are made. The Banks, i
we bear, have declined propositions from other Banks
for several very large amounts of Treasury Notes, where
the parties desired to participate in the privileges of the
original takers.

OUR SOUTHERN ESTAFETTE.
We are again indebted to friends for copies of

the Richmond Enquirer of the 28th ult., from which

we cull the following items of Southern news :
Loss of the .Jcfi". Davis.

A letter from Fernandina, Florida, dated August

21, received at Savannah, says :
"The crew of the privateer Jeff. Davis arrived

here this afternoon. They state that on Sunday

morniDg, while trying to get into St. Augustine,

the vessel struck on the bar and was lost. All her

guns were saved, with the exception of two small
ones."

The Jeff. Davis was a brigantine, armed with
five guns and manned by sixty men.

Arizona Taken by the Confederates, ttc.

NEW OUI.EASS, Aug. 27.?Colonel Baylor pro-
claims tbathe lias taken possession of Arizona in

behalf of t ie Confederate States, and declares that
all civil and military offices are vacant, and pro-
vides for a government for the territory until such
time as the Confederate Congress otherwise pro-
vides.

A.S. Johnson and party arrived at Masilla on the
31st Julv. He took command. Tbe Confederates
are pr'ptring to meet the Federals under Lieu-
tenant Moore, and are advancing from Tucasoa.
It is stated that Johnson undoubtedly captured
those troops. Johnson will be at San Antonio on
the loth nf September. The Federal officers, taken
at Fort Fillmore, have been paroled.

for his industry and skill in this valuable branch ot
the ordnance of the State.

This is not only an exceedingly foolish way of
proceeding; it not only insures its own punishment
by encouraging a race of journalists who willnever
speak the truth except when likely to please, but
it does more than almost a .'thing else to lower
the American people in the estimation of all civil-
ized nations.

But if the mat-
ter was not treasonable, but only false or vexa-
tious, then its undigturoed publication ought to
have beeD permitted. Its suppression by violence
is a proof that, in Concord or Bangor at least, free-
dom of opinion does not exist; ana the complacen-
cy with which the act appear! to be generally re-
garded would perhaps justifyas in believing that
other and more widelyextended localities art eqaal-
ly fortunate.

TELEGRAMS.
Accuracy not Vouched for.

FROM WESTERN VIRGINIA.
Alarm at Fairmouiit, Va.

WHEELING, September J. ?There is considerable
excitement here to-night, in consequence of a des-
patch just received from Fairmount, Marion
county, by the Governor, stating: that a large num-
ber of Secessionists bad risen in the back country,
and were inarching on the town to burn it, and
tear up the railroad track.

The drums are beating to arm?, and the streets
are crowded with people. The Governor is des-
patching the Home Guard and volunteer citi-
zens of Fairmount, and the train is about ready to
start.

The rising is supposed to be in concert with some
movement of Gen. Lee. All the United States
troops have lately gone forward from Fairmount.
It is feared that the movement among the
Secessionists may be general, and large numbers of
citizens are going on patrol to-night.

(SECOND DESPATCH]
DEFEAT OF THE FEDERALS.

WHEKLINO. September 2 ?The Secessionists en-
camped at VVortnington, Marion county, to the
number of 409, were attacked by Colonel Cassman,
of General Kelly's staff", with two companies
of United States troops, at daylight this morning.

FROM FORTRESS MONROE.
Safety of flic Harriet Lane.

FORTRESS MONROE, September I.?The steamer
George Peabody arrived here this morning from
Hatteras iDlet, having in tow the prize brig U. S. !
Brook, captured in the inlet.

The Harriet Lane was gotten off saf ly on Satur-
day at 2P. M. Her armament and coal had been
thrown overboard. The guns would be recovered.

The powerful and well mounted steamer Pawnee
had taken a position in the inlet so as to command
completely the approach from Albemarle Sound.

The steamer Wabash sailed southward on Friday
evening, about the time the Minnesota left For New
York with the Confederate prisoners.

The Confederates are known to have bad at least
eight killed and twenty-five wounded.

The chartered sieamer It. B. Forbes, from Bus-
ton, went ashore yesterday on Smith's Island, near
Cape Charles. Three propellers were sent down
from Old Point to assist in getting her off.

Since the departure of the steamer Adelaide our
troops have been busily engaged in strengthening
Forts Clark and natteras. They have mounted the
ten inch columbiad brought down the inlet the day
before the attack. The place willdoubtless be per-
manently held by the Federal troops. It is of im-
mense importance, and can readily be held against
all approaches of the Confederates. A new Military
Department, it is supposed, will be created there,
and General Butler placed in command.

Captain Larned's company of Third Artilleryre-
turned on the steamer Peabody. They were the
first to land, and with the Naval Brigade complete-
ly cut off the escape of the Confederates by land.
Lieutenant Loder was the first man ashore.

IMPOHTANT FROM MISSOURI.
Confederate Movements inWestern .Missouri.

ST. JOSEPH, MO., August 30. ?This morning our
city was surprised and thrown into great excite-
ment by tbe sudden arrival ol one hundred and ten

mounted armed Confederates, who paraded the
streets and captured two United States army re-
cruiting officers, and then returned to their camp,
which is somo eight miles distant.

It is rumored that there are 150 men rendez-
voused near here. The withdrawal of the Federal
troops from this point has left the field open for the
depredations of the Confederates in this remote
section of the State.

FORT HATTERAS, July 25.
Col. Warren Wtneloic, Military Secretary: The

dav before vesterdav we hoisted our glorious flag
over Fort Clark, a streug battery I have nearly
finished, of five heavy 32-pounders, about half a
mile from Fort Hatteras, which secures to us a
cross-fire upon the bar and the entrance to this in-
let. 1 now consider this inlet sectiro against any
attempt of the enemv to enter it. Our force of men
1 think rather weak to resist, a land attack in case
the enemy should effect a landing in the bight of
Hatteras. Ifwe had three or four additional com-
panies here I should feel quite safe even in that
event.

As I have before remarked, this inlet is the key
to Albemarle Sound, and it cannot be too strictly
guarded. We certainly are under the espionage of
the United States steamers, as they are seen every
dav or two in the oiling, although they keep with-
out the range of our guns.

If I had have received the 10-inch columbiad we
could have damaged them some on their last visit,
three days since.

We now have two privateers in this harbor, be
sides the war steamer Wiuslow. The Gordon, of
Charleston, Captain Lockwood, armed with three
guns, a fine large steamer. She returned this
morning with a prize brig laden with three hundred
and sixty hogsheads of molasses. We have also a
saucv looking little pilot schooner, the Florida,
mounting one 6 pounder rifled cannon. She cap-
tured a prize two days since, took her crew out
and sent her in with ber own men. A United
States Government steamer gave chase to the prize,
and they were obliged to beach her near Nags'
Head. She, of course, jg a total loss.

UNITED STATES STEAMER ADELAIDE,")
Ofl"Cape liatteras, Aug 29. j

On Monday A. M., the signs of the departure of
ships with regulars and volunteers on board began
to be evident. Detachments of the Virginia
Coast Guard under Captaius Nixon and Johnson,
and Lieutenant C. A. Weily; of Max Weber's rc
ment, under Weber's command, and that of Lieut-
enant-Colonel Wess, of the New York 9tb, Colonel
Hawkins, and of the United States Mariues, under
Major Shuttle, appeared in the streets of Old Point
Comfort and on board the transport vessels at the
wharves. Theybore several standards of colors,
and were accompanied by one band of music.

As soon as the troops were on board the signal
for starting was given. The fleet consisted of the
following vessels :

On Wednesday morning, the 28th, the day broke
upon us beautifully indeed, and the glassy calm-
ness of the sea still continued. The Fanny and Tem-
pest having arrived the previous evening, the
squadron was now all mustered, with the exception
of the Susquehanna, soon to arrive. Orders were
issued for the disembarkation of troops on the
beach to the east of flatteras Inlet.

It was now discovered that there were two forts
and one camp at the inlet and vicinity. The first
is called Fort Hatteras, the second Fort Clark,
after the Governor of North Carolina, while Camp

Gwynn is at the end of a clump of trees near by.
The landing was effected in the following order :

Hawkins on the right; the Regulars, Union Coast
Guard and Marines in the centre; Max Weber on

the left. The advance of the ships to effect and
protect the landing was a splendid sight?such a
one as it was worth going to see. It was now a
little after 8 o'clock. We steadily and firmly ad-
vanced towards the two forts, which were in plain
sight on the point of Hatteras Inlet, with the dis-
union flag flying on a small staff.

Fort Hatteras, the principal fort, was erected in
.lune last; Fort Clark within a few weeks past. ?

The number
of guns is as follows: Fort Hatleras, twelve mount-
ed guns, 32-pounders; some eight-inch shells.

Of real secessionists |
there were not more than two millions and a half. j
Is there a man in all America who does n't glorv j
in the Declaration of Independence, from Abraham i
Lincoln upward or downward? On what princip!"
of morality or common sense, then, can any one of !
them deny the right of the Southerners to proclaim jtheir independence Now!

There are twelve millions of secessionists. Can

in one form or other, been tho normal condition of j
every civilized, even every barbarous State. To |
this hour it prevails in a large portion of the j
world. The planters did not make, hut found it a j
domestic institution on which are based tho very |
structure and existence of society. Disguise it as 1
we may, abolitionism, the general policy of de-
claring slavery illegal beyond certain sections of
the territory of the United States, is a victual ]
manifesto of emancipation, leads directly up to it. !
Do not let us be misunderstood. Slavery is a curse, !
and tho people on whom history has imposed it are j
deeply to be pitied. The South ought long since j
to have raised the slaves gradually to human rights !
for the intorest both of the owner and his chattel.
Hut we must do as we would be done by, and judge
ol others as, in their circumstances, we would have j
done ourselves.

What, ifyou, and I, and we, had been planters? j
depended entirely on slaves for our very existence?-
if our States drew their very life and being from
slave-owning?what should ire*do, if we found that
a combination of other States where there were no
slaves, employed a mere counting of noses ulti-
mately to wrest what we regarded our whole pro-
perty from us? Why, secede and tight for it, to be :
sure. But is this all? Ifa tax upon tea and deeds, !
not one-fourth part so heavy on the American colo- j
uies as the very same duty imposed by tho mother I
country on itself, justified rebellion, what is to be |
said of monopolies and protective and differentia! i
duties imposed on the South equal to a tax by the
North of forty millions sterling? The New Eng- '
land States produce nothing, export nothing, can- j
not even feed or clothe themselves.

The slave States not only maintain themselves, s
but export seventy millions worth annually of ag- j
ricultural produce; and yet by the craft of fiscal
legislation arc drowned in debt, while the North is !
wallowing in wealth. The poor debtor awakens to
his danger, and struggles to shake himself free of j
the usurer and his per cents. The case is aa plain
as the nose on your face.

*

Everv colony we have S
is self-governed, self-taxed, entirely independent
upon us or upon each other. We cannot even send
convicts to our own property because the settlers
object. We cannot interfere with their land ten-
ure; their chief domestic institution. We have
allowed the United States to go from us, and find
both countries to be the better for it. On what
pretence can we of all nations deny the right of
twelve millions of people to self-government, and
to secede from a community that virtually confis-
cates their property, and oppesses them with une-
qual taxation?

Hut is this all? The thirteen States which formed
the original Union were each separate and inde-
pendent colonies. On the 2d July, 1770, they de-
clared that "they were, and of right ought to be,
free and independent States, and the connection be-
tween them (the plural) and the State of Great
Britain ought to be dissolved." The declarants
voted by States, not by populations. I!y the Con-
fedeiation of 1778, Article 11. declares that "each
State retains its sovereignty, freedom, anil inde-
pendence, and every power, jurisdiction, and right
which is not bv this Confederation expressly dele-
gated to the United States "

The Confederation of 178!' was instituted bv vo-
ting by .Slates-, the Presidency of Lincoln is that of
the majority of States, not of the majority of pop-
ulation. Can it be tor one moment contended that
there is any power delegated by the several States
to the Union of compelling them to remain in it
after tliev choose to declare a dissolution of the co-
partnery? What is the Union but the common for-
eign agent of all the States? Do they emanate
from it, or does its power emanate from them??
Has it any power or position of its own, any but
that which each delegated to it? Is itanything but
the creature of the States? Has it any separate
existence?

We are told about the heptarchy, about the cases
of Ireland and of Scotland. Well?even these cases

are very open to argument; and it is very certain

that if the Imperial Legislature violated anv of
the articles of either Union, or by partial laws con-
fiscated the property of one nation, the right of se-

cession would lawfullyand constitutionally revive.
Hut Ireland and Scotland have no Legislatures of
their own; are not sovereign States; did not re-
tain by articles of union any separate sovereignty.
Life and property are secured in the several Amer-

ican States by the separate Government and Legis-

lature of each, not by tho Union. A citizen of'one
State is not that of another, cannot vote inanother.
Every separate State has its own code of laws, its !
own revenues, its own debts, its own property. No 1
two States have the same code; the citizens of each i
are subject to different modifications of their con-
stitutional rights?each State has a different con-

stitution.
In 1814 the New England States threatened to ;

secede. Massachusetts did so on the annexation of

Texas. The Southern States have frequently pro-
claimed their resolutions to do so?and this Morrill

Tariff, in the very crisis ot dissension, would of

itself form an ample justification of separation.?

The very fact that negroes are chattels in Louisi-

ana and citizens in New York; that a British sub-

ject of color can be put in jail at New Orleans,

without anv offence but his skin, and that to all

our remonstrances to the Government at Washing-
ton the answer is, such is the law of Louisiana, and

the United States cannot interfere, is conclusive of

lthe sovereigntv of each State, and of its right to
Igo out of the Union by the same power it had to

go in. The principle involved in this quarrel is
that which is nut in issue in Naples, in Italy, in
Hungary, in Poland. Caelum non an imam mutant
qui Irani mare currunt. What is right in Europe

cannot be wrong in America.
We protest against the poltroonery which, nut of

fear of the petulant gasconade of the North, in-
duces our contemporaries, even our Legislature, to
"sing small," and profess that our press and our
people's sympathii s are all with the Northerners.
We believe the case to be exactly the reverse, and
the best friends of the Unionists are those who, at
any hazard of provoking the insolent imperiousness
of the North, tell it plainly the truth, and assert to
its face the claims of justice and the manifest rights
of nations. The arguments of Lincoln are the
worn-out drivel of legitimacy and despotism.

We insist on these views, because we have great
faith in the ultimate triumph of what is honest?in
the aphorism that "the richt will gang the richt

gait." "Thrice is he armed who bath his quarrel
just." When the prospects of the South were the

blackest, we said it was invincible if it was inspired

by the spirit of Washington, who, in defence of h's

home, with a handful of men. defi.d the disciplined
armies and the blookade of the victorious navies of

England Twelve millions of people cannot be con-

< Itiered in their own country but by their own cow-ardice and want of patriotism, even by bunkum-votes of hundreds of millions of money, and half
million contingents of soldi irs? on paper. TheFederalists are invaders. They are assailing men,
women, and children, who are simply defending
themselves from undisciplined arson, rape, and
murder. The Northern Generals proclaim their
own armies ruffi ms. Regiments of slaves are even
now found fighting on the side of their Southern
owners. Slaves who have fled do not know how tolive without a master.

While blatant \ ankce fools have in Paris been

its federal, that is to say, its disunited character?-bv every separate colony having retained the pow-
er of varying its laws and constitution to suit itslocal character and circumstances?the verv prin-
cipe asserted in this secession. It has been sus-tained solely by yearly migrations of the most pro-
ductive members of the European population, the
native Americans having palpably degenerated.
Common sense might tell us That a country farlarger than a!i Europe, and containing every cli-
