Coiulifion of 31issonri.
The editor of L' Ecod' Italia has received the fol-

lowing letter from St. Louie, giving an account of
the condition of affairs in Missouri:

ST. LOUIS, Aug. 27.?We have very troublesome
times here at present. The city of St. Louis is un-
der martial law, and a great many persons are con-
tinually arrested for treason against the govern-
ment. There are about sixty thousand troops here
and more are coming every day. They are fortify-
ing St. Louis with larg-i siege cannon and throwing
up entrenchments, working day and night. In ad
ditien to this, Urge wooden barracks are going to
be erected, to hold fifty thousand soldiers. Since
General Fremont has taken command of this mili-
tary department, business is conducted with des-
patch.

When this war is over, Missouri will be one vast
burying ground. The Confederates have an army

in this State of 70,000 troops. A great many of
my friends were killed at the battle of Springfield,
some in the Federal army, others among the Con
federates.

accepted by the War Department are not entitled
to commissions from the Stati; that their families
are not entitled to the relief fund, and that pensions
to their widows and children are not provided by
the State laws.

From Washington Cor. of K. V. Times.
Passports.

There is considerable inquiry as to the mode of
obtaining passports under the new regulations, the
tees charged, Ac For the information of the pub-
lic on this point, I would state that passports can
be obtaiueu on application either to the State De-
partment at Washington, or to the United States
District Agent at New York or Boston. The ap-
plication UiU-t be accompanied by satisfactory evi
dence that the applicant is a native or naturalized
citizen, and loyal to the Government. No fee is
charged by the Government for a passport, in any

case, bv whomsoever issued. Applicants at a dis-
tance, however, to savo themselves time and trou-
ble, usually employ a notary to prepare and for-
ward the necessary proofs of citizenship, and for
this service the notary of course makes a charge;
but his services are not essential.

What is the Cause!
It is understood that since the battle of Bull Run

some hundred and thirty-seven commissioned offi-
cers of Federal volunteer regiments have sent in
their resignations, and these are exclusively from
among the three years regiments, and not those
whose three months term had expired.

A Draft Proposed.

It is useless to disguise the fact, that there is a
strong pressure upon the President and Cabinet by
men high in military station to resort immediately
to drafting, to till the ranks of our army to the
number required to carry on the war successfully.
At the present rate of recruiting to our regular
army, the new regiments wiil not be filled up be-
fore January, thus keeping out of active service
our best regular officers at a time when their ser-
vices are most required. The 23,000 increase of
the regular army ought to be in the field before the
Ist of October; but how to get the men without a
draft is the question, it is feared by many persons
here that the stoppage of all news respecting the
condition of the army is lulling the North to a fatal
security, and that we are credited with twice the

number of troops on tho line of the Potomac than
we really have in camp, if such is the case, let it
be known that while wo have plenty of men to
guard Washington, we want 60,000 more troops, to

make an ett'ective forward movement. With the
complications likely to arise inKentucky within
the coming month, and with wbijt additional aid

General Fremont will require, 200,000 more men
can find enough to do.

Ga ena was buoyant under the success-
ful n< gotiation in regard to the coming due bonds,
and advanced to <lO%. The shorts were free buyers of
cash stock Burlington and Quincy and Hock Island
weie better, and the latter was in good d mand. At the
second hoard the'deallngs were unimportant in amount,
but quotatio- s were well sustained and firm in the street
after the regular session. The market for government
securiti-s was very firm during the day, and the transae
lions were restrict, dby the firmness of holders The 6\s
of 1881 are 8889 it?t ? the latter bid for coupon st ck.

We noticed on Monday the seizure of $40,000 at thePark Bank by Marshal Murray, which belonged to the
Augusta Insurance Co. The seizure was made under the
confiscation act. We have reason to believe that this
was only one seizure of many, and that a large propor-
tion of the funds in this city belonging to the citizensand corporations of the seceded States is in the hands of
the law. From motives ofpolicy the details are not made
public.

In
that portion of the Slate the officers of the Confed-
erate armv are lioniztd, while Union men are in-

sulted and driverPfrotn their homes. During the
last week, Lloyd Tilghman, who is in command at
Camp Hnune, in Tennessee, was f r some days pub-
licly in I'aducab, while Union men were unwilling
to risk their personal safety there

His opinion is that the Confederates will precipi-
tate Kentucky into wa-r as soon as they can con-
centrate a sufficient force on the Northern border
of'i'ennessee; that they would have dine so long
since had they not been employed in Missouri.

He thinks that nothing but the most stringent
UH-ar-ures on the part of the Legislature now in ses-
sion can save the State from civil war, if, indeed,
such a state of things can be averted at all.

In Louisville the Confederates are becoming bold
and detiint. They boast that the State willbe out

of the Union in forty davs. The contraband trade
carried off trom that point is immense, and wields

I
a most pernicious influence. Nothing can prevent
it but a miliary force on the southern border of
Kentucky.

From all Mr. E. could learn he thinks that the
Confederates, known there as the "Peace Party,"
are just at this time having things pretty much
their own way, and that uothing can save the State

from the fate of Missouri but extreme measures on

the part of the Legislature, and prompt action on

the part of the true Union men there, in suppres-
