NEWS VIA WASHINGTON.
We take the following budget of news from the

Star of last evening :

REMOVAL OF EX-MINISTER FAULKNKitTO FORT LAFAY-

Ex-Minister Fau'kner, since his removal from the
county jail, has been confined in the quarters of the

Provost Guard, on Massachusetts aveuue, south
side, between Sixth and Seventh street?, in the
range of buildings known as Philips's row. Three
of those buildings are for the use of the two compa-
nies at that point in charge of Captain Williams,
one i? for the guard on duty, and one is for the
officers' quarter?. In this last building Mr. Faulk-
ner has been confined. Yesterday morning, at an
earlv hour, he was taken in charge by Lieut. Worth
of the 8:h Infantry, and placed in a carriage
which conveyed him to the railroad depot, where
he and his escort took the train which left this city
at half-past seven o'clock, A. M. It i 3 understood
that he was to be taken directly through to Fort
Lafayette, New York.

VIGILANCEREQUISITE.
Gen. Dix and the authorities in Baltimore can-

not be too vigilant over the harbor of Baltimore to

see that vessels and steamers leaving that port do
not carry contraband articles for the use of the
Confederate army. Whatever expense may bo ne-
cessary to have an efficient harbor police ought to
be freely incurred, and not in name only but in
fact. It is well known that large quantities of

good? have gone from Baltimore to the Patuxent
and Potomac for shipment across; and boats have
been wagoned from the Patuxent to the Potomac
t crt'oot the object of landing the supplies ?§nt to
the Patuxent lor Virginia, as well a? to lanct re
cruits also.

WHAT THEY WANT RAILROAD IRON FOR.

It is known that the Convention of Virginia had
authorized the extension of the Manassas Gap road

from Strasburg, in Shenandoah county, to Win-
chester, so that there might be a complete line
from Richmond to Harper's Ferry, and to this end
the Manassas Gap road was rapidly removing their
iron from Alexandria; but before they finished it,
the 24th of May came, and the Union troops ar-

rived in Alexandria.* The iron taken from the Bal-
timore and Ohio road, west of Martinsburg, is
doubtless to complete that c >nnecaon between
Strasburg and Winchester, and very likely the roll-
ing stock is for the same purpose.

FROM OVER THE RIVER.

Not long since it was stated 4hat John B. Upton,
paymaster's cle k of the Pensacola. had drawn his

three-months' pay and deserted. It appears, bow-
ever, that this statement was not altogether cor-
rect. Mr. Upton having obtained leave of absence
and remained absent beyond the time set lor his
return, he was presented to the Department as a
deserter, as there was no other light in which he
could stand, under the circumstances, lie returned
here a short time after his term of absence had ex-
pired, and, upon being arrested, proved that he had
no intention of seceding, and gave a check for the
amount of money drawn by him.

The sick list
at the naval hospital is quite small, considering
the number ot men here, and the season.

A WORD OK CAUTION-

ATTEMPT Til BREAK IP THE MEETING.
Nomination of Gen. IS. C. Howard for

Governor and Mr. A. LIUGAN Jarrett
for Comptroller.

The delegates to the State Peace Convention met

WAR ITEMS.
Tile Hlngngruieiit nt Hickman.

j The Confederate forces are in possession of two
! Kentucky towns ?Hickman and Columbus. The

Cincinnati Enquirer of Saturday gives the follow-
ing paticulars of the gun-boat expedition from
Cairo which attempted to dislodge the Confeder-
ates from Hickman:

On Thursday morning the gun-boats Tylor and
Lexington left Cairo on a scouting tour. At eleven
o'clock they came ia sight of the gunboat Yankee,
belonging to the S mthern Confederacy. Ap-
proaching within the necessary range, our boats
opened lire upon her, which was returned by her
with a will. The shots of all the steamers faiied to
do any damage. The Yankee pointed down stream
and made for Hickman, pursued by our boats.
Above Hickman a tiro opened on our boats from
a masked battery of four rifled guns. The fire was
returned from the boats, and shell and hot shot
were thrown into the enemy's camp, setting fire to
their tents and baggage wagons, and scattering
the troep3 in various directions. The engagement
lasted about an hour, but no damage was done toour boats or their cretvs. Our boats returned toCairo, but succeeded in capturing eight prisoners
and seizing fortv head of mules and cattle. The
\ ankue followed the Tylor and Lexington a short
distance, and then anchored in the rizer opposite
the battery. One of the prisoners captured abovethe camp, and who was a scout, states the number
of General Pillow's force to be 1,800, and that 1,000
wereencamned near Columbus. Ky., at the Chalk
Banks. The gun-boats were fired into by infan-
try at both points, but their balls did no other
damage than to enter the bulkheads of our steamersor riddle the awning on their decks.

It is believed that Pillow's forces are being re-
inforced. The gun-boats Tylor, Lexington" and
Conestoga were to leave again yesterday with a
lullsupply of stores, ammunition, Ac., for another
engagement at these same points, their instructions
being to make the attack and capture them if pos-
sible. TheU. W. Graham, with two regiments ofinfantry, will accompany the expedition. Another
warm engagement in that vicinity may be imme-diately looked for, unless Pillow should deem it
prudent to retreat to the Tonnessee line.

LOUISVILLE, Sept. 9 ?Richmond and New Or-
leans dates of the Tth lost, contain nothing of im-
portance.

Tile Privateer Sumter.

A gentleman who arrived trom St. Thomas, W.
1., this morning informs us that while he was at
that port he noticed three schooners?the Balti-
more, H. Rayncs and George Washington?lying
at anchor and flying the secession flag. These ves"
se'is arrived trom Beaufort, X. C., under the
American flag, and with United States clearance
papers.

The custom-house officials at Beaufort have an
abundance of old United States blanks, and furnish
vessels with a register, crew list, Ac., in the usual
form. As soon as the vessels referred to had enter-
ed tbev ran down the American flag and put up tbe
Confederate. Vessels are entered in the sauie way
at Nassau, X. I'., and no doubt at other West
Indian ports.

Our informant savs that tho captain of the priva-
teer Suuiter left a challenge at St. Thomas for any
United States vessel, to name the time and place
"for a meeting" in the West Indian waters. The
United Stat-s gunboat Keystone State has been
notified. She is not, however, of sufficient capaci
ty to compete with the Sumter.

The day before our ioformanl left St. Thomas,
heavy firing was beard in the vicinity of the island,
and it was supposed that the Sumter was engaged
in an attempt to capture a prize, or possibly with
an United States vessel.

The attention of the Hatteras llot willno doubt
be directed to tbe harbor of Beaufort.

Further from tiic Sumter.
From a letter dated Trinidad, (Port Spain,)

August sth, the New York Express obtains some
further particulars concerning the doings of tbe
privateer Suinter :

"The Sumter has been a week in our port, and it
is reported that she will remain here till after the
arrival of the packet, which is hourly ax peeled.
The British steam sloop of-war Cadmus arrived
last r.ight from Granada, and the officers of the
two ships appear to bo on very amicable terms,
The officer-of the Sumter are daily parading the
street.-, of Port Spain, and, with the con3rr,t ol our
colonial authorities, they have been supplied with
coal, spar?, water, Ac. lam not certain that she
has taken in any gunpowder, but have been credi-
bly iolorroed that her officers have made inquiries
for >Lat article.

The b-aimip;; wl cannon has not saluted the ar-
rival of the Sumter, but tho Union Jack was dis-
played on the G ivernroent flagstaff, a measure only
taken to honor distinguished visitors.

II tbe Sumter had not been allowed to take in
coals and refit, she would hate: been effectually pre-
vented from continuing lier cruise, and tho British
Government should be made responsible lor any
depredation she may commit after this.

From the Charleston Mercvry, AufjustZlst.
Kxploits ol the Privateer Dixit'.

The Dixie weighed anchor 'n Charleston harbor
on the lllthof July. On the following day, aided
by a stiff breeze, sbe succeeded in getting out safe-
ly to sea. By what channel her exit was accom-
plished we leave to the serene contemplation ol the
'cute blockaders, who permitted the saucy little
cralt to slip through their tingers. The privateer
pursued a southeasterly course without anv inci-
dent of special moment until Tuesday, the 23d.
At an early hour on that itay Capt. Moore made
a sail on the lee-quarter, and tacking the ship soon
overhauled her. A gun tired across the bow of the
stranger speedily brought her to. The captain was
ordered to cotne on board tho Dixie, and his papers
showed his vessel to he the hark Glenn, ofPortland,
Maine, bound to Fort Jefferson, Tortugas, with a
cargo of coal. Without, further ceremony the Yan-
kee skipper was informed of the business of his cap-
tors, and made prisoner. A prize crew was pot
aboard the Glenn, who did not take her to Fort Jeff-
erson, n.nd the Dixie went on her way rejoicing.?
(In Thursday, the 25th, the schooner Mary Alice, of
New York, from the West Indies, with a cargo of
sugar, bound for New York, hove in sight. A mes-
sage from Long Tom explained the meaning of the
stars and bars, and the Mary Alice was soon a
prize. [As our readers know, sbe was afterwards
recaptured by the blockaders.] On the 27th two
sails were for a short time in sight, hut a heavy
squall came up, accompanied by a waterspout,
which passed close ahead of the privateer, and,
when this subsided, the vessels had disappeared.?
On Monday, the 29th, two sails were again des-
cried, hut the Dixie was unable to come up to
them. On the 30th the hermaphrodite brig Rouert
It. lvirkland. ot Baltimore, loaded with salt, con-
signed to a (irra in that citv, was spoken! She
was, of course, permitted to pass. The captain of
the brig, however, was induced to take on board
the cook of the Glenn, the prisoners on hoard the
Dixie having become more numerous than was de-
sirable On the evening of the 31st no- less than
nine sail were visible. About sundown the Dixie
gave chase to one of these vessels, which, troin in-
formation obtained from one of the prisoners, was
believed to be the bark Albertina, armed with two
rifled cannon. Two of the guns of the privateer
were loaded with grape and cmister, and when the
stranger was sufficiently near, a shot was fired
across her bow, which had the desired effect of
bringing tier to. She proved to be the bark Ro-
wena, of Philadelphia, lrom Ltguayra, with coffee
for Philadelphia. The Rowena, as well as her
coffee, was of course duly "bagged." But inas-
much as her crew numbered thirteen, besides four
passengers, Capt. Moore deemed it prudent to go
aboard of her himself as prize master, taking with
him several of the prisoners, and leaiiDg on board
the Dixie a crew of four men, under the command
of Lieut. L. If. Belton, with the remainder of th
prisoners. The privateer being now in hit. 30°
38', lon. 76° 25', and with the hark Rowena in her
wake, was headed west. On the 2d of August she
made a strange steamer, but managed to elude her.
On Sunday, the 4th of August, before daylight, a
vessel's light was discovered to Ihe eastward, hut
the Dixie kept shv of her. Shortly after daybreak
a steamer was plainly seen in the same direction.
For a while sbe gave chase to the Dixie, hut Lieut.
Benton, Hading himself off a well known and con-
venient harbor of our coast, now a port of entry,
decided to run in without delay. The eteamor,
finding her chase ineffectual, hauled oft' to the
southward.

The subsequent adventures of tho little craft are

not of a nature to interest our readers. Suftice it

to say, that she did not again venture far out lrom
shore, but passed through the "efficient" blockade,
and with guns booming and colors flying, yesterday
forenoon startled from their gravity the quiet peo-
ple of this "nest of rebellion."

From the N. F. Herald, Sept. 10lit.
Captain Welch, of the MaryAlice,captured July

25. by the privateer Dixie, has arrived in this city
from Richmond, and furnishes souie very interest-
ing intelligence. After his capture off Bermuda

he was conveyed to North Edisto, twentv-one miles
south of Charleston, where he saw a battery of

four 24-pnundcrs on South Point, and a formidable
masked battery at North Point. No trace of the I
blockading squadron was visible. From Edisto, ,
Captain Welch, with twenty-five other prisoners, I i
was conveyed to Charleston, South Carolina, and
Goldsboro', North Carolina, where the people had
just heard of the affair at Fort Hatteras, and wero
excited to such a pitch that violence was offered to
the prisoners. The authorities had to hide the
prisoners, and send them forward to Richmond at
night, with a strong military guard, to prevent
mob law being administered. While in Richmond
Capt. W. states they were treated in the most gen-
erous manner, allowed the freedom of the city, and
permitted to converse with the Union prisoners
After delaying at Bichmond for a few days, Capt.
Welch and hia party were transferred to Norfolk
and set at liberty.

written to the Richmond Dispatch, from Fairfax
Court House, dated August 27 :

"Recent successful skirmishes have so emboldenedour men, lhat on yesterday tliey attacked the ene-my's scouts at a place called Munson's Heights,
within 2J-< miles of Alexandria and the PotomacRiver, (from which a view of both Alexandria andWashington is plainly visible,) and, after somesharp firing, succeeded in occupying it. The Na-

tional scouts retired, with the loss of several in !killed and wounded; and, under apprehension that :our pickets would be attacked by a superior fine,
a large body of troops have been cent to their as- 'sistance.

The above skirmish and advance are perhaps the
last of a small character that willIts reported to
the Dispatch from Fairfax, as I have assurances,positive as indications the most unmistakable can
give, that our armies are on the eve of grand
operations. OHicers and men have been notified toremain in their camps; no more furloughs will begranted. Regiments are berng thrown forward,
and the distance between the army of Fairfax and
the Potomac river is rapidly decreasing.

The brigade of General Longgtreet is hourly ex-
pecting an order to march. The Ist regiment ofVirginia volunteers moved lorward last night, and
is now encamped within a stone's throw of the
enemy's country. Groups of anxious soldiers are
everywhere discussing the longexpect.d move-
ment."

The Lynchburg Republican has the following:
"A skirmish occurred on Wednesday morning

last at Annondale, six miles below Fairfax Cour"t
House, on the turnpike leading to Alexandria, be-
tween our pickets and those of the enemy, the re-
sult of which was equal to some of the pi'ched bat
ties which we have had to record. Our pick -t -
