From Washington.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 10.
Little that occurs across the river transpires

here, all news relating to the army being ca:efully
suppressed. Ilearn, however, this morning, through
sources entitled to credit, that on Monday evening
forty wounded soldiers were brought across the
river to Georgetown. The authorities are silent
and the Star reports "all quiet," hut there must
have been some hard fighting. There was also a
severe skirmish on Wednesday last, the news of
which has just reached here.

There has been an engagement of considerable
importance to-day?the most serious which has yet
occurred. Large bodies of troops have been en
gaged on the different parts of the line. We are
allowed to have no details.

From Upper Mnrlaboro'.
We learn that a regiment of soldiers has been

sent to Upper Marlsboro', and that the house of
Mr. Samuel H. Berry was visited. Mr. Berry,
however, was not at home. They then proceeded
to the dwelling of Mr. Humphrey's, in the neigh-
borhood, which thev searched. They found some
guns and powder which were taken. It was notknown what was their object in visiting there.

General Floyd nt Home.
A Federal chaplain who recently visited General

Floyd's outposts, near Gauley Bridge, for the pur-
pose of procuring a completo list of the Federals
killed, wounded and missing at tho battle of Cross
Lanes, thus describes his adventure in a letter to
the Cleveland Herald:

After riding eighteen miles, the last seven keep-
ing our flag of truce constantly displayed, we came
to their first pickets, a strong cavalry one, sevenmiles this side of Cross Lanes. Wo were received
civilly, and stated our business, showing the corn-
mission we had from Col. Tyler. The officer incommand said he had no authority to permit us topass, but kindly oflered to send for information to
the next picket, two miles further on at the Fordover Peter's Creek, where Col. Finny was. We
were two hours there, and allowed full liberty to
walk about as we pleased. There we found five of
our men, who had just been taken. Poor fellows,
weary and hungry, they had come in from the
woods to get something to eat, and were captured
I could sympathize especially with Williams, as he
has a wife and two children. The bravo fellow had
but little to sav, but I saw that a word would bring
the tears into his eves, Before ire left me eate them
rented nt n bountiful table which their canters had
kindly provided for them; and tee eaw that in alt
other respects they were kindly and reejiectfulli/
treated.

Captain Cresto attempted to escape after thehring, hut was caught. His arms were takeu from
him and he was lodged in the Flushing jail. The
men were marched back to the camp, but we do
not learn that any of them were put under arrest.

It is very evident that if theintjrmation derived from tbi*source is correct agreat batti- will soon be fought; and from the very
nature ot things, it being for the possession of thenational capital, it will be a severe struggle, euchas modern bistorv has not yet recorded. 'Look outfor the battle of the Potomac.

Ihe enemy have ceased to rely upon the once
boasted individual superiority of Southern men,and n >w resort to members, and hope, bv an over-whelming tore?, to secure the coveted success.
I hat the strength of the Confederate a'luy hasbeen greatly underrated by the people of the loyalStates, and even by prominent public men here,
there nan now bo little doubt. It was stated seve-ral days ago, that reliable information had beenreceived from Richmond that their army of theIotomac was between 250,900 to 300,000 strong

1 his statement has been very recently corroboratedby a.number of gentlemen of high reputation inKentucky, who have returned from visits to thoseat ot war in Virginia within a few days. They
all agree in the information that the Confederatearmy ot the Potomac is over two hundred and titty
thousand in number.

That an attack is imminent is apparent from va-
rious corroborating circumstances. A mong others
is the sudden preparations tor the departure of la-dies of known Confederate sympathies and associ-ations, who have perhaps better opportunities thanother people to obtain correct information of tho
intentions of Ilia Confederates, and who are gettingready to leave without delay, under apprehensions
of an immediate attack upon the city, with such
force and such prospects of success as to render it
dangerous to remain here even twenty-four hourslonger.

A storm compelled the Sumter' to cast oil' herprizes, and the pnzs-master was ordered to carrvthe brig into Ctenfuegos. After sailing a shorttime, it was quite clear that the prize-mjster wasnot a very good seaman, and so, when the pirates
were inattentive the brig was kept off her courseso that after four days' sailing the brig was nonearer Cienfuegos than before. The prize masterthus supposing it iva3 impossible to reach Cien-
fuegoa, approached the master with a proposition
to assist him to run the vessel ashore on the coast
ot Florida.

After a delay of two hours, word caino that we
could proceed to the next encampment A squad
of cavalry took us in charge, blind-folding us and
leading our horses. In this fashion we rode two
miles. At the Ford we were received by ColonelFinny in a closed room, and the bandages taken
from our eyes. We found the Colonel a courteous
gentleman of Eastern Virginia, and wero informed
by him, that our dead had already been decently
buried, with the exception of Capt. Dver, who had
been recognized on the battle field before ho was
quite dead by Major Themburg of their army, who
had served with him in Mexico; his body tliey wereintending to send down to us under a flag ot truce,
to be iorwarded to his friends, (it has not been
done, however,) and our wounded were receiving
the care of their most skillful surgeons. I then
asked for Dr. Cushing and myself, the privilege of
visiting our wounded and prisoners, to see them,
and to receive messages from them to their friends
He replied that Gen. Floyd's orders were that no
ooe should pass from us beyond that point; but
added that if we were willing to remain where we
were tillan answer could he received, he would
send a messenger to the General with our request.
We fold him we were. 1 then addressed to Gen-eral Floyd the following note, viz :

PETER'S CREEK, Aug. 27, 18G1.Brig. Gen. John B. Floyd: General?l am here
under a (lag of truce, with Dr. Gushing of the 7thregiment, 0. V. M.,to look after . ur dead and
wounded in the late battle of Cross Lanes. We are
informed by Col. Finny, as we knew we would be,
that our dead havo been decently buried, and that
our wounded are receiving the skillful attention of
the gentlemen of your medical staff. Hero, then,
our mission might end. Ifur, General, the 7th reg-
iment is mainly composed of men from and in thevicinity of Cleveland, and as we both expect to re-
turn there shortly on furloughs, for the sake of the
relatives and friends of the wounded and prisoners,
we very much wish to see them and be bearers of
any message thev may wish to send. If, therefore,
under our flag of truce, you will permit us to do so,
we willaccept it as a very high favor, and we
promise you on our honors as gentlemen, to take
no advantage of it prejudicial to your service.

KEV. FREDERICK T. BROWN,
Chaplain of 7th regiment, O. V.DEAR SIR: Tour note requesting to be permitted

. visit the prisoners and wounded at present in
my charge, of the 7th regiment, O. V., and convey-
ing information of them, has been received. ]n
reply I have to say that in this, as in all other
cases, the dead shall not be neglected hy me.?
Tour dead have all been decently interred. Tour
prisoners are and shall be humanely and kindly
treated?shall not be the recipients of any indignity
by language or otherwise. Tour wounded are be-
yond Gauley Kiver, and under the treatment of
my best surgeons. Tour request to yield them I
cannot concede, persuaded to do so would be at
tended with some risk of.dotriment to the service
in which lam engaged. ' I regret then that mysense of duty prompts me to adopt a course which
under other circumstances would afford me a plea-
sure, and which may I fear seem ungracious Per-
mit me" to add that ooe of the Captains of your
regiment is here and on parole. He will be able,
as he has already done, to visit the prisoners and
wounded and give them his personal attention.Very respectfully, your obedient servant,

Of course nothing further could be done. I will

only add that while waiting for this note I had long
conversations with Col. Finny and Major Ilounsel,
on a variety of topics, not ignoring the one great
topic at issue, and found them both most accom-
plished, cultivated and courteous gentlemen. Be-
fore the note came it grew dark, when Colonel
Finny took us to his headquarters, two miles
further up toward Cross Lanes, without having us
blindfolded. There he gave us a sumptuous sup-
per, and lodged us till 3 o'clock, A. M-, when we
were sent out of tho lines back, not blindfolded.

1 must also say that in all our intercourse with the
Confederate officers and men, I did not hear one
abusive or taunting word. Wa could not have been
treated with more kindness or consideration.

Gen Floyd in Camp.

The Abington Virginianis permitted to make the
following extract from a letter from Gov. Floyd to
his wife. It is dated at "Camp Gauley," near So-
merville, Nicholas county, August 23:

"I have been constantly moving since my last
letter, and have crossed Gauley River and occu-
pied the important position recently held by the
enemv.

"We have had some skirmishing upon our pickets
on our march, but not amounting to much. Wt
had ihree men wounded in Captain Buchanan'l
company. Our scouts killed and wounded twentr
or thirty of the enemy, and took eoine prisoners
every day.

"We are expecting now, in a few days, to make
some decisive movement against Gen. Cox, in the
Kanawha Valley. Up to this time my advance has
been extremely prosperous, and I hope beneficial
to the public service. If 1 can succeed in driving
the Y'ankees from the Kanawha Valley, 1 will have
done essential service to the State."

From Correspondence of the Richmond Inquirer.
A Skirmish near Leesbm-g.

LEBSBUHG, Aug. 25.?Extending aloug the Poto-
mac from Harper's Ferry towards Washington, a
distance of forty miles, in comparatively close prox-
imity to the headquarters of the enemy, and pos-
sessing, in great abundance, the stores necessary to
the subsistence of an army, the county of Loudoun
is very naturally the theatre of frequent collisions
between the contending parties. For several weeks
past the Federal troops have been crossing the
river from the Maryland shore, burning houses and
wheatstacks, and carrying ofl' horses, negroes, and
whatever else they could conveniently remove.?
General Evans has resolved at once to put a stop to
these piratical incursions, and for this purpose sent
oil large detachments to the various ferries and
crossings on the river.

On yesterday, at sunrise, sharp work was going
on at White's Ferry, three miles from Leesburg.
The cannonading lasted about an hour. It is not
known how much, if any, damage was done to the
enemy; but those who witnessed the fight are con-
fident that several of the Federals were killed. The
enemy did not return our fire, hut escaped from
one covering to another; they were out of sight
and beyond the range of our guns.

It seems that the enemy had received reinforce-
ment, and during the night stationed themselves
behind large trees and other defenses afforded by
their position. In fact, tbey have been occupied
for several days in throwing up earthworks, ex-
pecting, no doubt, that our army would attempt to
cross at that point on their way to Maryland.

Ilevolt. inn New York. Ilegtment?The Mu-
tineers Fireil upon.

A dispute between a Captain and a Lieutenant
of one of the companies in Col. Legendre's regi-

ment of New York Rifles, stationed at Wiilets'
Point, near New York, has resulted in a revolt
attended with the shooting of soma of the men-
Captain Cresto, it is said, was offered S3OO to take

his company over to another regiment, and agreed
to do it. Col. Legendre got word of tho matter
and stationed a guard of twentv-fivo or thirty,
with loaded arms to prevent the departure of men
from the camp. The Evening Pout of Tuesday says:

At 11 o'clock Captain Cresto left the ground with
Bc me forty men, most of them members of his own
company, with a few from other companies. Some
of these troops had just come from guard duty, and
they say that their muskets were unloaded, and it
is claimed that the muskets of all the men who
were leaving were not loaded.

After leaving the camp the rovolterß came to a
point in the road between Roe's hotel and White-
stoce, where Colonel Legendre's guard was station-
ed. The guard stopped the men, and an alterca-
tion ensued, Cresto threatening the guard, and de-
manding the privilege of passing, and the guard,
drawn across the road, preventing it. During the
word-quarrel a pistol in the hands of Sergeant
Thompson, one of the revolters, exploded?he says,
accidentally. The two bodies of men were then
standing opposite each other, drawn up in line on
either side of the road. When the pistol was fired,
Lieutenant Georgie (as reported) ordered the
guard to lire. They fired once, killing instantly
two of the revolting party?Ferdinand Markoe and
Dominick Sassi.

Four men were wounded, one of them it is feared
fatally. Henry Thompson, the sergeant who fired
the pistol, was wounded in the thigh; Alexander
Sloane received a ball through his left shoulder;
Atni Rankine was wounded in the head, and Lewis
Germani was wouDded in the ribs, the ball pene-
trating bis bowels?be is not expected to recover.
Two physicians were seDt for and came to the
ground from Flushing. They dressed the wounds
of the men, and all out Germani are said to be

Three Confederate prisoners were captured byour pickets to-day. They pay they never heard ofthe death of Jeft. Davis; .that there is not much
sickness in the Confederate army; that they arevery strong, have plenty of bread and meat, and
confirm the report that the entire army has movedforward from Manassas to Fairfax Court Ileus?,
aDd that Gen. Johnston and Gen. Beauregard have
established their headquarters there. They do notdeny that itis the intention of the Confederates lo
obtain possession of Washington by crossing theI otomac abo7e this city at a day as early as prac-
ticable.

Kcconnolsanee niul Skinnisli.
brigadier-General Smith and Li utenant OrlandoM. Foe, of General MeClellan's Staff, with twocompanies oi the Second Vermont Volunteers, asection of the United States Light Battery, underthe command of Captain Griffin, made an import-

ant reconnoisance to day near Fall's Church. Onapproaching the iatter place thev were met witha heavy fusilade of musketery. The artillery wasbrought to bear on the Confederates, which had
the effect to silence their fire and scatter them,
ihe object of the reconnoisance being effected,the party returned.

Gen. Hatlcr's New Expedition.
General Butler arrived this morning, and hasbeen very busy all day engaged in interview with

the Secretary of War, General Scott and Secretary
Chase. He will make an early departure to enterupon a new expedition.

Affairs on (he Potomac.A rumor was circulated here to-aay, that the
Confederate steamer George Page had escaped

from Aauia creek, and captured a number of
barges, laden with provisions for the Potomac
fleet. By the arrival of the steamer State ofMaine, from Boston, this morning, the rumor is
ascertained to be entirely without foundation.Everything is quiet along the whole length of the
Potomac, and the Page is still blockaded in Aquia
creek by our flotilla. The State of Maine brought
four bu dred seamen, in charge of Lieut. Nichols,
from the receiving ship Ohio, to man some of thenav J batteries of the Potomac.
Departure of Thirteen Confederate Regi-

ment*.Yesterday a detachment from Gen. Smith's bri-
gade, which occupies the advance across the ChainBrigde, attacked a picket guard of the enemy,
killing two and wounding several others. From
tine of the wounded men taken prisoner, it was as-certained that since the affair at Hatteras Inlet,
thirteen regiments have lett the Confederate army
of the Potomac and gone home.

Sudden .Movements of tlie Enemy.
The movements of the Confederates on the Upper

Potomac within the last forty-eight hours have
elicited much speculation. Their pickets having
been withdrawn yesterday, it was ascertained that
the whole body recently inthat vicinity had moved
off. From the information obtained, it is presumed
that the movement was for the purpose of concen-
trating alt the available force in the neighborhood
of the Chain Bridge. They have suddenly retired
from all the points above.
Confederate Preparations Along (lie Lower

Mississippi
A correspondent of the London TAcjro, writ-

ing from Memphis, says :
" Allalong the line, Irom Richmond to this place,

a distance of 878 miles, camps are dotted down
about every ten miles. At Greenville, Tennessee,
the residence of Senator Johnson, now in Congress
of the United States, and where tho Union element
is still sleeping, are bivouacked 3,090 men. At
Knoxvilie, whero the celebrated Parson Brownlow
resides (Lincoln man) are 5,000 men; at Juka 3,000;
Corinth 5.000; Junction 4,000. On the railway,
between Nashville and Louisville, near the State
lines, are two encampments of 6,000 each; in and
about Memphis 5,000; Humboldt 1,000; Trenton
3,000; Union city 11,000; Randolph, on the Missis-
sippi river, G.000; Fort Pillow 1,500; Fort Harris
1,000. On the Tennessee line of the Memphis and
Louisville Railways are 3,000 Kentuckians, and
5,000 at Cumberland Gap, to intercept Johnson,
who is organizing force to rescue East Tgnnesse,
ho says, from military despotism.

"Thus you see that over 60,000 men are concen-
trated in Tennessee. This army is for tho def'-nce
of the Mississippi, and for the assistance of Ken-
tucky when she makes a move, and also for aiding
Missouri. *

"Memphis has a home guard of 2,000. It is pro-
tected on tiie levee by two water batteries, mount-
ing 12 cannon, calibre from 32 to 84-pounders, and
one oo the hillof 6 pieces, composed of mortars,howitzers, and an 84 pounder. Fort Harris, four
miles above, commands the river, and has six pieces
of weighty calibre. Randolph has two fortifications,
and a third under construction, mounting in all 24
pieces of cannon, weighty guus, among them three
of the celebrated Columbiads, 64 pounders, with
any quantity of field pieces, mortars, Ac. Here
they have thrown an immense chain across tho
river, attached to boats, which would hold in check
any gunboats descending until they could be de-
stroyed from the forts.

"Fort Pillow is six miles above Randolph, and
mounts G pieces?from 24 to 64-p< >unders. These
defences are verv formidable, being situated cn tho
blufl'i startling 50 feet above the river. Above this
point, at New Madrid, Mo., a fortification is under
construction to mount twelve pieces, and here are
also 1,000 men. Hopeviile, Arkansas, opposite
Memphis, lias a battery of six guns and some 800
men. Allthese fortifications are so constructed at

respective points as to place an enemy descend-
ing, within from 200 to 800 yards of the guns, and
they may rake the river up and down for miles."

A correspondent of the St. Louis Democrat,
writingfrom Macon, Mo., on the sth, says :

Testerday morning, the 4th inst., the Confeder-
ates made a display at Shelbina, twenty-three
tuiles east of this place, attacking the Kansas 2d
and one or two companies of the lowa 3d, in all
some GOO strong, commanded by Colonel Williams.
The Confederates numbered 3,500, commanded by
Martin E Green, with two pieces of artillery.?
Some twenty-five shots were tired at our men, who
were waiting for reinforcements from Hurlout.
After standing the tire for two hours, our troops
retreated on board the ears and came to this place,
with one man wounded in tho foot with a cannon
ball; ho was a Captain in the 2d Kansas. They
lust some horses, mules, wagons, knapsacks, blank-
ets, Ac. At this place they found Gen. Hurlbut,
with 500 or 600 men, who had telegraphed them
early in the engagement to hold their ground one
hour and a halt; that he would be to their relief
The General had his men all aboard the train at 8

o'clock, A. M , at Bruokfield, and mado the rapid
run of forty wiles in eight hours, reaching this
place at 4 P.M., when he stopped the train and
found some secession whiskey, imbibed freely, as
usual, and stayed till the hoys got in from Shel-
bina.

Two of the Confederates were" killed, and in
another skirmish the same day ten more of
the Confederates were killed, and thirty-two horses
captured at another place near Cuba.

Advices from Springfield to Friday are to the
effect that no battle had been fought between
Montgomery and Rains up to Tuesday last. ?

Ren. McCnlloch was reported to be at Fort
Smith, and his troops were en route for Fort Wal-
ker, in Arkansas. Nothing definite was known of
his future movements, but it was supposed that his
force would remain near the line, ready to act in
concert with the Missouri troops as occasion might
require.

General Price had gone to reinforce Gen. Rains.
Their united forces were about 7,000 when last
heard from. General Price was about fifteen miles
from Fort Scott, Kansas, and a battle was ex-
pected to take place on Tuesday of last week.

Claib. Jackson left Springfield on Sunday night
to join the State forces.

General F'remontVproclamation reached Spring-
field on Wednesday last, and created considerable
excitement.

Somebody Blunders.
The Federal forces at the chain bridge, consist-

ing of a Wisconsin and other regiments, obtained
secret information that detachments of Confede-
rate cavalry, to the number of over one hundred
men, had an appointment to meet at a point three
miles from chain bridge at one o'clock on Monday.
A plan was put on foot to capture them. Detach-
ments of F'ederal troops were sent out Irom several
points above and below the bridge. After proceed-
ing out a mile, these troops were, through a mis-
take, tired upon by the advanced pickets on their
own side, and tho whole plot was thus broken up.
A rocket was then sent up as a signal for all of the
Federals to return to camp.

From the Philadeljthia Press.
Tlie Confederate Army.

Our officers are strongly inclined to believe that
the Confederate army contemplates an attack upon
our troops and upon the city. That was the mo-
tive bv which they were brought forward to Mun-
son's Hill, and the other advanced posl3 which
they now hold. The report that they have retired
from Manassas Junction is not credited. There is
a stronger force there to-day, and between that
place and the river, than at any previous period.

Tlic Privateer Sumter at Surinam.

By tho bsrk Gazelle, Captain Rhoades, which

has arrived from Barbadoes in fourteen days' past
sage, we learn that news reached Barbadoes August
26 from Surinam, stating that the privateer Sum-
ter arrived at that place on the 20th of August in
want of coal, and that the Government refused to
supply her.

From the New Haven Journal. September 10.
Wo learn by advices to a mercantile house of this

city that the privateer steamer Sumter arrived at

I'ort Spain, Island of Trinidad (English), on the
30th of July, tor coals. Notwithstanding assuran-
ces previously given to our Government by the
British authorities that no Confederate war vessel
would be allowed to remain in the ports of British

? islands more than twenty-four hours, the Sumter
lay at I'ort Spain till the sth of August, and took
rn board one hundred tons of coals. While at

Trinidad the captain was too unwell to go onshore,
and sent his card to the Governor by his first offi-
cer, but that dignitary refused to receive it or re-
cognize the captain's authority, and the lieutenant
was obliged to return to the ship with the captain's
card in his pocket.

The Sumter went into Trinidad under the Con-
federate flag, which was saluted from the fort by
hoisting the Union Jack (English). The privateer
had on board a number of prisoners, being the
crew ol the Joseph Maxwell, all of whom were re-
leased in Trinidad Before they left the vessel,
however, the captain of the Sumter told the mate,
if he had found on his arrival there that any of tho
Savannah's crew had been shot, he should have
hung all the Maxwell's prisoners at the yard arm,
and a similar fate would await all prisoners subse-
quently taken by him.

The United States gunboat Keystone State ar-
rived at Barbadoes about the 15th of August, from
St. Thomas, in pursuit of the Sumter, and sailed
on tho 16th for Trinidad.

We understand that the State and N'avv Depart-
ments have been notified of the fact of the Sumter
being permitted to stay that length of time at
Trinidad, and probably the British government
willbe called upon for explanation.

I willnow give you a statement of the num-
ber of privateers fitting out and already gone from
Charleston :?Privateer Beauregard, Capt. Libby,
forty men, to sail September!.; steamer South
Carolina, alias Bull Run, Capt. Coxsetter, eighty
men; Lightship, from Rattlesnake to St. Helena,
ub a battery, forty men, tho crew mostly in prison,
as they refused to serTe after hearing of the loss
of the Petrel, as all the privateersmen from the
Confederate States belong to Charleston and are
natives of New York and Liverpool. I must return
them thanks for their kindness to me when under
escort to Richmond.

NEWS VIA WASHINGTON.
We take the following budget of news from the

Star of last evening :
THK SITUATION.

I)ailv and nightly recounoisances over the river
show that Beauregard's army, or at least the ad-
vanced portion of it, is constantly shifting most of
its positions.

Thus, on the night before last it was discovered
that its pickets near Falls Church had been drawn
in to very near the village boundaries; while those
upon the Georgetown and Leesburg turnpike had
also been considerably drawn in. Nevertheless,
the impression prevails in military circles here that
Beauregard is now massing most of his troops be-
tween Fairfax Court House and Leesburg. That
those moved a few days since from Manassas
Junction, were advanced to that vicinity as ex-
plained above.

It is further believed by the best informed here
that everything that Davis has been able to scrape
together in the way of fighting material, not
absolutely required elsewhere, has been hurried
on to Beauregard; and that the latter's army has
been thus recently greatly increased. His purpose
now, apparently, to tempt or to provoke Gen. Mc-
Clellan to leave his intrenchments; in which we
hardly think he will shortly be accommodated; as
he must advance against them or decline the battle
the secession authorities have been so long seeking,
as their newspapers allege.

The latter course on his part will be scarcely less
disastrous to his cause, under existing circumstan-
ces than a defeat.

None here doubt General McClellan's entire
readiness to receive the enemy whenever they may
imagine themselves strong enough to advance fur-
ther in this direction, whether above, in front of,
or below the F'ederal Metropolis.

OLD POINT.
Yesterday, the new gunboat Ceres was completed,

and taking on her armament, went down the river
with a force of marines, nnder a Lieutenant, to the
United States steam sloop-of-war Pocahontas, oft'
Indian Head, where they arrested Captain Dove,
of that vessel, and returned with hiin to the Yard
about 10 o'clock, P. M. He is confined with ex-
Paymaster Gallagher on board the steamer Phila-
delphia, under a guard of marines.

It is not thought among tbe officers at the yard,
that be is guilty of any greater misdemeanor than
that of making a few imprudent visits to friends
on the Virginia shore, which led to the arrest, in
order that an investigation might be had as to
whether he was indiree'ly giving the enemy infor-
mation or not. It is believed that be willresume
his duties on board the Pocahontas soon. The Ce-
res immediately returned down the river again
last nigh', and joined the flotilla. She is under the
command of Capt. Elliott, who claims the addi-
tional title of Reverend, and who is known by
many as tbe "Fighting Parson." We shall look

j for a good report of himself and his trim little
craft.

The steamer Mount Vernon, Captain Uannum,
arrived from Old Point yesterdav aft-rnoon. re-
porting all quiet with the Potomac flotilla and at
Fortress Monroe. The Mount Vernon bore de-
spatches from here to the commanding officer at
Old Point, bringing back despatches from M ijor-
General Wool and Commodore Stringham, who is
tarrying at llygeia Hotel.

The United States steamer Seminole and the Res-
cue cauie up with the Mount Vernon from the
blockading fleet, and joined the flotilla on the Po-
tomac.

The United States frigate Minnesota arrived at
Old Point from New York, whither she had taken
tbe Hatteras prisoners, Tuesday evening.

The bell of the steamer Gipsey has been taken off
and pui up in Fort Ellsworth, near Alexandria.

Several schooners with heavy cargoes of pine
piles have arrived at the yard, where they are to be
used in making the foundations for the new build-
ings about to be erected.

Several huge rifled cannon have been brought
out of the shops ar.d placed near the naval battery
in the yard during tbe last few days. Some of
them are to he placed on board the new gunboats
lor the flotilla, which is daily becoming more ef-
fective.

FKI WASHINGTON.
A Skirmish Across the f'otoinae. ISetween

Federal Rccoiiuolteriiig Party an<i Three.
Regiments of Confederate Troops?V Con-
federate ISnttery Silenced?Tlicir Cavalry
Dispersed.
WASHINGTON, Sept. 11. A large skirmishing

party of Federal troops starteil out at seven o'clockthis morning, frooi the vicinity (if the Chain
Bridge, under command of Col. Steven?, of the
New York Highlanders. It consisted of several
detached companies of infantry, a company of
cavalry, and Capt. G'iffin's battery.

As our skirmishers advanced, tlieencmv's pickets
retired beyond Lewinsviil?, about seven miies from
the Chain Bridge. Our troops having accomplish-
ed the object of their errand, connected with the
reconnoisances of the country, began to retrace
their steps, when a large force of Confederate?, con
sistir.g of two regiments of infantry and Col. Stew-
art's regiment of Virginia cavalry, with a battery
of four pieces, were seen approaching from the di-
rection of Fall's Church, evidently with a view of
cutting them off with their cavalry, and preventing
the re urn to their camp.

The line of battle was then formed by the re-
mainder of his forces. The Confederate battery
thin opened with shell which was replied toby Grif-
fin's battery. Several rounds were fired on each
side, when our troops ceased firiDg for about twen
ty minutes, in order to give the enemy an oppor-
tunity, which they did not embrace, of meeting
them in line of battle in the open field. The Con-
federates were, for the greater part, concealed in
the woods and could not bo drawn out.

Our forces on resuming operations brought into
action a 32-pounder, the shells from which soon
silenced the Confederate battery. The same gun
wasthen directed toward theenemv'scavalry, which
appeared on the road leading to Falls Church, and
sron sent them flying, a number of them reeling
from their saddles and falling to the ground as the
shells exploded in their midst.

The command was then given to withdraw, and
our column returned in good order to the Chain
Bridge, reaching there late in the afternoon, with-
out any attempt beiug made by the enemy to pur-
sue them.

Gen. Smith, commanding the division to which
these troops are attached, arrived on the ground
shortly after the engagement commenced, and at
once assumed command.

The names of the killed of the Federal troops are
as follows:

Sergeant Samuel Goodwin, Company I; Privates
Oliver Hubbell and William H. H. Wood, of Com-
pany 1).

Lieut. Hancock, of Company I, is supposed to
haveb-en killed, as he was seen to fall.

Three privates in Company 1) were wounded,
and thrte are supposed to have been taken prison-
ers.

They were all attached to the 9th Indiana re-
giment. Ainos Magerole and Wm. Coilutn, of
Company C, 3d Vermont regiment were killed,
aDd four of said company slightly wounded

These casualties were in part owing to the fear-
less daring of the men, who even violated the most
positive orders which were given to Eecure their
safety. The enemy were in much larger force, and
their loss is believed to he very heavy.

Tile False Alarm.
There was firing this afternoon from three to five

o'clock at Fort Ellsworth and the works at Arling-
ton Heights. Many of our citizens were, as usual,
apprehensive of a battle, aad the prominent points
were soon occupied and eye-glasses brought into
requisition.

Reports of a battle in these directions were
everywhere prevalent, but did not occasion much
alarm. The cause of the firing was merely the
emptying of the guns.

The brigade under command of Brigadier-Gene-
ral Keys was reviewed this afternoon by the Sani-
tary Commission. Their appearance was consider-
ed highly creditable.
Circular from Treasury Department in Re-

gard to Treasury Notes.
WASHINGTON, Sept. 11.? The Secretary ot the

Treasury has addressed a circular to the various
Assistant Treasurers to the following effect:

Under the acis of July 19'h, and August 5:.h
last, Treasury notes of the denomination of five,
ten and twenty dollars, have been and will con-
tinue to be issued, redeemable in coin on demand
at the offices of the Assistant Treasurer at. Boston,
New York, Philadelphia, St. Louis, and of the de-
pository of Cincinnati.

These notes are intended to furnish a current me
diuin of payment, exchange and remittance. Being
at all times convertible into coin, at the option of
the bolder, at the place where made payable, and
everywhere receivable for public dues, they must
be always equivalent to gold, and often, and for
many purposes, more convenient and valuable. A
sufficient amount of coin to redeem these notes
promptly on demand will be kept with the deposi-
tories, by whom they are respectively made pay-
able; and all depositors and collecting officers will
receive them, enter tlieui on their books, and pay
them to public creditors as money. Large amounts
of the notes of small denominations are rapidly
being issued and distributed.

The Metropolitan Police.
The Metropolitan or Government police system

went into operation to-day. One hundred and
eight -two-thirds of the entire force?are now on
duty. The oath of allegiance was previously ad
ministered.

An Off i* from s'orlh Carolina.
Charles Henty Foster, claiming; to be a Federal

Congressman elect from North Carolina, called on
the President to-day for the purpose of tendering
the Government a lull brigade of loyalists from
that State.

From the South.

LOUISVILLE, September 10.?The late movements
of the Federal army inKentucky create considera-
ble consternation in the South.

The Tennessee papers demand the prompt ac'ion
of the Confederate authorities, saying that Ken
tucky neutrality has been abandoned, and calling
for an earnest effort to sustain what they call the
true people of Kentucky.

On the 3d instant Major-General Polk irsued a
"General Order" for all officers and soldiers of his
Department on furlough to report without delay.

The Richmond papers of the sth contain what
purports to be a reliable estimate of Ihe Federal
forces in and around Washington. The total is
put down at one hundred and twelve thousand.

The Atlanta (Ga.) Confederacy , of Ihe stb, says
there is little doubt that the Confederate Govern-
ment is in late receipt ol despatches from the Com-
missioners iD Kurope. The tenor of these is repre-
sented to be that France and England, and Europe
generally, are greatly agitated on the American
question, snd that the recognition of the Confed-
eracy by the Powers of Europe willsoon be accom-
plished.

The Southern papers complain of the fact that
millions of dollars are sent North by the banks and
capitalists of the South for the purpose of buying
the bonds of the States in the Confederacy at a de-
preciated value, and ssy it is equivalent to giving
money to their enemies to prosecute the war.

A stampede of families took place about the 4th
from Fernandina, Fla., from apprehensions of the
people of a bombardment of the town by the Fede-
ral fleet, which now holds a strict blockade of that
point.

The Savannah Neira of the s'h adds to this state-
ment that the whole coast of Florida is blockaded
iu tb e articles of the capture of Hatteras.

The Memphis Appeal of the 7th makes a loud call
of complaint at the inefficiency of the Military
Hoard, and expresses the (ear that the military
leaders are too much engaged in prosecuting the
war in Virginia to accord a necessary degree of
attention to the sea coast and Mississippi Valley.

The Coast Guard companies are increasing along
the Georgia, South Carolina and Florida coast.?
The Crecent of the 7th condemns the Military
Board of Mississippi for inactivity in not adding to
her coast defences.

A despatch to the Xaslrville Gazettes ays Parson
Brownlow and his son have been arrested at Knox-
ville bv a Confederate officer.

A Nashville gentleman informs us that the
ostensible charge is for circulating tbe "Helper
Book."

A despatch from Richmond to the Knoxville Re-
gister states that the Quartermaster's Department
at Richmond has been very busy 'of late. Large
contracts have been made for camp and field
equipage to the amount of 18,000 sets.

Gen. Polk has issued the following proclama-
tion:

The Federal Government having, in defiance of
the wishes of the people of Kentucky, disregarded
their neutrality bv establishing camp depots for
their armies, and by organizing militarycompanies
within the territory, and by constructing military
works on the Missouri shore immediately opposite,
and commanding Columbus, evidently intended to
cover the landing of troops for the seizure of that
town, become a military necessity for the
defence of the territory of the Confederate States
that a Confederate force should occupy Columbus
in advance.

The Major-General Commanding has, therefore,
not felt himself at liberty to assume the loss of so
important a position, but haß decided to occupy it.
In pursuance of this decision, he has thrown a
sufficient force into the town and ordered them to
fortify it.

It is gratifying to know that the presence of his
troops is acceptable to the people of Columbus, and
on this occusion he assures them that every pre-
caution will be taken to insure their quiet and the
protection of their propel ty, with all their Deraonal
and corporate rights.

Front General Hanks' Column
PLEASANT IIILL, Sept. 10. ?On Saturday last Mr.

McDaniels, in the employ of the Government, ar-
rested Isaac Young and another person for implica-
tion with a disloyal meeting held at Rockville.
They are now in the hands of the Provost Marshal
of the division. The same person yesterday, as-
sisted by a guard, took into custody at their resi-
dence in Rockville, Messrs. W. V. Bauic and John
Brewer, on the same charge.

During the arrest of the latter, a large concourse
of their political fricDds assembled, and at one time
it was thought that a rescue would be attenpted;
but the determined attitude of McDaniels and his
assistants prevented it. Messrs. Bouic and Brewer
are now bold by the Provost Marshal as political
prisoners. The secessionists are said to be very
strong and defiant at Rockville.

Heavy firing was heard on Sunday in the direc-
tion of Conrad's Ferry. Our pickets discovered a
Confederate cavalry camp about two miles from the
river, and Captain Tompkins, of the Rhode Island
battery, threw about twenty shells in their vicin-
ity. The encampment disappeared.

Every preparation has been made to give tbe
Confederates a warm reception, should they make
the attempt to cross between the Great Falls and
the Point of Rocks, with a view of marching upon
Baltimore simultaneously with their threatened
attack upon Washington.

Fmm the Mexican Extraordinary.
MEXICO'S INEVITABLE END.

Wo hnve had, in tho last three years, a most
striking illustration of the profligacy of the admin-istrators of the revenues and the properties of thia
nation, in tho manner in which the vast treasured
riches of the Mexican church have been scattered
to the winds. This cnjossal wealth?estimated at
from $169,.175,000 to four times that amount?that
was confiscated but two years ago, may be said to
bo already gone, and no one in the present can, as
no one in the future will,b able to say where.
The pillage has been so rapid and complete that
even the best advised in the government cannot say
how much tho nation has been despoiled of. We

know it lias nearly all gone, and the government,
again left to its own resources, is so poor in expe-
dients and feeble in strength that it is forced to
adopt that most primitive mode of collecting reve-
nue by wresting resources from the wealthy who
live within its immediate reach. The government,
furthermore, has recently been compelled to sus-
pend payments to all classes of creditrrs, in order
to devote its entire resources and energies to
smothering a fraction of the disorders of the roun-
try; and should its most ambitious aims be attained,
the prospects of the nation must still remain, to a
great degree, blighted by flic elements of self-de-
struction which are contained in the government
itself. We would gladlv cling to a single ray of
hope, if wo could see it, for the future ot this coun-
try, but the lesson of the past is too instructive:the inability of Mexico to much longer survive in-
dependent by herself, is demonstrated as clear a3
any problem ever iia been.

A country that has been so munificent in days of
allluence, that has contributed so much to tho
support of other countries, now comparatively rich,
that at one time was the greatest object, of the
commercial adventurers and privateers of England
?and which has scattered through the world
upwards or three thousand millions of bard dollars?-
atid is still possessed of untold mineral and agricul-
tural wealth?cannot b ? allowed forever to pursue
a course to anarchy and ruin. That it has reached
the point ithas, unquestionably ha* he n attributable
to the rrlucltiiue of European foment to rink n colli-
ttinn with the colossus of the Xorth on the question oflite Monroe doctrine. The recent change in the
position of the Aorthcm colossi/*, os rcytirtls other
portions of America, will, no donbf

t give new life to
lonq slumber intj desires. Soaiu lias already taken
advautage of the American troubles to seize one of
her lost colonies, and if we reflect upon the manner
in which Dominica has been restored, and consider
the number of Spaniards in the clergy service in
Mexico, the reception given to Miramon, although
a branded felon, by the Emperor Napoleon, through
the management of General Almonte, it is not

difficult to see that the game of Dominica may be
vei v soon re enacted in Mexico it there be not great
vigilance.

The land, richer than any other in mineral
wealth, situated in the very centre of the com-
merce of the world; and forming the natural high-
wayfor the greater portion of the traffic between
the East anrl West, cannot remain long an invit-
ing prey. Spain, no "(I übt, ha? her eyes upon
this her onco tidiest colony. In times past France
made the attempt to get a permanent foothold
here, and was only prevented by the timely inter-
ference of England, and it can scaicely be ques-
tioned but she might now be easily induced to se-
cure the power, extension of trade and the com-
manding position that Mexico would give ber.
Were it not that England has already more colonies
than she wants, we might expect that country
would seize upon Mexico by right, on account of
the vast claims her subjects have upon it, and in
consequence of the many outrages her subjects
resident in the country have suffered No country
has suffered more at the hands of Mexico than Eng-
land, and this sulferance really has amounted to
neglect and injustice to her subjects.

While France, for the informal execution of two

of her subjects taken with arms in their hands,
and for the recovery of some tive hundred thousand
dollars due by Mexico to Frenchmen, seized San
Juan de Ulna, England, with a list of diplomatic
demands tor redress from Mexico for the murder
of twenty-three peaceable and industrious English-
men, and pecuniary demands ascending to upwards
of eight millions of dollars, has never so much as
struck a single blow at the pride of this country.
In her reluctance to humble Mexico she has sub-
mitted to abuses that in some cases have worked
wrongs even to Mexico herself, but these have been
insignificant wben compared to the injustice to her
owu people. The truth is, England wishes the inde-
pendence and prosperity of Mexico, and it would
seem that in her present hour of trouble and alflic-
tion, she is the only country on the globe tbat
Mexico can turn to for succor and support, and
the one from which she should receive these as real
charities.

The present year seeios pregnant with great
events for the American continent The arming of
half a million or more of people, hitherto only ac-
quainted with the arts of peace, can but result in
stupendous changes of which it is useless for us to
predict more than the critical position of Mexico.?
Her internal broils have made her a bankrupt, from

which position she cannot hope to escape by her-

self, whilst in her natural elements for making a
great, rich and powerful notion no country is her

equal, and whilst laving the tacts which we have

here collected together before our readers in hng-

land and other countries, we would at tha sama

time urge patriotic Mexicans to view dispassionate-
ly their own position and prepare to make profit

out of the American storm that must soon make
itself felt here.

SECESSION FLAO IN CANADA.?The Quebec Chroni-
cle says : The flag of the Confederate States of

America seems quite a favorite in this port.?
Yesterday afternoon it was seen floating from a
sail-boat off the mouth of the river St. Cbsrles.
The emblem of the new Confederacy waved from
the foremast of the craft, the meteor flag occupying
its proper place at the peak.
