Considerable anxiety i> felt for news from Wes-
tern Virginia, as a battle between Gens Itosecranz
and Lee ha> been expected for some time. On Sa-

Gauley River, near Souierville. On Sunday he
was to move on the enemy, Lee's force being about
20,000.

Price has gone to reinforce Rains, and their*joint
numbers were supposed to reach 7,000. Price was,
at the latest accounts, within fifteen miles of Fort
Kansas, and it was even expected that a battle
would take place on Tuesday of last week.

ARRESTS, SEIZURES. iSiC.
Arrest ot* a Suspected Secession Agent.

A Virginian named Milner has been arrested in
New York by officers of the United States Marshal,
upon suspicion of b ing an agent for the seceded
States. He is reported to have made several trips
between Richmond and New York, and has lately
sold to Davis A Co., it is said, a valuable invention
for making rifled cannon. Milner is report* dto be
a man of wealth, and, among other stories told of
him, is said to Ixfthe owner of a vessel now lying
in this port ready to sail for Now Brunswick under
the British flag, to clear thence for some West
India port, in expectation of slipping into some
one of the inlets on the North Carolina coast. The
vessel was to take out twenty or thirty mechanics,
who are engaged to manufacture the rifled cannon.

After Milner was taken to the Marshal's oliice he
admitted that he had attempted to negotiate with
the secession authorities tor the manufacture of
breech-loading rifles, but says that he was unsuc-
cessful.

Arrest on Change of Treasonable Correspon-
dence.

PHILADELPHIA. Sept. 12.?William H. Winder,
a brother of the Confederate General of that name,
has ba en taken into custody here, charged with
treasonable communications with the enemy. A
brother, resident at Washington, is the owner of
the Winder Building in Washington, in the occu-
pancy of the Pension Bureau. The party arrested
here has been the Philadelphia correspondent of
the New York Daily News. All his papers have
been taken and are now being investigated bjr the
authorities.

British Vcliooner Taken as a Prize.
The British schooner Aigburth, Gage, from Ma-

tHiizas, August 17th, with molasses, arrived at
New York yesterday. She was bound to St. John,
N. B. ;ind captured August 31st., off Florida, by
the United Statts sloop-ot-war Jamestown, in con-
sequence of her being on the coast and some in-
formalities in her papers. Her cargo consists of
57 bhds. 51 tierces and 12 bbls. molasses.

Seizure of Arms.
A man by the name of Cartright, a huckster be-

tween Charlestown, Indiana, and Louisville, Ken-
tucky, was caught in Cincinnati the other day with
S7OO worth of pistols and ammunition. When ar-
rested he said he was a Union man, and the pistols
were for a company at Charlestown. A policeman
of Cincinnati was sent to Charlestown, where he
ascertained that all the statements of Cartright
were liulse. The New Albany Ledger says it seems
this man has carried on an extensive trade in arms,
his good character up to this time having protected
him from examination on the ferrv-boat at Jeller-
sonville. He was to receive $1,400 for the lot of
pistols upon their delivery in Louisville.

Privateer Sumter Again.

It will be remembered that the last intelligence
we had of the privateer Sumter, left her at Trini-
dad, Port Spain, seeking a supply of coal, which
the Governor refused to let her have, but which
she obtained, nevertheless, from one of the mer-
chants of the place, with the approval of the Attor-
ney General. We learn now, via Bermuda, that
the Sumter proceeded to sea, and soon alter cap-
tured four American ships, fullv laden, which had
just quitted Trinidad and were bound to tho North-
ern States. The authority for this important state-
ment is Captain Newman, of the brigantine Ocean
Bird, arrived at Hamilton (Bermuda) on the 2d
instant, from St. Bartholomew, where the news was
brought on the XStfa uit., by a schooner from Trini-
dad.

Reported Wreck of the Sumter.
NEW YORK, September 12.?Captain Atkinson, of

the bark Venus, reports that the Venezuelan Consul
at Curacoa had received advices from Curacac, un-
der date of August 22d, that the privateer Sumter
had gone ashore on the Island of Trinidad, near
Port of Spain, about the 20th ult., and was totally
wrecked. This report, however, is doubtful.

The Privateer* and ! nsuraiu *- Risk*.
A letter from Batavia to Ellwood Walter, Secre-

tary of the Board of Underwriters of New York,
say?:

"BATAVIA,July 12. ?The ship Surprise has gone
on to Singapore to discharge her cargo, and will be
f llowed, upon the arrival of the mails, by the
Homer. The last named vessel has been unable to

find employment here, owing to her llag: the in-
surance oflices declining at the moment to accept
risks upon propertv shipped in American bottoms,
on account of the action of the seceding States in
regard to letters of marque."

SIGNS OF THE TIMES.
Why President Lincoln DtcHntci lo Furnish

Congii ss witSi ltccent Correspondence llt-

tmill the Administration aud foreign
Powers.

NEW YORK, Sept. !>, ISGI.
T" the Editor of The Day.Book :

It may not be known to the public why Mr. Lin-
coln declined to furnish Congress with copies of the
correspondence between the State Department and
the powers of Europe. According to information
from a very credible source, I am enabled to fur-
nish an explanation. You will remember that our
newly-appointed representatives to several ot the
foreign courts, Clay, Dayton, Burlingame, Sanfud,
and others, held a meeting in I'aris not long since,
at which Clay and Hurlingame made remarkable
speeches, in which tbev attempted to inflame the
French mind against England. Mr. Dayton also
spoke, but, failing to protest agaiost the" undiplo-
matic expressions of Burliogame and Clav, was un-
derstood to tacitly endorse them. Now, it may
not be generally known, but it is, nevertheless, a
fact, that shortly after, M. Thnuvenel addressed
letters to Messrs. Clay and Burlingame, pungenlly
and pointedly eprebending their impertinence in
endeavoring to foment a hostile feeling between
France and her "near and cherished ally," copies
of which letters were sent to our government at
Washington. The British Secretary of the Foreign
Office procured authentic copies of the speeches as
they appeared in Galignani's Jfeeeenger, and, en-
closing them in a letter to Mr. Seward, asked if the
government of the United States endorsed these
expressions of its accredited agents. When Mr.
Clay reached St. Petersburg, he was waited upon,
shortly alter his final reception by the Emperor, bv
the proper officer of State, who, in the course of
conversation, politely expressed the hope that Mr.
Clay would not embarrass the Russian Government
with any such speeches as that which he delivered
in Paris.

These facts serve to show why Mr. Lincoln de-
clined to make public the correspondence aEked for
by Congress. When, in the future, this corres-
pondence shall be published, it willbe seen that the
facts are as I have stated, except, perhaps, that I
have not made them as strong as tbey really are.

It is matter of astonishment among the more
shrewd of tbe war men that Mr. Seward should
have made public the late letter of the Russian
Emperor on our unfortunate affairs. It is a very
strong "peace" document, and a clear endorsement
of the position well maintained by the New York
Day-Book and AVCUIS. ONTARIO.

General Rosecrans, after taking a recoonoisance,
found Floyd's army, 5,000 strong, with sixteen
ti~ld piece?, to be entrenched in a powerful po?iti n
on the top of th: mountain at Oannifix Ferry, on the
west side of Gauley river. The rear and extreme
of both fl ink*were inaccessible. The front was
masked by heavy forests and close jungle,

i Col. Lytile's 10th Ohio regiment of Benham's
brigade was in advance ar.d drove a strong detach-
ment of the enemy out of their camp this side of
the position, the state of which was unknown.
Shortly afterwards his scouts, consisting of four
companies, suddenly discovered themselves in the
face of a parapet battery and a loDg line 0! pali-
sades for riflemen, when the battle opened fiercely.

The remainder of the 10;h and the 13th Ohio
reginv nts were then brought into action succes-
sively by Gen. Bonhaui, and the 12th Ohio regi-
ment afterward by Captain Hartshuff, whose obj ct
was an armed reconnoisance.

The enemy played upon our forces terrific Hiy
with musketry, canister and shell.

Co!. Lyttle ltd several companies of Irishmen to
charge th-* battery, when he was brought down by
a shot in the leg.

Col. Smith's 13th Ohio regiment engaged the
enemy on the left, and Col. Lewis' 12th Ohio regi-
ment directly in front. Col. Lewis fell dead at the
head of his regiment early in the hottest of the fire
by receiving a ball in the forehead.

.Capt. McMullin's howtzer battery, and Cant.
Snyders' two fit-Id pieces meantime were got into
the best position possible under the circumstances,
and soon silenced two of the Confederate guns.

The tire slackened at intervals, but grew more
furious as night approached.

The German brigade was led gallantly into ac-
tion by Col McCook, under the direction of Adju-
tant General Hartshutf; but after a forious fight of
three hours, darkness compelled the recall of the
troops r and the men laid on their arms, within a
short distance of the enemy, ready to resume the
contest next morning.

When the morning came, however, our scouts
reported that Floyd hid ingloriously fied during
the night, sinking the boats in the river in his
rear, and destroying the temporary bridge he had
made when he first crossed to occupy the position.
The turbulence and depth of the river and the ex-
haustion of 1 ur troops, made it impossible to follow
the fugitives. So hasty was his flight that he left
behind his camp equipage, wagons, horses, large
quantities of ammunition and fifty head of cattle.
Our loss is only fifteen killed and about seventy
wounded, generally flesh-wounds.

The euemy's loss is not ascertained, as they car-
ried their dead and wounded across the river during the night, but it was certainlv very serious.

Capt. McGuartv, of Cincinnati, Capt. McMullin,
and Lieut. Snyder, of Ohio, are among the wound-
ed, but not dangerously.

Twenty-five men of Col. Tylers' regiment, who
were taken prisoners by Gen. Floyd, at Cross
Lanes, were recaptured by our troops.

General Floyd's personal baggage, wi h that of
all his officers, was also taken.

General Bonharn's brigade, which suffered most,
was commanded by him in person, and Colonel
McCook also led bis brigade into action.

Official lieport of (>r2iera! Ilosccraiis.
WASHINGTON, Sept. 12.? The following despatch

was received at headquarters this evening:
HEADQUARTERS ARMY OF VIRGINIA, )

CAMP SCOTT, Sept. 12, P. M. j*
To Col. E. I). Townscnd:

We yesterday inarched 17% mile?, ar.d reached
the enemy's entrenched position in front of Oonni-
fix Ferry, driving his ad vane d outposts and pick-
ets before us. We lound him occupying a strongly
entrenched position, covered by forests too dense
to admit of iis being seen at a distance of three
hundred yards. His force was five regiment?, be-
sides the one driven in. He had probably sixteen
pieces of artillery.

At three o'clock we began a strong reconnoi-
sance, which proceeded to truch length that we
were about to assault the positi n on the flank and
front, when night, c lining on and our troops being
completely exhausted, 1 drew them out of the
woods and posted them in the order of battle b°-
hind ridges immediately in front of the enemy's
poaiiion, where they rested on their arms until the
mo>ning.

Shortly fitter daylight a runaway "contraband"
came in and reported that the enemy had crossed
the Gauiey river, during the night, by means of
the ferry and a bridge which they had completed.
Col. Evving ivas ordered to take possession of the
camp, which he did about 7 o'clock, cap'uring a
few prisoners, two stand of colors, a considerable
quantity of arms, with Quartermaster's stores,
messing and camp equipage.

The enemy Lave destroyed their bridge across
the Gauiey, which here rushes through a deep
gorge, and our troops being still much fatigued,
and having no material for immediately repairing
the bridge, it was thought prudent to encamp the
troops, and occupy the ferry and the cap ure.l
camp. We sent a few rifled cannon shots alter the
retreating enemy to produce a moral effect.

Our loss will probablv amount to twenty killed
and one hundred wounded. The enemy's 10-s is
not ascertained, but from the report of the prison-
ers, must have been very considerable.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 12. ?1n yesterday's despatch

there is an error in stating that the Confederates
opened in line of battle.

Colonel Stevens formed the Federal troops in
lino ol battle, but could not succeed in drawing
the enemy into open field from their coverts in the
woods.

General McClellnn's despatch to the Secretary of
War in regard to the affair of yesterday is remark-
ably brief. He merely says "that General Smith
made a reconnoisaoce with two thousand men to
Lewinsville; remained several hours, and complet-
ed the examination of the grounds. When their
work was completed, and the commands had start-
ed back, the enemy opened tire with shells, by
which iwo men were killed and three wounded.

Griffin's battery, he says, silenced that of the
enemy's, and our men came back in perfect ordt-r
and excellent spirits. The men behaved most ad-
mirably under tire. He concluded by remarking:
"We shall have no more Bull Run affairs."

Prom Across the Potomac.
WASHINGTON, Sept. 12.?The firing in the direc-

tion of the Chain Bridge this inomiiig was from ar-
tillery practice.

Two dead bodies were recovered from the Lew-
insville field to-day, by a detachment of the 19th
Indiana regiment.

No further tidings have been heard of Lieutenant
Hancock, who was reported killed, but his body not
having been found, the presumption is that he was
taken prisoner.

A man, supposed to be a spy, was arrested to-day
in the neighborhood of the Chain Bridge, and was
taken to the headquarters of General Smith, heav-
ily ironed.

Everything has been remarkably quiet in the
neighborhood of Bailey's and Ball's Cross Rosds.
The residence of Mr. Ball, to the right ot Bali's
Cross Roads, is alternately occupied by nar pickets
and those of the Confederates?ours during tiie
day and theirs at night.

Stamped Envelopes.
The Postmaster General has directed, as an ad-

ditional protection to the postal revenue, the exclu-
sive issue of the stamped envelope, comprising the
new improvemert ol the dissolving lines This
envelope cannot be manufactured by the ordinary
machinery, and is not therefore liable to imitation
bv the insurgents. It is found that but few if
any of the letters enclosed in the new envelope
have occasioned trouble to Postmasters in decipher-
ing illegible superscriptions on post-marks (the
proper position of both on the envelope being in
dicatfcd by the lines so as to prevent their mutual

' obliteration), thus obviating tbe most frequent cause
of miss-carriage. These and other considerations
have induced the Postmaster General to assume

! the expense of this important invention, and to sup-
ply the new envelope on the same terms as the old.
The department will not probably issue proposals
for a new contract for some time.

federate force, who left behind them much of their
baggage, provisions and forage, as also the public
property seized by General Green at Shelbourne.

ALEXANDRIA, September 11.
1 know bow very difficult it must be for you to

obtain possession of facts in regard to military ope-
rations in this quarter; for the utmost pains are
taken by the military authorities here to prevent
anything from being made public which might have
a tendency to discourage enlistments or to cast a
shadow over the sanguine and?may I also add?-
sanguinary hopes of the North. In anything I may
have occasion to write to you from this place, I
shall relate nothing but what is personally known
to myself, or reaches me from sources which 1 be-

lieve to be perfectly reliable.
A strong detachment of Confederate troops which

had been advanced near to this city lias been sent
back to-Manassas in consequence of the restiveness
they displayed whilst they we re within sight of the
town. Daily had they heard, at 6 and 12 o'clock,
the Catholic church hell, and as soiae among them
were Alexandrians, you may imagine the home-

feelings that this simple circumstance excited.?
About 9 o'clock on Friday night?which was dark
and stormy?the town was quite illuminated by tho
burning of a large stable. Whether it was designedly
fired or not, is not known. There was no cry of
lire, no bells, no engines. These latter had already

been destroyed or disabled by tho soldiers.
Three miles from tho Theological Seminary
the Confederate troops, believing that the

torch had been applied to the towD, were
thrown iuto a state of wild excitement, and were
eager to rush to the rescue. General Beauregard
with difliculty restrained them. He addressed
them in simple and touching language, reminding
them thai their frieuus had trouble enough already, <
"why should tbev endanger the lives of a whole
regiment, aDd perhaps injure the cause that was

so dear to them, by precipitation?" Perceiving

the reasonableness of his appeal, quiet was gradu-
ally restored, and soon after, by his command, they
retired lu good order to Mauassas.

A Federal officer said the other day that there

had been a constant succession of severe skirmish-
ing for several days past, and that General MeClel-
lan bad lost about one thousand men, and

twelve pieces of cannon, during the past week; but

July 19.

From the oliicial report of General G. T. Beaure-
gard, of the battle of the 19th July, which his con-
stantly engrossing fiuties, as commander of an
army corps composed whollyof volunteers has de-
layed tillthe present time, we make the following

extracts:
As a part of the history of this engagement, 1

desire to place on record, that on the 18th of July
not one yard of entrenchment nor one rifle pit shel-
tered the men at Blackburn's Ford, who?officers
and men, with rare exceptions?were m that day,
for the first time, under fire, and who, taking and
maintaining every position ordered, cannot be too
much commended for their soldierly behavior.

Our artillery wore manned and oflicered by those
who but yesterduv were called from the civil avo-
cations of a busy city. Tbev were matched with the
picked artillerv of the Federal regular army?
Company E, 3.1 artillery, under Cspt. Ayres?-
and drove their veteran adversaries from the field,
giving confidence in, and promise of the coming
etlicieucy of that brilliant arm of our service.

It is proper here to state, that while from the
outset it had been determined, on the approach of
the enemy in force, to fall back and fight him on
the line of Bull Run, yet the position occupied

bv Gen. Eweli's Brigade, if necessary, could have
b<*on maintained against a largely supeiior fores,
and the post was only abandoned under general,
but specific imperative orders, in conformity with
a long-conceived-, established plan of action and
battle.

Our casualties in all were fifteen killed and fifty-
three wounded, several of whom have since died.
The loss of the enemv can only be it
was unquestionably heavy. In the cursory exami-
nation which was made by details from Long-
street's and Early's brigades, on the 18th July, of
that part of the field immediately contested and
near Blackburn's Ford, some sixty-four corpses
were found and buried, and at least twentv prison-
ers were also picked up, besides one hundred and
seventy-five stand of arms, a large quantity ot ac-
coutrements and blankets, and quite one hundred
and fifty bats.

The effect of this day's conflict was to satisfy the
enemy he could not force a passage across Bull
Run'in the face of our troops, and led him into the
flank movement of the 21st of July and the battio
of Manassas, the details of which willbe related in
another paper.

THE LONDON TIMES ON THE WAR.
THE SOOTH NOT TO HE CONQUERED.

Were England at this moment to announce to
the world its intention to make the speediest
possible conquest of France, or were France
to mako the same declaration as to Eng-land, the world would laugh at the egregious folly
that had inspired the design and prompted the
boast. The world would grant that, supposing
either people to be infatuated enough and obstinate
enough, it could inflict enormous and irreparabletnju'ies on the other, but only at the cost of equal
injuries to itself. The ball "once started, Fortunemight befriend this side or that; it might give toeither great victories or periods of advantage; itmight, even place one eventually 07er the head ol
the other, but still only at a cost utterly out ot
proportion to the value of the miserable result.

Now, that is the case of the two ConL rieracie-across the Atlantic, where the surviving hall ot an

effete Federal Union ha 3 undertaken to reduce the
other half to its Federal duties. We say that
this is the esse, but before we proceed a step fur-
ther, it is necessary to observe tiiat the case of ihe
Northern Americans is in some important respectsmore riifiicuit than ours would be. They are not
so united as we have alwnvs found ourselves in
war. Their border States teel a divided allegiance.
They have to protect more than a thousand mile,
of land frontier, including one closely beleaugered
position surrounded by foes or ill-affected adhe-
rents. Speaking the same language as their foe,
they have no means of excluding spies from theirlines, or even traito.-s from their ranks. They
have to make a standing aruiv and a fleet. They
have to learn the first elements of tactics; and
even military discipline. They are without sol-
diers, or officers to command or train them.?
Their revenue, at its best, before the war, was
only just sufficient to meet the interest of the debt
likely to be incurred by two years of the war on
its present scale.

lhat revenue, however, is, to begin with, maimed
by the loss of the seceders and by tho stoppage of
traliic, so that it is questionable'whether it wiil be
possible to do more than repair that IOSR by the
new taxes now impost d. American credit is not so
good as liritish, nor is the credit of a Federal
Union in process of dissolution likely to be equal tothat ola united people. Lastly, war, whichchanges its character according to circumstances,
establishes special rules of probability for different
localities. The one rule established by all Ameri-
can warfare is that the advantage is oil the side < f
the defence. Our offensive operations always
failed against fortified positions, against breast-
works thrown up in a night, against forests full of
invisible foes; against heat, hunger and thirst;
against the ever imminent flank attack; against
the certainty that every step diminished the num-ber, the strength and the munitions of our own
men, and increased those of the enemy.

The present war might, for its incident?, be a
chapter in our own disastrous wars on that soil.
The Northerners have advanced upon a fortifiedposition, but a day's march from Washington.
rhey hare arrived at the point with a force nlrea !g
melting no ay, far short of the lint on 'paper, beaten
with heat, hanger, thirst and a long march, ami sur-

prised on both flanlcs bit Ihe sudden outpouring ofrailways. While this has occurred in Virginia,
almost within sight of Washington, a column of
8,000 Federalists, advancing against a foe thrice
their number, has met with the, same fate, no doubt

for much the same reasons, at .Springfield, four or
five hundred miles to the West?as if in order to
warn the Northern States that what has happened
is no accident, no result of peculiar circumstances or
personal failure, but by inevitable rule.

There is only one enterprise which can he row pared
to this, and that is the First Napoleon* H yi'/antic, but
infatuated, attempt upon Russia. That was a case of
a great political alliance, as grand as a Federal
Union, comprising the best, the wealthiest, and the
most populous part, and the best soldiers on the
Continent of Europe, advancing into a territory,
the sparse and poor population of which scarcely
surpassed that of the invading host. Winter might
be the immediate cause, but it was also the apology
of the tremendous rout that ensued. If any one
willattempt to compare the means of the Federalists
with those of Napoleon, he willfind them far inferiorin every respect-, while there is no doubt that the South-
ern States arcfar more able to defend evert/ point,
every position, every line intheir territory, than the
Russians were in theirs They have mountainous
ranges instead of steppes; they have a population
accustomed to carry arms, and only too glad to ue
them; they have railways, and abundance offoodand other necessaries of irar. They are evidently su-
perior in generalship, and in the social organization
best adapted for war.

The result is, that thus far thov have shown they
CKTI dispute every inch, and keep the invader
always under the apprehension of being either out-
Hanked or driven back upon his own Capital.?
Against all this it can only be said that the North-
ern States have the preponderance in white men,
in money, and in credit. These would indeed be
important considerations if the Southern States
were invading the Northern, and seriously pre-
paring to drive every armed Northerner into the
St. Lawrence. They would be important if this
were the ordinary case of two countries at war with
one another. JJut it is not. The Northerners arc
engaged in the reduction of the Southerners. They
are acting on the offensive against a foe which, on
its own land, is content to act on the defensive, ex-
cepting only that, should the opportunity occur, it
would a lvance its line of defence to include the
Capital. Experience shows that under ordinary
circumstances a comparatively small population,
with little money and means of war. is sullicient
for a very good defence.

We are in a condition to offer advice. We can
advise the Northern States of America, as we can
advise the legitimate Princes and the despotic
Courts of Europe. Eet the statesmen at Washing-
tun only do what England has done before a hun-
dred times, and what all Europe has done, is doing
and will still do. It is not "Old World" advice.
It is not of the leaven that Washington and Frank-
lintelt it their mission to extirpate. It is the very
latest and newest lesson of human affairs; much
newer than steam, the electric telegraph and ritied
cannon. Do the Northern States reallv belong to
the New World, or are they only a hit of the Did
World, with all its pride, its bigotrv, and its
tyranny, stranded on the Western shore of the At-
lantic?

The advice we give them is what thev havetaught us before, and we only say to them, asmany a sor, may say to his father, "Practice what
you teach." Let the Northern Slates "accept the
situation," at ice dul eiyhty year* ayo upon their
oun soil; as Austria did two years ago at Villa-
tranca and Zurich. Let them count the coat be'ore
they march forth to drive half a million armed
men a thousand miles across their own country into
the Gulf of Mexico. Let them consider whether
they can do what Najioleon could not do in the pleni-
tude of hi* power, with many times their number,
their stores, their credit, and, above all, their mili-
tary skill and experience, his school of Generals,
and his supply of veterans.

What they propose to do and be is not onlv to be
as good as the Southerners, or a little the better,
but overwhelmingly superior. Are they? I 3 not
this an overweening opinion of themselves? Can
thev drive the Southerners like a flock of sheep,
smoke them out of their own nests like wasps, ferret
them like rabbits, and bag them like game ? Let
them just look forward a little, and consider the
probable state of things next year, and the year
after, and twenty years hence. Even we. who
sang snch songs of triumph in 1814 and 1815, felt
that we and all Europe would have done much
better to think what we were about in 1753 If a
clear foresight shows, and must show, that there
must he two federations, and that on no other footinawillpence ever he made, it will be much better that
it should come to pass after one year's war than
after ten or twenty.

It is not as if the Union or two Unions were the
only alternative. As the war proceeds, no man
can tell what new Powers and combinations may
arise, and particularly how far the Western States
will endure the taxes and financial obligations ne
cessary for the"war. The advice we offer is onlv
what the Americans have given to all the world.
It is a hank of their own cotton?a pipe of their
own tobacco. Let them consider what they can
do, and what neither they nor all the world can
do. At present they are only giving a triumph to
many a foe, for there is not a circle of old absolutist
statesmen and diplomatswho do not read the storv
of their difficulties and reverses with a bitter smile.
They will hear with at least respect, perhaps with
disappointment, that the North and South have
agreed to part friends.

DESPERATION OP THE BKPPBUCANS.

It hasAeeo said that a strong Government means
nothing else than a weak people. Ifthis maxim be
true, the democratic institutions of the United
States are now being subjected to a severe strain.
War has called forth a degree of public spirit and
of attachment to the Union highlycreditable to Ke
publican loyalty, but it has made serious inroads
on the integrity of the Republican form of Gov-
ernment. Ever since the boundaries of the Consti-
tution were traced by its early founders, the weak-
ness of the Executive has been guarded as the pal-
ladium of American liberty. Except a vast patro-
nage, few of the prerogatives by which monarchs
make their personal influence felt were vested in

the chief magistrate. He was, indeed, to be the
most powerful of citizeDS, but his strength, like that

of a captive giant, was to be exerted under the

direction of the sovereign people.
Short as was his tenure of office, and stringent as

were the securities exacted for his good behavior,
his every act was watched with a more than Vene

tian jealousy. European observers, struck with
the helplessness and insignificance of the President
in time of peace, were tempted to predict that he
would become a mere cipher in time of sedition or
war, and the vacillation of Mr. Buchanan when the
secession crisis occurred went far to confirm that
impression. The last four months have revealed to

us, and perhaps to the Americans themselves, the
fallacy of such anticipations. The stabilitv of the
Federal Constitution has been severely tried, and
it has not come unscathed out of the trial; but the
damage sustained has not been on the side of au-
thority, but on that of liberty. The Northerners
would not borrow our experience, but they have
already bought their own, and less than half a year
of civil war has wrung from them concessions of
principle that would have satisfied Lord North and

'George 111. They taken up arms for a politi-
cal idea,but wbo that has watched the pace at which
organic changes have been hurried through Con-
gress in a month's session would undertake to say
that this idea with will long retain its indentity, or
that the Government which makes peace will bo
essentially the same as that which declared war?

It is a proof of President Lincoln's knowledge of
American character that he foresaw and "discount-
ed," so to speak, this reaction at the earliest mo-
ment. The suspension of the habeas corpus act,
which has so often jeopardized the existence of the

English Cabinets, has been ratified without any

formidable opposition. The seizure of all the pri-

vate telegrams at the Northern stations has been

hailed as an unexceptionable piece of ' smartness.

One act after another has been passed .almost by
acclamation, to strengthen the hands of thel Cen-

trai Government. A mere perusal of their titles,

-emird,ngufl of ourovrn statute book in troublousgiv-s us *nuie insight into the legislation ofh session. We have "An Act Huth(ir.
| a National Loan; "An Act for theicroprary Increase of th* Navy;" "An Actto increase the Present Establishment of the UnitedStates;" "An Act to provide for tho Suppression
of Kebt Hi n and Resistance to the Laws of theI ntted States;" "An Act to define and punish cer-
t tin cousiiiracies;" a fupph-in* ntarv "Act to pro-
t ct the Commerce of the United States and Punish
th ; Crime of Piracy;" "An Act for the Retter Or-
gamzition of MiH;>iry Establishments;" "An Act
to puoi.ih certain Crimes against the United States;"
"An Act to confisrate Property used for Insurrec-
tionary- Purposes;" another L -an Act; another Actfor increasing the Army, and two Acta for raising

Talk of Lord Sidmoufh's Six Acts! Why, thevigorous measures" of a limited monarchy are
miia Palliatives compared with the desperate self-coercion of a Republic in extremities, and the
Moerty of the subject is a far more awkward thingto handle than the liberty of the citizen. We have

> -fore us a copy of one of these Acts?that for the
better organization of military establishments?-and, though it does not actuallv confer upon the
I resident, ns has be-n supposed, the right of dis-
missing officers at pleasure. clothes him <nth anauthority which Washington at the height of hispopularity never enjog,;!, and secures a'u elleclive
unity of military administration for whioh Marl-borough sighed inrain.

The extraordinary confidence reposed in GeneralMcClellan, and the summary powers of militarvdiscipline. extending even to the appointment of "a
Provost-Marshal in Washington, with which he has
been armed, testify to a new sense of the valueof
subordination. Hut a stiil more striking, and even
comical illustration ol the same prevailing senti-
ment, is to bs; found in tile language held by one of
our New York contemporaries. This journal, with
a "morbid craving for dishonor," never paralleled
by the Erencb press in its most servile days, in-
vokes the suppression, by authority, of discour-
aging intelligence from ttie seat of war. It speaks
in a vein or sublime pel ifence of the "unbridled
licence of our Northern Press, free from the whole-
some cen-'orship which keeps that at the South in
due subordination to authority." We trust this
confession will not fall into the hands of Count
I ersigny, or he will strengthen bis apology for a
licensing system with a more modern authority
than the acts of our Hanoverian Kings.

How long wil this fit <-f self restraint last??Will the Unionists of the North submit awhile, atthe outset ot the war, to Mr. Lincoln, as the Athe-
nians submitted to Pericles, only to relapse intotheir old impatience of all individual ascendency.
Or shall we suppose that a deep and permanent
change has come over the spirit of American De-mocracy, as observed by De Tocqueville, and thatthe terrible advance of universal equality, "in thomidst of the ruins which it has made," has at
length met with a check ? Are we to recognize in
the present crisis one of those grand climacterics
in the history ol nations during which the current
ot lite sometimes seems to shift its channel and toflow no \u25a0 equally for the future?

Or, again, discarding all metaphors and argu-
ments from analogy, shall we vield to the suspicion
that the time predicted by Lord Macatilav, when
the "Jeffersonian policy" should break down un-
der th.- pressure ol distress and discontent, has al-
ready overtak n America and marred the great
experiment which she was conducting before the
world? For our own part, we are not disposed toadopt too has'ily any of these hypotheses. The
course of events in America lias hitherto discon-
certed, nt vague conjecture °nly, but sober calcu-
lation. No one thought that the North was in
earnest about going to wa r

, but tbev soon pledged
themselves too deeply to retract, and the servile in-
surrection, which w.l s to break out upon the tirst
invasion of Southern soil, has never vet taken
place. Ihe party dimensions of th North seemed
incurable, and probably no man in America be-
lieved that Democrats and Republicans would rally
round Mr. Lincoln to revenge the insults to na-
tional property.

As for vast armaments and regular warlike esti-
mates, it was against all probability that a practi-
cal arid commercial nation would ever endure them.
Every one of these suppositions, and even the reas-
onable presumption that a reverse would wound
the American vanity to the quick, and raise a clamor
for vengeance throughout me North, have proved
to be unfounded. Warned by this lesson we are
not rash enough to frame any hypothesis concern-
ing the erratic orbit of a Transatlantic revolution.The last returns ol the imports at New York show
a deplorable state of commerce, but we cannot pre-
tend to say that this will have any effect in staying
the progress of the war.

\N e hear of waste and peculation in the military
establishments so great that each soldier costs the
United States twive as much a* our own, and each
volunteer a /rent deal more: of a. toUi expenditure
ol 51,000,000 per diem; of frequent desertions, and
of much ill-feeliog between the two branches of the
army. Rut the advocates of peace can scarcely
get a hearing, and, judging of the future bv the
present, it willnot surprise us it we live to hear
our cousins boasting that their Rudgets are the
most exorbitant and their National Debt the biggest
and the most rapid of growth in creation.

PROSPECTIVE BANKRUPTCY OF THE NORTH.

We are fairly entitled t siy that on no one point
has t lie model Government of our "advanced"
politicians been found to support, the pretensions
which were ascribed to it. The Americans rushed
into the war as recklessly as any nation could have
done. The Peace Party among them never obtained
anything like such a hearing as was accorded to
our peacemakers at home. Ever oiler of arbitra-
tion was n-jnered with the tiercest contempt. They
are conducting their war with such incredible pro-
digality that observers us-d to tho extravagance of
camps and campaigning are astounded at the spec-
tacle, and, to complete the picture, they are pro-
viding for this enormous outlay in the most
improvident and costly fashion. Reing unwilling
to tax themselves, they resort to borrowing, and
are raiding loans at a rate which will soon make
their National Debt one of the heaviest in tho
world.

We can only hope, indeed, that a policy noreel
lcsxly adopted may hoonbring with it, an ml unavoid-
able consequence, the termination of the atrife . If
financial embarrassment sluuld furnish tlie surest
road to p- ncf, the sooner they arc experienced the
better. We can assure the Americans that war is
not likely to become cheaper, nor borrowing easier,
as months pas 3 on. The course of such things is
very different. Each campaign opens new fields,
absorbs new armies and creates new charges. The
great ball of debt, when once net rolling, will gather
mid grow ti:i its dim< DsioDs outstrip all speculation.
In our belief the forcible subjugation of the South
would prove a hopeless task < von if all the States
of the North poured their wealth unsparingly into
the Federal Exchequer, but if they attempt to de-
fray its accumulating charges with money bor-
rowed at 7 per cent , they willfind themselves en-
gaged in an expendituie which no country in the
world could support.

NEWS VIA WASHINGTON.

NAVIGATIONOF THE POTOMAC.

Quite a number of coasting schooners are now at
our wharves, and many more have cleared in the
last week or two. Toe captains of all these vessels
say that the most alarming rumors of the dangers
of navigation on the Potomac are prevalent in
Philadelphia and other ports north of this, deter-
ring many from venturing here with freights. To
show how groundless these reports are, we need
only state that of 10 or 50 vessels, only one reports
having been fired at. The crews of those now here
saw no batteries and heard no grin?; and
Stokes, of the schooner Fanny, which arrived last
night, reports that his v ssel laid ail the night be-fore under the dreaded Matthias Point, with no
cither vessel in sight, and he was not molested.

This morning, the Puacy towed down the river
the schooner Remittance, of Baltimore, captured
by the Yankee near Port Tobacco not long since,

li appeared upon examination that her cargo, con-
sisting of tobacco, Ac., was consigned to parties in
Baltimore, and there being no proof of being
engaged in illegitimate trafiic, she was released,
and allowed to proceed to her destination.

Last Tuesday night, the steamer State of Maine,
Capt. Simmons, which brought around the seamen
from Boston, run over the gunboat Tigress, oft
Craney Island, sinking her immediately. The crew
were picked up by the boats of the steamer, and
placed on boaid the Yankee. Four contrabands,
who were on board the Tigress, were sent up to
the yard by the Pusey, yesterday.

Ruite a number of persona (locked to th° yard
yesterday afternoon, and mounted every available
elevation, where they gazed long and anxiously at

the supposed light.
Capt. Dove, of the Pocahontas, is still confined

at the yard. His visits were to f-ier.ris on the
Maryland shore, and not the Virginia side, as was
ptated, and were simply of social intercourse.
Much confidence is felt in his integrity as an officer,
and few if anv believe him guilty of communicating
with the Confederates.

SKIZOUE OF UNION- MEN.
SANDY HOOK, Md., Sept. 10.?A refugee now

here from Martinsburg, Va , reports that on Fri-
day night last a great number of Ui.i >n cifizens of
that place were dragged from their bed?, at mid-
night, and carried off to Richmond, to be kept until
the war is over. Lut few opponents of secession
escaped seizure.
