BALTIMORE MARKET,
(AND INCIDENTS CONNECTED THEREWITH,)

For the H'eek ending last evening.

REMARKS.?The telegraph announced on Thurs-
day morning the arrival at Boston of the British
steamer liibcrnia, which left Liverpool 19th ult.
Every tiling in the market, likely to be influenced
by the accounts was held with a tremulous hand; and
so it remains, and so willcontinue, untilthe steamer's
mail arrives this morning. The accounts speak of
the prospect of agood harvest in England and France,
but Breadstuffs inEngland had further advanced, and
great efforts were making, by contracted consump-
tion, to stay a further rise. An article of the 19th

The three great cities lo the East-
ward of Baltimore are rich, and growing richer; they
have their peculiarities, but among all their amuse-
ments, (and some of them are rather queer ones,).,
their processions, &c., there is not a lottery office in
either of them; and money earned there is again in-
vested in away that, while it is productive, also

shows off the character of the city advantageously,
either commercially or artistically.

Large Domestic Deports. ?ln another place in this
paper willbe found some of the leading; items, and
the amount, of Domestic Exports for the quarter, and

the amount also for the year, ending; Dec. 31, 1346.

The amount for the first quarter of this year, ending

March 31, is not yet made out in form, but it will he

much larger than the preceding, as it foots up

sent quarter was $ 1,109,778, and for May$ 1,436,007;
and should that of the present month (June) reach

only jgl ,000,000, the second quarter of Domestic Ex-

ports willshow over three million of dollars , a larger

amount than we have ever before heard of from the

port of Baltimore.

NECESSITY FOR MORE STEAM TOW BOATS.

There are plenty of steam boats departing from

and arriving at this port for the transportation of

passengers, but not enough to engage in the towing

business between this port and Havre-dc-Gracc; and
this is the more unfortunate, particularly at this pe-

riod, when every one's "shoulder should be put to

the wheel" to get up business for our city. Eflbrts

are making, wc understand, to get stock taken for an

increased number of Boats, and it would have been

better, had steps been taken earlier, and got them

into operation, before tlic occurence of such a circum-

stance, to which our attention lias been called, as the

following from the Patriot of Tuesday:
We learn that there were no loss than thirty-seven

canal boats left at Havre-de-Grace yesterday. Thir-
teen of them were destined for this city, with full
cargoes of grain, Hour, whiskey, and other produce.
Only six of the thirteen were brought to Baltimore,
being all the Wolcott could tow. Three or four of
the remaining seven, in consequence of not being able
to procure a tow, changed their destination, and went

to Philadelphia, although they had the preference of
consignment to houses here. No stronger evidence
than this need be produced to show the importance
of having a regular line of steam tow-boats between
Baltimore and 1 lavre-dc-Grace. This is but an iso-
lated instance of actual loss in trade, which our city-
sustains, in consequence of the want of a sufficient
supply of tow-boats. It is not improbable that two-

thirds of the thirty-seven boats above mentioned
would have been found at our wharves, with their
ri . stores, had proper facilities been afforded them
for coming here; but on the other had, for the want

of this, more than one-half of the few consigned to

us, have gone elsewhere.
Let these facts stimulate our merchants and busi-

ness men to extend promptly and, as soon as possible,
their aid and encouragement to the speedy establish-
ment of the steam towing company, now organized

and in progress. We are pleased to learn that the
committee have already secured subscriptions to the
stock of near $20,030. This is about one-half the
required sum. Let no time be lost in securing the
residue.

Inobedience to the requirements of the charter, the :

They have great pleasure in stating that since the
period of the last annual meeting uo injury ol more
than usual character has been done to the canal. The
extraordinary damage of the Spring tlood of IS4l> has
been fully repaired, except at a few points, where j
the labor yet to be done will be gradually worked in
with the current repairs of the year, and where the
experience of that disaster pointed out. the work has
been strengthened and protected, with a view to

guard, in future, as far as practicable, against a like
calamity. The whole line is now in better working
condition than it has ever before been, and capable of
passing, without delay, the trade as it presents itself.

The subjoined accounts willshow the fiscal condi-
tion of the company ending with the lust day of De-
cember, IS4G. From the first of these, the Stock-
holders willsee the cost of the work and the general
indebtedness of the company, and the second shews
the receipts and expenditures of the year. To these
statements the Hoard willonly add thai much of their
attention during the past year has been directed,

IMPORTATION OF MOLASSES.
Circular to Collectors and other OJficcrs qf the Cus-

toms.
TREASURY DEPARTMENT, May 27, 1547.

Representations having been made to the Depart-
ment giving reason for the belief that a want ol uni-
formity exists at the respective ports in the mode of
estimating the loss or deficency 111 the article of mo-
lasses, occasioned by fermentation, stress of weather,
or accident during the voyage of importation, it is
deemed proper under the circumstances, and in view
ofthe peculiar liabilityofmolasses to loss or deficiency
from the causes before mentioned, to establish au
equitable ami uniform rule for the government of
the ollicers of the customs in making such allowan-
ces.

To ascertain the loss or deficiency in these cases
the collectors will have the casks containing the mo-
lasses properly gauged to determine their capacities,

and also ascertain what is technically termed the ouls
or ullage in American gallons, together with the
capacities of the empty casks (the entire contents
being lost) if such be the fact. The outs or ullage
with the capacities of the empty casks willconstitute
the aggregate amount of loss or deficiency to be al-
lowed on the importation in question.

It is deemed nroper to r. mark that this nile ap-
plies only to deficiencies arising from the causes stat-
ed, and not to cases where the article is alleged to

have sustained damage in character or quality during
the voyage of importation-' In all cases o! the hitter
description the actual damage is to be ascertained a9

i in other cases, by appraisvnwnt in of law
aud existing regulations.
