itself withseveral articles of trade and consumption

To illustrate this, take the following items frorr
the report of the Commissioner of Patents for 1845
showing some of the staple productions ol those Statin
which border on the .Mississippi and its tributaries
There were, in I*ls no less than 39 millions o
bushels of wheat raised in that section ol the I nioii:
nearly 66 millions of bushels of oats; 234 million:
bushels of coru; of tobacco, there were 139 millions
pounds: of cotton, nearly 599 millions; and ot sugar,
185 millions of pounds; and all this the product ol

about 6,000,090 of inhabitants only; and what may
WC not expect when these *i\ millions shall have in-
creased to two hundred millions, and are furnished
with all the improvement* of advancing science?

The value of the product* received at New Orleans
from the interior, inthe course of the single year o

1845, is set down at overfifty' seven millions of dol-
lars, and this too, during'a year peculiarly unfavor-
able, by reason of the low stage of the rivers. Tin
number of steamboat arrival> at New Orleans duritq
that same year, was 2539, and their united tonnagi
was estimated to have been 632,590 tons?an amount

of steamboat tonnage greater than that ot the whoh
of Great Britain. The whole steamboat tonnage em-

ployed on the Mississippi in 1815. was over thrcr and

a quarter of millions of tons, while the whole foreign
tonnage of the Failed States was only 4,049,463 tons.

The very expense of running these boats is estimated
at nearly eighteen millions of dollars a year.

These details, meagre as they are, will provide a
few data on which to build important conclusions re-
specting the present importance of Western Com-
merce; while they will furnish sonic valuable hints
respecting the future. The history of the world fur-
nishes nothing like this exhibition of navigable wa-
ters covered with vast fleets ol steam vessels, pene-
trating the Continent for thousands of miles in dif-
ferent directions, and bearing from remote parts, the
produce of a soil of unequalled fertility. And all this
too, but the beginning of developments, carried on
under numerous and serious disadvantages.?With
the smiles of Heaven on the labors of an industrious
population, what can be extravagant, byway ol an-
ticipation, for the valley of the Mississippi and its
tributaries?

The importance of the proposed Convention at
Chicago, next month, must be very apparent even
from this brief survey of tin 4 commerce of the great

Western Rivers, to say nothing of the Lakes them-
selves. The thousand's of boats, the scores of thous-
ands of passengers, and the hundreds of millions ol
dollars which are c\ cry year afloat on the Mississip-
pi and it* tributaries, certainly demand the attention
of all who are interest! d in the prosperity of our com-
mon country, and most especially of cur national
government; whose attention to these navigable wa-
ters and the vast interests which gather around them
has hitherto been altogether below their just claims.
And inconsequence of this neglect the yearly loss ot
life, of boat* and freight has been enormous. In con-
sequence of obstructions in the channels of the river,
ice. which might be removed to a very considerable
extent, by an expenditure of from 150,090 dollars to

300,000 dollars a year, the loss of life on these waters

i* estimated at about an average of 135 a year; of pro-
perty in boats, at over $ 1,900,000, and of freight
and cargoes, at nearly $2,090,000 more; making a to-

tal loss of more than three millions of dollars annually.
Such are the present hazards of navigating these
waters, on whose bosom such an immense quautity of
produce and property and so many lives are trusted,
that owners and shippers are compelled to pay from
12 t024 percent, on the entire tonnage for insurance.

The Western River and Harbor bill, which pro-
posed tli ? application of a few hundred thousand dol-
lars for the improvement of these waters and shores,
was vetoed by President Polk. * * * The
country, however, needs but to be aroused to the im-
mense" interest involved in the navigation of our
Western waters, to .'. cure such a:i appropriation from
Congress is as needful; and we know of no means
more promising to accomplish this desirable end, than
the assembling of m.-n from the East a* well as the
West, in convention, as is proposed by the gentlemen
who have called the Chicago Convention.? Traveller.

Another Route to the Pacific Ocean. ?Few
prrsoiis are aware, says a writer in the National
Intelligencer, that, by the annexati ri of Texas, we
have secured to us the shortest nn<! best route
across the contim n' for a na'ional and commercial
highway to oui possessions on the Pacific, surpass-
ing those cither of Panama, the isthmus of L).rien,
or Tehuantepec, where a distance of several thou-
sand miles would have to be steamed or sailed
over between the dilfi renccs of latitudes of these
points on either ocean- It will he scarcely cre-
dited that there arc but three hundred miles of
separation between the < avigable waters (suited

fur steamboats) emptying into the two oceans,
which, if a good roadway was made, may be run
over with a steam power in twelve hours. "The

ILLINOIS.?THE PROSPECTS OF CHICAGO.
In 1830, Chicago was merely an Indian trading post,

the population consisting of perhaps one hundred in-
dividuals, principally government agents, troop-, In-
dian traders, &.c. In I*3l, Geo. W. Dole, the oldest
forwarding merchant in the citv, established a store
within the palisades of the Fort, now called the
'"Garrison" not trusting his property outside its
limits. From that time until 1839, the post and the
country, to over 199 miles inland, were Mipplivd with
Flour, Pork, s;e. from the East, principally Ohio.
In 1*39, however, commenced tin- export trade,
which, since that time, has been steadily increasing.
And the town-.-people witnessed an unusual sight?a
brig laden with 709 brls. of Flour returning to Ohio,
for want of a market. The tir.?t cargo of Wheat was
shipped from Chicago in 1839 by Giles Williams, in
the brig Neptune. A number of persons visited the
pier out of curiosity. It was stored in an old ware-
house, or rather shanty, which occupied the site of
11. J. Winsiow's present fine building. This was
the commencement of .the export trade of the city,
which in I*l2, ran up to 586,907 bushels of Wheat,
and 29*20 brls. of Flour. In 1*46, it swelled to the
following amount*:

ROCHESTER, (N. Y.) June 19.
WOOL TRADE.

For a quarter of a century, Rochester has been the
centre <>f an extensive trade in Wool. One-fifth of
the whole product of the State is purchased and pre-
pared for market by Rochester dealers, and about
one-ninth is shipped directlyfrom this port. West-
ern New York, although mainly devoted to the pro-
duction of Bread.-'tuffs, produces Wool of an excel-
lent nuality, which is much sought for by Eastern
manufacturers.

The season, on account of the unfavorable weather,
opened late this year, and the arrivals have been
light and mostly of the medium or inferior grades.
Prices open, on an average, about three cents per lb.
higher than last year. The average is the same in
other point.*.

The Wool market begins to open, and prices arc
considerably better than last season. Sales of 8000
lbs. of various qualities at from 20 to 30 cents. Last
year, the range of common descriptions was from 17
to *26.

This
short and expeditious route to the growing and
soon to be the important settlement of Oregon,
and at present many other interests in the Pacific,
would be the smallest reason, fin the accomplish-
ment of this route. The most desirable portion
of this continent lies between the twenty-eighth
and forty-second degrees of .North latitude upon
the Pacific. It presents more than a thousand
miles of seacoast, with the important ports of
Guaymas, San Diego, San Gabriel, Monterey.
San Francisco, and many others, with a soil and
climate of unsurpassed capability for grazing and
agriculture, and a mineral wealth supposed to be
iqual, ifnot superior, to any in the world. This
vast country of more than one million of square
miles, l.xing due West of the s<tiicJ portions of
the United fc*tat- s between the frozen regions of
the North and the vertical sun of the South be-
tween the gentle influences of the Pacific ocean
and the great hack-bone of the continent, capable
of giving wealth and happiness to onehumlrtd
millions of souls, is now in possession of roaming
tribes of unhoused Indians and a few settlements
of less than two hundred thousand Mexican sub-
jects."
