An Ordinance making appropriations for the year
eighteen hundred and forty-seven.

THE PRESIDENCY OF THE U. STATES- j
GEN. TAYLOR.

The Cincinnati Signal publishes the following let-
jter, which was written to J. \V. Taylor, its editor. !
in answer to one from himself to Gen. Taylor:

HEADQUARTERS ARMY OF OCCUPATION, )

Camp near Monterey, May 18, 1847. y
SIR: 1 have the honor to acknowledge the receipt

of your letter, with the enclosure of your editorial,
extracted from the "Signal" of the 13th April.

At this time, my public duties command so fully
my attention, that it is impossible to answer your
letter in the terms demanded by its courtesy, and the
importance of the sentiments to which it alludes;
neither, indeed, have I the time, should I feel my-
self at liberty, to enter into the few and most general
subjects of public policy, suggested by tin* article in
question. My own personal views were better with-
held tillthe end of the war, when my usefulness as
a military chief, serving in the field against the com-
mon enemy, shall no longer be compromised by their
expression or discussion in any manner.

From many sources I have been addressed on the
subject of the Presidency, and I do violence neither
to myself nor to my position as an officer of the army,
by acknowledging to you, as I have done to all who
have alluded to the use of my name in this exalted
connexion, that my services are ever at the willand
call of the country, and that I am not prepared to say
that I shall refuse if the country calls me to the Pre-
sidential office, but that I can and shall yield to no
call that does not come from the spontaneous action
and free will of the nation at large and void of the
slightest agency of my own.

For the high honor and responsibilities of such an
office, 1 take this occasion to say, that I have not the
slightest aspiration; a much more tranquil and satis-
factory life, after the termination of my present du-
ties, awaits me I trust, in the society of inv family
and particular friends, and in the occupations most

congenial to my wishes. In no case can I permit
myself to be the candidate of any party, or yield my-
self to party schemes.

With these remarks, I trust you will pardon me
for thus briefly replying to you, which I dc with a
high opinion and approval of the sentiments and j
views embraced in your editorial.

With many wishes for your prosperity in life, and
great usefulness in the sphere in which your talents
and exertions are embarked, I beg to acknowledge
myself most truly and respectfully your obedient
servant,

Geological Farts. ?Some twenty or thirty feet
below the level of the plain around Richmond, Va.,
occurs one of the most remarkable deposites in this
country. The place inwhich we have found it most

fully developed is where the small brook at the East
end and on the North side of Clay street empties
into Shockoe creek. On the hank of that brook will
be seen a stratum from ten to fifteen feet thick, which
most persons would call white clay; but Prof. W. 11.
Rogers, of the University, (the State Geologist,) has
ascertained that it is made up almost entirely of the
skeletons of animalcula or infusorio ?that is, micros-
copic animals. These skeletons, consisting of silex, are
incredibly small, so that each cubic inch of this infu-
sorial earth contains many thousand millions of them!
How inconceivably numerous, therefore, must they
be, to form a deposite at least ten feet thick, and ex-
tending many miles over the adjoining country! It
has excited "great interest among the learned natu-

ralists of Europe as well as of our own country, and
henceforth none of them will visitRichmond without
at once searching for this deposite. Prof. Ehrenberg,
of Prussia, the most eminent of livingmicrosconists,
has examined specimens from this place, and disco-
vered at least one hundred and thirty species (I state
from recollection only) of these minutest of animals
in them. To discover them in this almost impalpa-
ble dust requires a powerful microscope; and doubt-
less, therefore, many who look at specimens with the
naked eye will he very incredulous as to these state-

ments. But they are considered as established facts
by the scientific world.

This substance may be distinguished from clay In-
being much lighter when dry. It is not, indeed,
much heavier than magnesia, when pure. In other
parts of the world it is sometimes used for polishing
powder. From a slight trial, I judge that tnc Rich-
mond deposite would answer the same purpose. Be-
neath the infusorial deposite is a greenish or bluish
clay, containing numerous sca-shells, or rather casts

and moulds of them, with shark's teeth, &c.; but
these, although of deep interest to geologists, will
not excite much attention from others.

It can hardly be doubted that, when this region
was covered by the ocean, the waters swarmed with
microscopic animalculse, whose skeletons, as the ani-
mals died, dropped to the bottom, and in the course
of ages accumulated prodigiously. But when we re-
collect how astonishly fast they multiply, we need
not suppose many centuries necessary toprocure even
this extraordinary thickness.

through, should revive. With reference to the fu-
ture, we quote the following from "The Mark Lane
Express:"?"At this season of the year, steadiness
in prices can scarcely, under any circumstances, be
expected; and in the present position of the country,
great fluctuations arc more likely to occur than usual.
The evident shortness of stocks must cause a greater
degree of importance to attach to the result of the
next harvest than in ordinary seasons; whilst the
extraordinary high value of Wheat, renders it the
more susceptible of an important depreciation. To
give a derided opinion of the probable future range
of prices, further than from one week to the next,
would be venturing on dangerous ground. Hitherto
wc have been able to see our way tolerably plain;
but the weather will from this time, until the crops
are gathered, have so great an influence as to render
an opinion of very little value."?Reports on the
