In portions of machinery ibr their factory ami mills,
and in agricultural implements, they are cautious in
adopting our more recent improvements, preferring
to use those they brought with them from Germany.
Still their cloth v.nd other manufactured articles are
made in the best manner, and their farm operations
Cron-iied with tlic highest anoec.

Separated barns, spacious and well ventilated, are ,
provided for horse.-, oxen, cows, yearling-, calves
and sheep, so that they are all sheltered in the most

comfortable manner through the winter, and the j
apartments for the sheep are thoroughly whitewash* <1
four or five times a year. Thus they promote hf-alth
and increase the weight and fineness of the fleece.

1m port on t Invention-
The grand desideratum of applying: steam and
water power to propel common stocking looms,
on which vast sums of money and much time have
been unsuccessfully spent in England, has at
length been discovered?and three common looms,
with slight variations are now in oper-
ation in this town, and operate belter than the
most sanguine expectations of the invent r had
anticipated. We have been favored with a view
of the operation, which is not yet open fur public
examination, and think the improvement of vast
importance to the community, and a fortune to

the ingenious inventor-
On Wednesday last, our girl attended the three

looms, and spending much of her lime in silting
to watch the operati n. she presented at night 23
pairs of stockings and 22 pairs of drawers, as the
result of hordu)'s work Twelve pairs of stock-
is a girl's day's work on the common baud looms.
Some idea of the saving by the new invention
may be formed from the fact, that the expense of
the knitting by it on Wednesday was less than a
dollar, while the same work performed on hand
looms would c< st over live dollars*

We learn that any hand loom may he fitted for
operation by power, at an expense of 30 or 40
dollars. New looms can be made f<r this pur-
pose at about three fourths of the expense of hand
looms.

The inventor is Mr. JOHN PKPPKR, a young
man of about 23 years ol age, son of Mr. Daniel
Pepper of this town, a stocking weaver The
young man commenced his trade as a stocking
weaver about twelve \ears ago in Ncwburyport,
soon after removed to this town, and has exercis-
ed much thought wlo n at the looms, and at his
home, for several years, in the way of applying
other than hand power for knitting

He is associated in the Patent right with Mr.
J. (i. Crane, and they have removed their estab-
lishment to the Portsmouth Stocking Factory,
(which has recently been purchased by Messrs.
