Memorandum.—That in all cases in which the in-

voice or entry shall not contain the weight, or quan-
measare of goods, wares, or merchandise now
d, or guaged, the same shall be
r measured, at the expense of the
consignee,
Drawbacks.—That, from and after the first day of
Deecmber, 1546, in licu of the bounty heretofore au-
thorized by law to be paid on the exportation of
pickled fish of the fisheries of the United States,
there shall be allowed, on the exportation thereof,
if cured with foreign salt, a drawback equal in amount
1o the duty paid on the salt, and no more: to be as-
certained under such regulations as may be preseribed
by the Scerctary of the Treasury.

Credits.—All duties : payable in cash—or,
Goods, Wares and Merchandise, on their importa-
tion, may be placed in Public Stores under the Ware-
housing law, and duties paid when such Goods,
Wares, & re withdrawn therefrom (except for
re-expor on,) but if not claimed at the expiration
of ar, or duties und charges paid, are then to be
appraised and sold under the direction of the Collec-
tor of the Port
