further, that the Pilot who shall have conducted any

vessel from the Capes into port shall he entitled to

take charge of the same vessel as Pilotto the Capes,
on her next voyage.

SEC. 2. And be it enacted, That any master or own-
ER of a merchant vessel , sailing under acoast tug license

or registered, of the burthen'of one hundred tons and

upwards coining from sea, shall be obliged to take the
first Pilot who shall otfer to conduct or pilot his ves-

sel, and shall continue the same to the port of destina-
tion, or shall pay to him half pilotage; provided said
Pilot shall speak or board said vessel before Cape

Henry Light House shall bear south, and provided
also, the ."aid Pilot shall have a branch or license to
the destined port of said vessel.

SEC. 3 And be it enacted, That the owners of all

vessels of the burthen of seventy-five tons and lip-

wards, not exceeding one hundred tons, before going

to sea, shall apply to the Board of Pilots for a license

to navigate the Chesapeake Bay, and shall pay to tin-
said Board, for such license, atthe rate of six cents per

ton, and such license shall be good fortwelve months.

shall be collected from each vessel but once a month,
although she may arrive more frequently.
