The public are much indebted to Mr. Proctor fur
the pains he has taken in endeavoring to arrive at a

correct estimate of stock, more especially as sunn-
crude notions exist in Brunswick street, as puerile as
they are erroneous, that it is against the interest of
the corn dealers to enlighten the public on this point.
While adverting to this matter, we cannot help ex-
pressing our astonishment that the Chancellor of the :
Exchequer's promised boon of last session of giving
to the nation a statistical account of the quantity of
ground under cultivation, and the description of -red
town, has not yet appeared. The harvest has been
gathered, and yet the country is in ignorance. We
were the first last year to draw attention to this sub-
ject, and we again appear in the van, and urge upon
every philanthropist, patriot, statesman, and politi-
cian, upon every merchant, hanker, and manufactur-
er, and upon every tradesman and farmer, the abso-
lute necessity of having these returns. What absur-
dity to employ our mercantile capital in importing
food for the country, when we are totally ignorant of
its requirements.

The following extracts from the monthly circular
of Messrs. Du Fay 5c Co., published in Manchester
on the Ist instant, are well worthy of perusal:

"To give an unbiassed and correct account of
trade, at a period of general distrust and alarm, is as
difficult a task as it is a painful one to record the dis-
asters which such a state of things unavoidably en-
genders. The failures and SUSJM iisions of mercantile
firms, which reached the sum of about three millions
of pounds sterling, in August, have been swelled to
more than double that amount Jast mouth. Our

friends may spare us a detailed list of these casual-
ties, as the public papers have giv en them, with full
particulars.

The basis of trade (confidence) has been shaken
to its very centre by actual stoppages and rumored
insolvencies; and commerce lias been totally par-
alyzed thereby in the latter part of the past month.
Credit is as indispensable a medium of interchange
as the precious metals or the legalized note. Prevent
the free circulation of the former, and your currency,
were it even larger than it is. will be found totally
inadequate for the purposes of trade, and all exten-
sive commercial transactions must be suspended till

. confidence is re-established. While we admit that
the latter remains a desideratum at the moment we
are writing, we have no hesitation in saying that the
mercantile community of this country will soon re-
gain its wonted vigor after the rotten branches have
been cut off, and the too extended ones are reduced
to narrower limits.

Preparation of Coffee. Coffee roasted only tillit
becomes slightly n d, preserves the maximum of
weight and aroma, but gives out less coloring matter.

In this state 100 pounds are found to have lost 15, but
have increased to the bulk of 130.

1 chestnut color, as is commonly done, the loss is 20
per cent., while the increase in volume is from 100
to 153. This swcllingof the grain depends upon the
property which the nitrogenous matter deposited
within the tissue has of puffing up remarkably when
heated. If the heat is continued until a dark brown
color is produced, and the grain is covered with a
sort of glaze, the loss is 25 percent., while the ori-
ginal quantity of nitrogen, 245 per cent., is reduced
to 177, being a loss of one-fourth.?
