China, although of long standing, has of late years
been rapidly' growing in importance. In former
years, a very large proportion of specie was required
on our part, to carry on this trade, but latterly there
lias been a favorable change in our favor in this re-
spect, and there are now many articles of <!? i;n-.*tic

produce which find a ready market in that euuntiy.
Among the most important of these articles .ire do-
mestic cotton goods; which compete sunv>s!uliv in
the Chinese market with the English I du ies.

It will be seen that the leading article imported
from this country was domestics, which l<r the last
two years has amounted in value to m >iv than hall
of the aggregate import. The article of Flour is.
we believe, a new article of export from this country
to China, though considerable quantities are exported
to the East Indies.

The principal articles which we receive from China
is Tea, the consumption of which in this country, in-
creases gradually with the population. '1 he export
of tea from Canton to the United States in IMo-b
was 18,502,592 lbs., and in IMb 7, D.9-*i>,2*7 lb-.
Besides Teas, we import from China considerable
quantities of Silks, Crapes, Cassia, and other art icl
the value and proportion of which for the last two

years may he seen from the following table, prepared
from ollicial documents:

FOREIGN POSTAGE. i
S. 11. HOODIE, Esq., the First Assistant Postmaster |

General of the United States, has returned to Wash-
ington city, from his visit to the differentcountries of '
Europe on business connected with his official duties.
Of the results of his mission, we find the following <
account in the last number of "the Union:"

"He (Mr. Jlobbic) has not, it seems, effected a '
postal arrangement with the British Post-office. Jhe ?
Government of Groat Britain still adhere to llieir *
obnoxious order of the 9tli of June last, imposing the <
British sea postage on the American Mails conveyed J

in the American steam ship. This order they will
relinquish upon the adoption of a postal convention
between tile two countries. But, in discussing the
terms for a convention, they insisted upon certain
arrangement", objected to by our postal agent and

fillister at Loudon. Not acceding to these. Major
li<>bhie returned, fringing with him the British plan
for a postal convention, for the decision ol our Gov-
ernment.

"Arrangements with France are necessarily post-
pun d until those with Great Britain shall he adjust-
ed, as the Mails to ate! from France conveyed by the

American st -amer have to p.tss through England,
and become subject to the English transit p stage.

??In respect t i our Mails with the German States, !
Major Hohliie effected full and satisfactory arrange-
ment*, securing the trausnii-.-i n of letters by the
5\ ashiugtoii, direct to their destination, either with
postage pre-paid or unpaid, at the option of the writ-
ers, with a plan of accountability which gives to each
Government its share of the p stages. In some ol
the German States, a single uniform rate of postage
on American (- 'iTespoiuh iiCe has been agreed upon,
and at a reduced amount; and there is a fair prospect
that the other States willconcede the same ad van-
