CUSTOM HOUSE REGULATIONS.

The duties on imported articles required by law to
be paid on entering them at the Custom House, will
be tound specified at the head of such articles, in ou-
page of quotations. The following are other regular
tions:

Memorandum.—Thut in all cases in which the in-
voice or entry shall not contain the weight, or quan-
tity, or measure of goods, wares, or merchandise now
weighed, or measured, or guaged, the same shall be
weighed, guaged, or measured, at the expense of the
owner, agent, Or consignee.
