REVIEW OF THE

BALTIMORE MARKET,
(AND INCIDENTS CONNECTED THEREWITH,)

For the Week ending last evening.

REMARKS.?The market in general since our
last report has assumed quite an inactive character.
The want of our usual supplies of Western Produce,
and the absence of many leading articles in the Gro-
cery and some other departments, have contributed
to effect this quiet. The early interruption of canal
navigation by lloods, noticed at the time, willaccount

in part for the deficiency of Western Produce, al-
though a portion of it has since found its way to mar-
ket via Cumberland and the Baltimore and Ohio Rail

Road; hut one great striking novelty of the season
has been, that hitherto at corresponding periods, we
have received large supplies of Wheat from the

Susquehanna country by canal boats, until the seve-
rity of the weather closed the navigation; this sea-
son, however, large portions of Maryland and Virgi-
nia Wheat have been purchased in this market and

shipped to that same section of country to supply the
wauis of the farmers, and others.

AMERICAN DRV GOODS.?The market for
Cotton Fabrics is very inactive, in general. There
have been recently some few packages disposed of for
the South American markets, otherwise we should
have been with scarcely a transaction to report.

BEESWAX. ? We have no transactions to note.
In the New York market sales of Southern have been
luadi- at 22 cts.

BREAD?Remains steady at quotations with afair
export demand.

CANDLES.?SaIes of Sperm to a moderate extent
have been made at 32a33 cts., and of Mould Tallow
at 13a 13.; cts. per lb., taken for export.

COFFEE.?The transactions of the week comprise
about 5500 bags, all Rio, the extremes of which were
la.ll, but the greater bulk of the sales were made at

7* cts. per lb., 6 mos. A large portion has gone out

TALLOW.?This article has recently given way
in all the Eastern markets, and with less demand
prices have fallen oil'here.

TOBACCO. ?The market continues much as for
some time past ?all the good lots, both of Maryland
and Ohio, which are comparatively few in propor-
tion to the inferior, taken as last as sampled at full
prices, while the ordinary qualities remain neglect-
ed.

Under the
j fostering care of these Associations the Useful Arts
have flourished, and in many of their departments
discoveries and improvements have been made,
which, but for the encouragements they offered and
the emulation produced, might have remained un-
known. That similar efforts may produce similar
results in Maryland, cannot be doubted; and it is
earnestly hoped that our citizens may embrace and
improve the- present favorable opportunity to accom-
plish the desired end.
