| that they are in ballast, their letter of health and
roll of equipage, certified by such C onsul.

Under this provision will be comprehended the
passports of the passengers, as we 1 as of powers of
attorney, judgments, J»mh , ocrtificates, and all
other papers to be used offi y.

19. Captains who contravene the provisions of the
preceding article, will be subject to the payment of
the Consular fees, which should have been paid at
the place of their departure, and to the other requi-
sites and penalties determined by law.
