BALTIMORE MARKET,
(AND INCIDENTS CONNECTED THEREWITH,)

For the Week ending last evening.

REMARKS.?There lias again been very little
animation in the market during the week, which
may be attributed to various causes. The weather,
during the latter three or four days, has been too in-
clement for business when there was nothinir "press-
ing" to require it: The steamer Hibernia, which was
to have left Liverpool 4th inst., has been desirously
expected for some days, and some contracts are con-
tingent upon her advices: And, lastly, it is near the
close of the year; before which the Christmas holi-
days willintervene, and all the available time during
that period until the advent of a new year, will be
necessary for business-men to complete their old
year's work preparatory to the commencement of a
new one. We mightadd also, but do not much like to

complain of the "tightness of the money market," as
that usually takes place shortly previous to the meet-
ing of the legislature, and so continues until the Banks
.have made an exhibit of their condition?and then,

the stringency being removed, "money is easier,"
business gets better, and from the middle tQ the end
of January, assumes a new and interesting feature.

AMERICAN DRY GOODS.?The re-
mains quiet, as usual, for the season?for wjiich, we
are gratified to hear, that dealers are generally pre-
pared.

BEESWAX. ?There have been sales at 26 cts.
per lb., cash, but buyers reluctantly pay over 25
and some holders refuse to sell at the first named
price.

BREAD?Continues in brisk demand, and to a large
extent for shipment to the British Provinces. Prices
continue steady.

CANDLES.?Sperm, with a fair demand, continue
to sell at 3'233 cts., and Adamantine at 23 cts. per
lb. Mould Tallow have recently declined, and are
now selling at 12 to 11k cts. per lb., the latter for
common brands.

COFFEE. ?The sales of the week have been
quite light, mainly from the very limited stock in
importers' hands, which does not exceed about SUU
bags Bio, and all of inferior quality, similar parcels
of which have been selling at 7a7] cts. per lb., 6 inos.
