A very respectable income is now derived, at sev-
eral places in this State, from the sale of pine saw
dust, for this purpose, and the transportation gives
employment to considerable tonnage. Thus the ex-
igencies of luxury within the tropics, and in many of
the largest cities in the world, are giving encourage-
ment to the minutest results of industry 111 the "down
cast" regions of Maine.

At the steam saw mills, it is well known that the
saw dust of their own making forms a large part of
their fuel. Yet so little were either of these uses of
the article thought of, till lately, that, upon the erec-
tion of the first steam saw millat Ilallowell (the lirst
in the State) on the bank of the river, it was deemed
necessary to pass a law prohibiting the owners from
obstructing the channel, by throwing the saw dust
into the river. Similar laws were passed to meet

in this Institution can only attend its exercises at

intervals: they are frequently detained to aid in the
Niipportof their widowed mothers, and to assist in
any work of industry which may offer itself to pro-
vide for a needy household. The humane regula-
tions of this School consults the situation of each
scholar, and permits attendance as circumstances may
allow, the preference always being shown to the most

destitute, without respect to sects or parties?but for
this provision, or some similar organization, hundreds
would continue without even a partial education.

The benevolent citizens of Baltimore will,with-
out doubt, always be ready to help those who cannot

jhelp themselves; and will continue liberally to sus-
tain an Institution where the HOLY SCRIPTURES are

i daily perused by the scholars, and where, in addi-
-1 tion to the elementary branches of an English edu-
! cation, Christianity is faithfullytaught without refor-
j ence to denominational peculiarities.

Jii former years, some of our fcllow-citizcns re-
membered this Institution in the provision which they

' made for the distribution of their property alter
i death: and a portion of its annual revenue is now ob-

tained from legacies received from this praiseworthy
? source, and if our fellow-citizens would imitate these
] examples, in a few years its ample support would be
j no matter uf conjecture, but would exist upon a per-
! luanent basis.
' The trustees feel that they can confidently rccom-
j mend the School under their care to the benevolence
of the public; and hope, as the festive season of the

J year is at hand, that the tokens of remembrance of
: their cause will be numerous and liberal.
