The following graphic likeness of Gen. Taylor,

drawn by the Rev. Doct. Wightman, Editor of the

Southern Christian Advocate, of South Carolina, and

the scenes therewith connected down to the very
close of the hero's debarkation and the manner and

by whom lie was received, speak volumes in favor

of the man and men of the South:
Daybreak overtook us just below Haton Rouge on

the left bank of the river. We had pa->.*d during
the night that most picturesque portion ? . the river
called the coast.

We
shove off, the breakfast bell rings, and we lind our
way to the table. J observed that the entrance of our
new fellow-voyager occasioned a subdued remark,
and brought upon him the curious glaiu* s <d .seve-
ral spectators, and whispering to the clerk, who was
about to take the head I the table, 1 a>ked u I; lie
was. "General Taylor,"'was the reply. "Indeed!"
Lucky c hance, thought 1, that threw me on hoard 11i-
-craft. There was the veritable "R >ugh and Ready"
siiting opposite me, sipping his coffee; the most re-
markable man, in many respects, on the Western
hemisphere.

I hud missed the gorgeous spectacle of his New
Orleans reception -the most magnificent affair which
had ever shaken that city with excitement; bat vast-

lybetter, I had himnow where 1 could sec and study ,
the man ?a man whose name belongs to history, and
whose achievements place him side by >idc with the
great captains of the world. The lir-t thing that
struck ine was his simplicity, an unfailing attribute
of true greatness, lie ate, and talked, and carried
himself with the unstudied ease ola little child.
You would have supposed him some plain country
gentleman, who dreamed not of attracting a 1 kor
calling out a remark. Allright in th it line, Ih night
I, but how different looking and bctt r I > /king than
the million of lithograph likenesses which stare you
in the face at the shop windows and every u here
else. There is in the living original none of that
extreme breadth between the chin and the back ol

the head, very little of the protrus: mi of the lower
lip, to be found in the lithographs. In a word, th y
arc a bundle of caricatures, one and all. He H pre-
cisely the height of your present corivsp talent; has
a considerable sprinkle of gray hairs, i> sixty-tw
years of age, erect and firm when on his f t, with
one of the kindliest expressions of face you o\ or - iw.

He had on a common blue frock coat with flat bat-
tons, the covering of which was worn oil", showing

that it belonged to an order of tilings which passed
away some two or three years ago. Still hi - dress
as a whole was sufficiently becoming, though exhib-
itingno trace whatever of the military. As we r>>-
from the breakfast tabic I was introduced to the old
hero. I told him 1 was from 8 ailli Carolina, and
rejoiced in the good fortune which had allowed in -
to see him ami tell him how much the p< pie of i.iy
native State honored and loved him. His eyes fill-
ed with tears as he shook my hand warmly; and i >uw
that the simple assurance of love e nid affect pro-
foundly a man who faced the storm el* battle with a

nerve that never moved.
His conversation exhibited fin", clear, common

sense, without the slightest tinge of any sort of affec-
tation or personal vanity . In the cour- ? f the day
he gave me the details of the great battle < f Ru ma
Vista, the key to all the successes of the American
arms in Mexico. Had that li -1 I been lost, the f.ti
of the war would have been entirely different, even
though indomitable courage might in its long run
have cut its way to the Mexican capital. That vic-
tory won against odds so vast, gave a pretties to
American valor that made the subsequent battle -

comparatively easy affairs.
Rut 1 must put a curb upon my galloping pen or

you will never see the end of this epistle. The
General remained with us until after breakfast the
next morning, and was landed at his own residence
on the river, some distance above Natchez. I smiled
to sec the republican simplicity with which a couple
of his negroes, field hands, who happened to be at

the landing, walked up as he got on shore, and shook
hands with him without doffing hat or cap, and the
expression of delight with which tin > looked into
his face as lie spoke kindly and familiarly to them.
Our engine bell rang as soon as he touched the shore,
and we were off.
