holders on this side, although by the reduction ol

prices there, the condition of the suffering poor ?and
there are many of them?will become, probably, less
intense.?The remarks of our correspondents, made
at the latest moment, at Liverpool, are as follow:
(From Stitt, Day & Co.) ?"With a thin attendance
of buyers, a very limited business was transacted to-
day, at a still further decline on all prices, except
for the finest samples of Wheat. VV estcrn Canal
Flour was freely offered at 295.; 325.6 d. iv as an ex-
treme figure for Indian Corn; and the best Northern
Corn Meal was without buyers at 14s. bd." (From j
Brown, Shipley & Co.)?" The Corn markets are j
very heavy, and considerable supplies now arriving
at this port from Ireland of Wheat, Oats, .Meal, 3c., ,
are larger, we believe, than at any period t irthc past
eighteen months. Indian Corn has consequently de-
dined to 29325. per quarter, and Indian Corn Meal i
to 14a145. Gd. p. r brl. The best fresh Western ,
Canal Flour is quoted 295. per brl., but soils only in
a retail way at this rate; and probably might b ?
bought in quantity at 235. Gd. Philadelphia and Bal-
timore 275. 6d.a285.; sour 23a255. per brl."

The accounts by the Acadia reached here par-
tially by telegraph on Wednesday, and the conse-
quence was to unsettle and reduce the Flour market; 1
and when the steamer's mail came to hand, the next

day, the previous unfavorable adv ices were not only
confirmed, but were still more discouraging to sell-
ers, and produced quit * an apathy in the market.
