I. not elwaye productive of the
moat effective government, aa eueh, but
it I. productive of the moot efficient
people for it givaa to every man the
fulle.l possible blea.lng. of tbs govern-
ment under which he livee, and this la
the ultimate end for which government
•xlata.

When applied to the smaller units of
goverment, aa to the county or the
municipality where voters and candi-
date. are more or less acquainted, the
personal element necseearily cute a

more or le.a important part and psrty
principle and peraonal preference, will
become mure or lee. mixed; but Ifthere
ever we. an election where party prin-
ciple. should be the guiding star it le
the present one.

Let u. see: our voting will be confined
to selecting one member in each branch
of Congress, and a Chief Executive.
Everything poinU to the probabilty
that Mr. Wilson will be stronger than
hi. parly, but there are certain mutter-
ing. against Mr. Lewi, and Mr. Tal-
bott. Mr. Lewis’love of hi. fellow man
and hi. eagarnea. that government
shall help all humanity to rise, rather
then that it shall help the strong to rise
at the expen.e of the weak, it called
