They
are not eo easily blown down, poralt
thicker planting, end In general, aro
more productive than Blender stalks.
The' position of tha ear la alao Im-
portant. It should not ha 100 hlgb.aa
tho hlghor tho ear Is planed on tho
atalk, tho morn apt the stalk la la blew
down In oaes of a elorra. Tha aan
should also have a tendency to droop
rather than to point upward, hacauaa
of tho danger of water getting Into tbs
busk and causing eprouting of molding.
It la an Inherited tendency of son to
produce suokare: therefore, other
tilings being equal, seed should bp

taken from stalks hot having sunken.
"The moat Important slap la seed aa*

lootlon, however, la to piano the earn
¦alootad In a dry place with free cir-
culation of sir, so (list they will dry
out quickly. Tho storage room may bp
any plans wham nlr circulates freely:
such aa a wagon a had, barn loft, or
attic. But do not throw tha eaed on •

pile: that would not ha much Improve-

Tho feather*
will crow out an or a fashion troll
though tho liana are not ftd a aptolgl
food, but ihay will not coipe through

"Three things ere accessory In wag.

lug a successful warfare against the
Hessian Fly, vis.: thorough prepara-

tion of Iho soil, eo as to form lbs
bast possible comllilune fur germina-
tion; heavy fertilisation, If Iho soil
Is not already lo good condition, no
as to Insure a quick and rapid growth,
and lato sowing so as to compel the
Bios to go elsewhere lo dopooß thoti
eggs."

This eitraot from Bulletin IN ol
the Indiana experiment Station con-
tains In a ant-ehcll tha main eondl-
Ilona lo bo hind led In the control ol
tho poet Tho Illinois Circular 141 al-
ao nukso a good point when It do-
dares: “A rigorous wheal plant la
much batter able to react against an
attack of tha fly. especially by stool-
log freely or throwing out aa abund-
ance of new shoots from Ike root
Whatever tends, consequently, to give
vigor to the plant reduooa proportion-
ally the percentage of lose.”

Thla leads to the conclusion that a
fertiliser containing at least 1 par aant
ammonia and at least It par e< il
available phosphoric sold may bo the
oalvaUan of the erop, and the expsr!-
