The Governor shall deliver to the pre-
siding officer of each house the budgets
and a bill fur all the proponed approprl -
lions of the budgets clearly Remixed and
classified; uml the presiding officer of
eat h house ehall promptly cause said
bill tn be Introduced therein, and auch
bill shall be known as the “Budget Bill.'

The Governor may. before final action
thereon by the General Assembly, amend
or supplement either of said budgets to
correct an uverslgnt or In case of an
emergency, with the consent of His Gen-
eral Assembly by delivering surh a .
amendment or supplement to the pre
aiding officers of both houses; and suen
amendment or supplement shall thereh
become U part of said budget bill as a .
addition to the Items of aald bill or a
a modification of or a substitute for an.
item of said bill such amendment or gup
plemeut may street

The General Assembly shall not amen
the budget bill su se to affect either tut
Obligations of the State under Section

S 4 of Article 111 of the ('(institution. o
the provisions made by the laws of tin

State for the establishment and main
tenance of a system of public schools, or
the payment of any Salaries required to
be paid bv the Stale of Maryland by the
Constitution thereof, end the U-nernl
Assembly may amend the bill by Increas-
ing or diminishing the items therein re-
lating to the General Assembly, and by
Increasing the Item* therein relating to
the Judiciary, but except, ns hereinbefore
Specified, may not alter the said bl.l ex-
cept to strike out or reduce Item# therein,
provided, however, that the salary or
compensation of any public officer ahall
not be decreased during his term of of-
fice; and such bill when and as passed
by both houses ahall be a law Immedi-
ately without further action by the Gov-
ernor.

Bab-fiediun D: General Provisions:
First. If the Budget Bill shall not

have been anally acted upon by the
Legislature threw days before the expira-
tion of its regular session, the Governor
may, and It shall be hts duty to Issue e
proclamation extending the session for
such further period us may, lu his Judg-
ment, be necessary for the passage ol
•uch Bill, but no other matter thaa
auch Blit ahatl be considered during suuh
extended session except a provision for
the cost thereof.

The estimates for the Legislative Depart-
ment. ccrtim-d by the prealdlng officer
of each house, of the Judiciary, so pro-
vided by law. certified hy the Comp-
troller. and for the public school# so pro-
vided by law, shall be transmitted to
the Governor, lu such form and at sunk
times as he shall direct, and shall bo in-
cluded In the budget without revision.

The Governor may provide for public
hearings on all estimate# and may ro-
gutre the attendance at such hearings of
repr. tentative# of all agencies, and
of all institutions applying for State
moneys. After auch public hearings he
atf, la bis discretion, revise all eott-
otateo except those for the legislative
and Judiciary department# aad for IBs

Third. The Legislature rosy, from time
to time, enact such laW*. not ln.oiul.t-

Fourth. In the event of any lnco*i-
•iatency between any of the provisions
Of this flection and any of the other

provisions of the Constitution, ih- pro-

visions of this Bec llon shall prevail. Bui
nothing herein shall In an> manner af-

fact the provisions of Section 34 of Ar-
ticle HI of the Constitution or of any
