Doa Trarys oN Tne LAKes.—Perhaps it
may be a matter of interest to our readers to
know something of the modus operandi ef
carrying mails on the Lakes, during the win-
ter months. A letter from Bay County,
Michigan thus describes it: “We have, du-
ring the close of navigation, what we call
the ‘dog mail,’ and, by the bye, T will de-
seribe to you how our wail is carried in this
new and wild country. The route is from
Saginaw city to Green Bay or Mackinaw, by
land, The contract is taken by half-breeds,
French and Indian, bardy, athletic men.—
They have Hw}hi*urlnged that one
train of dogs leaves each' end of the route
every week, That gives all the offices on
the bay shore a mail s weck each way. The
train is composed of from four to six large
dogs, harnessed in single file, and attached
to what they call & traineau, This is & kind
of dray, some seven fect long and about fif-
teen inchies wide, turned up before, so that it
will run easily over the snow, on which they
bind their mail-bags first, then their blan-
kets, snow-shoes, provisions, hatchets, &e.—
They are prepared to enmp at night wherever
darkness overtakes them. There are gene-
rally tyo men and six dogs to each train.
They feea their dogs on dry cernmeal and
tallow. Their mail and baggage, &c,, make
up quite a load, which the dogs seem to draw
