, the green, cut about the thickness of a ccut
off the top, lot this float on a saucer of water

in a warm room, and itwill quickly begin to
sprout, presenting sn objoctof beauty not ex-
celled by anyfartist, because it is the work of
tho laws established by tho Grand Artificer
of the universe. Another beautiful docora-
tion may be made from a pine cone. One
should bo procured that is driod and oponed,
and the different circles should have grass
seed or mustard and cress springled in tlicm,
and then placed in a wine-glass of water ; in n
few days the warmth and moisture willgive

the burr or cone life,and tho circles will close

upon tho seed, which, in its turn, shortly
germinates, and, sprouting out all over the
burr, makes an harmonious contrast of color
between tho lively green and sombre brown
thnt has a tndy pleasing and novel cffoct, ac-
tually refreshing all who look upon it.

The growing acorn is a very pretty and in-
teresting object to study, and nti ornament
that teaches while itgives delight. It is thus
prepared : Cut a circular pioco of card to fit
tho top of n hyacinth-glass, so as to rest upon
the ledgo and exclude tho air. l'iercc a liolo
through tho contro of the card, and pass
through it a strong thread, having n small
piece of wood tied to one And, which resting
transversely on tho card, provorits its being
drawn through. To tho other end of the
thread attßch an ncorn; and having half-filled
the glass with water suspond the acorn a
short distance from the surface. The glass
must ho kept in a warm room ; and in a few

days tho vapor from the water willhang from
tho acorn in a largo drop. Shortly afterwards
tho acorn will burst, tho root will protrude,
and tlirust itself into the water, nud in a few
days moro the steam will shoot out at the
other oud, and, rising upwards, will press
against the card, in which an orifice must be
made to allow it to pass through. From this
stem small loaves will soon bo observed to
sprout, and In a few weeks there will ho a
handsumo, though dwarf, oak plant.

Tho forms of crystals aro very educativo
in an artistic senso, their cold and distinct
outlines cultivating an acquaintance with
goomotrie forms, and they aro capable of
combinations thnt produco a broad and rug-
god effuct. Alum is a good substnnco to crys-
tnlizo. A pieco of wire may bo takon and
bent to form auy object that fancy may dic-
tate, and then placod ina hot saturated solu-
tion of alum, which as itcools will deposit
crystals upon tho wire, thus producing a crys-
tal ornament of great beauty. Theso crys-
tals are translucent, but may bo colored to
suit tho fancy by tho addition of coloring
matter, tumeric making them yollow; lit-
mns, red j logwood, purple; and common
writing ink, black. A pioco of coke may be
mado to assume the appcnrnnco of a new
mineral by placing it in an alum solution, as
tho crystals willavoid the Binooth portions,
and deposit themsolvos only ou tho rough
and broken parts. Sulphate of copper or
blue vitirol may lie substituted for alum, but
this is a positivo blue, and the color cannot
be changed. Wo think we have for the pres-
ent given a sufllciunt number of hints how
each home may bo mado cheaply into a plage
of ornament as well as necessity, and theso
little things scattered about the rooms of a
houso decorate and soften tho asperities of
papered walls and rigid furuitpre, adding a
look of comfort and a feeling of repose that
is the very concentration of true home life.
As a people, we neglect taste in the surroun-
dings of our lives, which should l>c cultivated;
and such little things as wo have been de-
scribing are important aids, and help tho
man, tho woman and the child to better ap-
preciate the truth of that lino of Keats'?
