monstrations were made in honor of the man,
ths warrior, ths patriot, and the atateaman,
at various places on his Southern tour. The
"Dsily True Southern" gives s glowing ac-

eonnt of his.rsception sad entertainment at
Vieksburg, Mississippi, on the 16th instant:

On the arrival of tba steamer Natchez with

the veteran on board, the Mayor of the city-

very cordially bid him welcome In the name

of the civic authorities, and in accordance

with the sentiments of every true-hearted and

patriotic citizen of Vieksburg.
The welcome over, Gen Scott was escorted

by the Vieksburg battalion, Major Miller
commanding, to Lis quarters at ths residence
of bis nephew, our esteemed fellow-citizsn,
Dr. Thoe. J. Harper, where the General re-

ceived many oitiiens during the day, wbo
called to pay their respects.

At about half-past six o'clock in the eve-
ning of that day the battalion reassembled st
the Armory, and, acoompanied by the Mayor
and other citizens, proceeded to the General's
abode, and escorted him, agreeably to pre-
vious arrangements, to the spacious parlor of

the Prentiss House, which soon filled to its

capacity by the eager multitude who gath-
ered to do honor to the nobleat and greatest

soldier of the age. The Mayor addressed the

illustrious guest, glancing hurriedly at some of
the great exploits with which his name and

fame are indisaolubly associated, and closed

with extending to him a heart-felt welcome
to "our home*, our hospitality, aud our

heart*."

England and America*

A writer in the National Intelligencer, over

the signature of "Commerce," makee eome
rery eeneible and well-timed remarks on the

subject of the tariff, which we commend to

the consideration of our readers. So strongly
is it presented in his article, that we opine
it will be difficult to reconcile the reasons of
the "request' alluded to with the free trade
dogma of the democratic party. He says,

that "agreeably to a resolution of the House
of Representatives our Minister r.t the Court
of St. James may be required to call on the

Earl of Malmesbury to solicit a reduction of

duty on United States tobacco. Of course
it will be done in a graceful manner by the
venerable gentleman who gave tbo casting
vote against the tariff of 1846 But may
not a hard question be put to the applicant
by the Earl ? The Earl will no doubt say
that the subject shall be considered by the
British Government; but he will be apt to ask
the reasons which induced the request. Of

course our Minister will answer that ths high

tariff on tobacco is the cause of the low pri-
ces in England, and that if the tariff or duty
on it be reduced prices will advance in the

same ratio. That is obviously the meaning

of the request, and therefore our Minister

cannot take other ground. The Earl, who

no doubt reads newspapers, will probably
ask Mr. Dallas if tariffs do not have a simi-

lar effect in this country, or whether high du-

tiee in the United States render prices of the

imported article lower ?

Strange and inconsirtent doctrine indeed

that high dutica in England should render

prices lower, whilst high duties on this side
of the Atlantic should render prices higher.
But Congress should know what it is sbout,
and not rendor us (the people) ridiculous in

Europe. It is, bowsver, fair to say, that the

duty on tobacco in England, thrse shillings,
is quite toe high, and ought to be lower, but
she may plead in excuse, the law prohibiting
its cnltivation on the soil. Besides, she just

now is like ourselves, in want of funds, and
cannot well get along without the twonty
million dollara per annum dutiea levied chief-
ly on an article grown in about one-fourth
of the States of the Union. This fact is a
commentary on late free-trade speeches in
Congress, Frse trade would be a good thing
for this country if the residue of the world
he free trade too; but, as it is, free trade is a
delusion.

No one wants a high tariff; that is now an
obsolete idea ; hut we warn a business tariff

?not a political, President-making one?-

which will meet the current expenditures of

the Government, affording at the tame time
incidental, moderate protection to a great

and useful interest of the country, in which
the writer has not a dollar invested, nor has

he any intercourse whatever with the manu-

facturers, his business being commercial.

The foreign manufacturers, knowing full

well that if the present Congress increase the

rate of duties the tax will full on them, are
now preparing largo shipments to arrive be-
fore a new bill will be in operation. These
imports willtemporarily relieve the Treasury,

but without additional duties the renewal of

the Treeeury notee will be inadequate to
meet the wants of the Government.

It is high tinio that wo ahould legislate for

our own people, and not the manufacturers
of Europe. All wo want is a rooderatoly-

protsctive permanent tariff, which would not
only put an end to borrowing money, but

reanimate all branches of business, let loose

the many ships now moored in our docks,

and again render the country prosperous and

happy."

DINISO WITH THE LORD MAYOR or LOS-
DO*.?The Loudon correspondent of the Sy-
racuse Journal, writing under date of March

16, 1869. gives an account of his dining with
the Lord Mayor of London. He says that,
"at the appointed time, before Fix o'clock, I

was on the ground. In the parlor were two

venerable old gentlemen, and two young men,
brothers. These, with myself, were the in-

vited guests. Very soon the doors wore
thrown open and in came the Lord Mayor,

preceded by an under-sheriff, followed by the

Lord High Sheriff, the Barons in their wigs

and gowus, the Recorder, and eight or ten

Aldermen. The High Sheriff is also ap-

pointed by and from the aldermanic corps.

They all wear robes similar to though not
so gorgeous as the Mayor, The High Sher-

iff inaddition, wears an immense gold chain,
about his neck, to which is attached a rosette,

several inches in diameter, made of gold and

precious stones. One other person must not
be omitted, as he was second only iu impor-
tance at the dinner table to the Mayor, and
that was the Ordinary (chaplain) of Newgate

prison.

Gen. Scott, meat deeply effected, in tonee
that betrayed the emotiona that were etlrrlug

hie generous heart, briefly but moat happily
raeponded. He thanked the Mayor for the

kindneas and partiality hi* remarks evinced,
and the people for the fine manifestation be-

fore bim there presented, and many others
aimilar, elsewhere witnessed, together with

the late but honorable action of the Govern-

ment of the United States, In conferring on

him an honor which bad been extended to
none other save the immortal Father of his
Country, before tbe matchless lustre of whose
fame, said Gen. Scott, all othsr names grow

dim ; these things, he added, in his declining

days touched his heart most deeply and
warmed it to the core.

The ceremonial ended, the citliene gene-

rally, who thronged the room and hall ad-

joining, wero presented to the guest, after

which toe doors of the dining hall of the

Prentiss House were thrown open to the citi-

aens, and soon every chair was occupied by

the hundreds gathered on the occasion.

In due seaapn, the Mayor of the city, who

presided, announced as the first sentiment of
the evening, "Tho health of our illustrious
guest, Lieut. Goneral Winfield Scott: long

may he bo spared to his country." The

General bowed bis acknowledgments, and

the toast was heartily responded to by the

company.
