THE COAL TRADE AND TIIECITY or BAL-

TIMORE.?A number of the prinsipal mer-

chants of Baltimore have united in a memo-

rial to the President nnd Directors of the

Baltimore and Ohio Bailroad Company, in

which they respectfully call the attention of

the Board to tire alarming diminution in the

Cumberland coal trade of that city, notwith-
standing tho wcII-ostJtblislicd factof the daily-
increasing demand for bituminous coal tor

steam purposes in all parts of this country.

They set forth in their memorial that?-

'?The pbvious results of tho great dispro-
portion in the rates of transportation from ;
our mines to Tide Water, between this city

nnd Alexandria and Georgetown, is now
being fullyrealized in the utter prostration
of the wholesale coal trade of this city, as
willbe seen from the following:

The memorialists not only call attention
to the fact that the coal trade of this region
with Baltimore is decreasing, and that the

difference in the delivery free, on board of

vessels is sixty~ttco rents jier ton in favor of

Alexandria over Baltimore; but they sug-
gest the cause and the remedy. They assign

as a reason for the present condition of the

trade with that city, and tho dilferoncc in
favor of Alexandria, the freight on coal ex-
acted by the Railroad Company. Tho re-
duction of that freight they recommend as a
remedy.

It is to le hoped, that the President and
Directors of the Baltimore and Ohio Jtail-

road Company, will give this subject a delib-
erate and respectful investigation, and so ad-
just a tariff of freight as will give a fresh

impetus to the coal shipments of this region.

Ifthis he done, (and wo think itshould
ho done, unless entirely incompatible with

the interests of the Company) the immense

mineral treasures of our mountains will be

in such demand as to tax to their utmost ca-

pacity, botli the] tailroad and the Canal. The

well-established reputation, the known and
acknowledged superiority?of the Climber-
land coal, willrecommend it tc public favor
in any market, if tho facilities of transport-
ation are such as to admit of its being sold

?i tho samo price of other coals.
The same memorial to the Board also de-

clares that?-

"The estimated number of vessels engaged
in the Cumberland coal trade is over fifteen
hundred per year, of which, prior to 1800 ?

the date of the advance in freight on coal
by your corporation?over three-fourths were
loaded here; and this year, at least eight hun-
dred vessels will he withdrawn from the ag-

gregate commerce of this city, in case some
immediate steps are not taken to bring back
the coal trade."

BALTIMORE AND OHIO RAILROAD.?At a
meeting of the Board of Directors of this

Company, held in Baltimore, on Wednesday
of last week, resolutions were adopted de-j
daring a dividend of throe per cent, out of
the earnings of the main stern, and of four-

and-a-half per cent, out of earnings of the

Washington branch for the l.istsix months.
Previous to the declaration of the dividend
on HR* stock of the main stem the President,
Mr. Garrett, marie a full and satisfactory
statement of the condition of the finances of
the road. Though the gross earnings of the
main stem fall $54,330 below three of the
corresponding six months of last year, tho
mtt earnings are increased by over six hun-
dred thousand dollars. Upon tlie North-
wester.. Virginia railroad aud tlio Washing-
tun I'raiKl, similar favorable results liave
been acliic%\J. Tbe working expenses of
the former roa), nl.ieh heretofore exceeded
the gross revcnti. have been reduced to sixty-
eight per cent. I'l.ilst these results have
been secured, it is st.ted that the road and
its equipments have ln maintained in the
best and most effective condition.

Wc noticed, however, inthe Baltimore pa-
pers, that the day after the dividend was de-
clared, an attachment was lev'ed upon some
of its effects in Baltimore, to ire amount of
£5,000. Mr. Garret! reported to the Coun-
cil, a few days before, that the whole floating
debt was paid off.
