Local Intelligence.

COAL.?We take it for granted that any
information of a statistical or other charac-
ter, relative, to the extent of coal operations
inthe United States, would lie interesting
and instructive to onr readers, as they live
in a section whose staple commodity is coal

?ami the best, too, perhaps, in tho United
Slates for all the ordinary purposes to which
such-an article is applied. And acting upon
this presumption, wc propose to ocrupy a
small portion of our available space, with
an extract from an article in tho London
Athenaeum, upon the "Coal Fields of the
United States." It holds the following lan-

guage on the subject:
"Questions of high economic value arise

out of the possible development of the great
foal fields of the United States, which, in
the aggregate, comprise no less than 100,850
square miles, added to which the liritish
Provinces contain 7,000 square miles. These
coal areas arc amazing, and may be produc-
tive of immense commercial results in the
far future. When we reflect upon what has
been achieved by the produce of the coal
fields of Uritain, more specks as compared
with those of the United Slates, and in fig-
ures amounting only to 6,400 square miles;
when we further considor the total fields of
Europe, and find them to he only 8.9G4
square miles, and then endeavor to anticipate
the mining of the enormous fields of the
United States upon an extensive scale, we
are led to forecast a future of almost bound-
less enterprise for that wonderful country.
We may, indeed, form an estimate of the
probable produce of the American coal fields
from some data afforded in this work. Ave-
raging the total thickness of the workable
coal in Great Uritain at thirty-five feet, we
have a total of workable coal equal to 190,-
000,000,000 tons. In the same way estima-
ting the total area of productive coal fields
of North America as 200,000 square miles,
(that is, inclusive of the liritish Provinces,)
and averaging the thickness of good worka-
ble coal at 20 feet, we gain a result of 400,-
000,000,000 tons. Or, to make these results
more appreciable, if we take the amount of
workable coal illiielgium as 1, then that in
the liritish Islands is rather more than 5,
that in all Europe Bj, and that in all the
coal fields of North America is 111. This
method of ratio is more intelligible than that
of relative superficial magnitudes; and we
at onco perceive that the United States pos-

sess more than twenty-two times our amount
of coal."

In connection with the foregoing we would
say, that we have in our possession, a Bible,
in the German tongue, that was publi.-hod in
1545, which for typography and general me-

chanical execution willcompare favorably with
the work of any publishing house of the pres-
entiday. It is bound in heavy boards, about

one-fourth of an inch thick, with brass stays,
and is illustrated with numerous and fine
engravings. The friend who presented it to

us says, itwas highly prized by bis ancestors,
inasmuch as it had been buried several times
to prevent its destruction. We look upon
it as a real literary curiosity.

The Grand Jury wrrc dischafgedtpn Satur-

day, the 23d instant, They returned 54
presentments for various offences,

One hundred and eighteen witnesses were
summoned,and ninety-three nppenred before
the Grand Jury.

THE past week Was denominated by our
Catholic and Episcopal fcllow-cltiHetis, "Holy
Week," and Was devoted by them to a special
commemoration of the sufferings and death
of Christ. Last Thursday wnscalled "Matin-
day Thursday," and was celebrated by the

Catholics as the anniversary of the Institution
of the llolyEucharist, at the last slipper;

.upon that day, the host consecrated for the
service of the succeeding day, on which no

consecration could take place, was carried in

solemn procession to a place adorned with

flowers and lights, called "The Repository,"
and the main altar was stripped of its cov-

ering, in remembrance of the indignities of-

fered to ottr Saviour by his enemies.
On Friday, called "Good Friday," the ser-

vices had reference, exclusively, to the trial
and crucifixien of Christ, and the ceremo-

nies of kissing the figure of our Saviour upon
the cross was performed by the whole con-
gregation.

On Saturday, called "Holy Saturday," a
variety of ceremonies were performed, hav-

ing reference mainly to the approaching fes-
tival of Easter. A new fire was made and
blessed together with five grains of incense,

which were placed upon a large candle,
known as the paschal candle, in the form of
a cross. A triple candle was ignited in the
aisle of the church, and home to the chan-
cel and twelve prophecies, or long passages
from the old testament were read, a custom

which appears to have derived its origin from

the fact that the Catechumens who were an-

ciently baptized on this day, wore thus in-
structed. After tiiis, the paschal candle, an

emblem of Christ's resurrection, Was solemnly
blessed and lighted from the triple candle,
as wero also all the lamps and candles used
in the church, nnd the water of the baptis-
mal font having been blessed, those who were

to receive baptism, wero solemnly received
into the church. In token of grief for the

deatli of our Saviour, neither hells nor or-
gaqp were used in Catholic churches on Good
Friday ; the hells, therefore, were rung dur-

ing the anthem, "Gloria in cxcelsis" on
Thursday, and were silent, at all hours, until
the recitation of the same anthem in the
mass of Saturday.

With last Sabbath passed Easter Sunday,
observed as the anniversary of the day when
Christ arose from the dead and appeared unto

Mary. It is the occasion of joy after the fast

of Lent. Itwas a bright and beautiful day,
following a season dark like that which en-

shrouded the world on the day of the cruci-
fixion, and while the Saviour of the World
lay in the sepulchre. The day was appro-

priately observed in the churches in this

city. In the Catholic churches the beautiful
cvergreenß and flowers, emblems of purity

and eternity, took the place of the sombre
habiliments which for two days had enshroud-
ed them, and the praise of God was sung.
In the German Lutheran churches the chil-

dren took a prominent, part inthe celebra-
tion of the occasion. The girls were dressed
in white, with wreaths of flowers in their
hair, and the services were of a beautiful and

interesting character. In the Episcopal church
the prayers aud songs of thanksgiving went
up for a risen Saviour; and inall the church-
es the song of the redemption rose in full
strains to Him who gave His only Son to
die for man.

Easter day has not occurred at so late a
period as the 24th of April since 1791, in
which year it was on that day, and will not
again happen on the same date till 2011.
Since the introduction of the Gregorian, or
new style, by Pope Gregory XIII, in 1582,
Easter day has fallen on the 21th of April
in three instances, namely, iu the years 1689,
1707, 1791.

CORPORATION ELECTION. ?The period for

tlio election of a Mayor and Councilmcn is

very nearly upon us. Upon the choice of

suitable men for these offices there is a vast
deal depending. And as there is but little

time intervening between this and the day of

election, we would suggest the necessity and

propriety of early action upon the part of
those who are opposed to what is inappro-
priately denominated tho Democracy. Let

a good ticket nominated, and submitted
to the suffrages of the people, and the ]ie.o-

]i<?s party, as opposed to the party of poli-
ticians, alias the "Democracy," will triumph
in the might of truth. Wc would counsel
them to give this matter speedy attention.
