Of the Hied Scott decision, I)r. Brownson
says:

"The attempt to go beyond the Constitu-
tion in support of slavery made bv the Su-
preme Court in the IJ red Scott case, has do-
str -yi 1 much of tii" respect, hitherto enter-
tained for its members, and weakened the
bold of the Judiciary on the public mind;

This logy and tedious trial v.as brought to
a dose on Tuesday, 120th Inst., and the case
.submitted t the jury.

During the absence of tho jury, the Court
remained in session, Judge Crawford keeping
his seat the entire time. Tho crowd in the
court r'"i:i kept their places and engaged in
conversation, which Judge Oawford was
compelled to check several time:, telling the
crowd that although he could not expect the
strictest silence, vet he would be pleased if
they would talk in a tone somewhat lower.
After tho jury had been out about half an
hour, bulletins commenced arriving from
i'.eiii, each olio creating more or less stir in
the court room.

men were standing on the chairs anil benches,
and a perfect sea of upturned faces could be
semi looking towards iho jury box. Mr.
Middletoii, the clerk, called tho roll of the
jtirom, fliul they answered to their names.
The clerk then said, "Daniel I i. Sickles stand
up," which was complied with. Again he
asked, "gentlemen of tho jury, have you a-
gr#*d upon your vrt-dict 7" To which an
affirmative response was made. Mr Middle-
ton then in a slow and measure ! '< ue asked.
"ho*v say you. gentlemen $f tho jury, is
Darnel !i. Sickles guilty or not, guilty as
cl rged 7" Mr. Ilezm Arnold, the foreman
of the jury, who stood with ft indict men*,

.u his hand, ami looking as pale as death,
replied "not guilty."

Here a scene occurred which we feel utterly
unable to describe. ()nc spontauct .us yell went
up from tho hundreds of voices present which
fairly shook the building ; tho crowd outside
took it tip, and for a f.nv minutes Pandemo-
nium seemed to he outdone. Cheer after
cheer went up, and clapping of hands and
stamping of feet, ami a universal rush was
made to get Mr. Sickles by the band. The
officers in vain tried to restore order. Judge
Crawford rapped with his mallet, but all to

no purpose?the universal joy which appear-
ed to fill every heart would have its vent. In
the midst of all this excitement, Mr. Star ton
essayed t 3*y tciutthing, but bis stcn'oflfaa

A. DrowriHoti who very elaborately treats of
this subject in the last number of bis (Quarter-
ly Review. Cnliko some other Romanists,
however, Rrownson does not seek refuge from
Ruclianan hy fleeing to Douglas. Rot Si are
to him alike dangerous, and equally to be
shunned. Ho dreads Key Ihi no less than
Chnrybdis, and warns his readers to look out

for each. "We advocated." he savs, "with
reluctance, indeed, the elevation of Mr. Buch-
anan in 1860, hut our worst apprehensions
have been realized. We ran hardly call to
mind a single statesmanlike measure that he
has recommended, nor a wise act of much
magnitude bis administration has perform-
ed."' Ofthe Lecoinpton infamy, he speaks
in terms of merited reprobation, affirming

|that the only safety is in a stiiet adherence
to the principle of Statu Rights, failing of
which, the course of our Republic will 1 e
| "through Democratic Absolutism, in the di-
rection of Causarism, hastening the day when,
by a. (fatj> d'etat, tho President will make
himself a parvenu Emperor."

On the other hand, Dr. Rrownson shows
up, in a plain yet entirely conclusive and un-
answerable argument, the absurdity of the
squatter sovereignty doctrine of Douglas,,
thus:

"We do not agree with Mr. Douglas in Lis

I doctrine of squatter sovereignty, or the leg-
j islativo capacity of a Territorial people. A
Territory under our system is neither a State
organized, nor an inchoate State; it has no

! existence but what it derives from the Fede-
| ral government; no rights or powers but

j those conferred on it l y Congress. While a
jTerritory it has no autonomy, no substantive
political existence. The power of Congress
over it is no doubt limited, hut by its own

jconstitution, not by the rights and powers of
the Territory. If Congress has t! c right to
legislate on the subject of slavery, it.may del-
egate the exercise of tliAo right "to tin Terri-
torial legislature, and that legislature may
authorize or exclude slavery as it seespiopoi;
but if Congress has no right to Icgisb-tc on
the subject, tho Territory can have none.?
The pretence "that Congress cannot intervene,
[and yet tha* the people of a Territory, re-
maining a Territory, can settle the question
of slavery or any other question demanding
legislation, is simply absurd. Either Con-
gress has power to legislate on the subject of
slavery in the Territories, and then admit or
exclude it, as it judges proper, or there can
be no legislation on the subject, till the Terri-
tory becomes a sovereign State. In no way,
then, can Mr. Douglas* doctrine, ii it aims
at anything more than transferring the dis-
pute from Congress to the Territory be de-
fended. His doctrine of popular sovereignty,
as We understand it, is the most dangerous
doctrine that can be asserted, and one which
every American statesman should r.ct his face
against."

he very wealthy.

A- Rector of Trinity Church, Boston, he |
made Lis mark, as a man of decided ability j
inthe Church, and for a long while he was :
