There was inurli popular excitement 10-fore
-fore the present District <>l Columbia was .se-
lected and accepted as the seat of tlie Fede-
ral Government. On the 21st of October,
1783, Congress was insulted at I'hiladclphiu
by a band of mutineers which the State au-
thorities could not subdue. This occasioned
the several resolutions to locate at different
points on the future sittings of Congress.
From 17§3 to 17DO, the debate was active
and exciting. Almost all were agreed that
New York was not a suitable place, as not
being sufficiently central. There was much
division of sentiment as to the relative ad-

vantages of Philadelphia and Gcrmantown,
in Pennsylvania ; Havre de Glrncc, and a
place called Wright's Ferry, on the Susque-
hanna; Baltimore, on the Patapsco; and
Conccogeague, on the Potomac. The two
last were about equally balanced for some
time in the number of supporters. The
South Carolinians offered an apparently whim-
sical objection to Philadelphia?to wit : the
miiuher of Quakers, who they said, were c-
ternally dogging the Southern members with
their schemesni emancipation. Others ridi-
culed the idea of budding palaces in the {
woods. Finally, Maryland and Virginia do-j
mated the requisite ten miles square, and on
the Kith of duly, 1700, the necessary act be-
came a law. Itwas "An act establishing the
temporary and permanent seat of govern-.
incut of the I'nited States," the first section |
of which provides "that a district of terii-|
tory. not exceeding ten miles square, to he |
located, as hereafter directed, on tlie river]
Potomac, at some place between the mouth
of the Pastern Branch and Conccogeague.'

PERSECUTION OP PROTESTANTS IN SD'U-

IUMA.?The good intentions of the Sardinian
government, in point of religious toleration,
are often baffled by the fanaticism of subal-
tern officers.

Hicks, of Maryland,
was also adopted, praying liirn to exert his
executive clemency, in the deliverance of
Samuel Green from prison, a free colored
man, and ai cxh >rt<r in the M. E. Church,
from Dorchester county, Maryland, who is
now incarcerated in the penitentiary of that j
State, for having a copy of Uncle ToinV
Cabin in bis possession.
