Crab-tree and Savage Rivers
A trout fishing excursion to the hc;ulwater.s

of Crab-tree, and it# tributaries of "Middle
Fork" and "Illnck Warrior," laid long been
talked of by Col. 11., Hilly W , Davis
W , J 1> , and George , of
Cumberland, and Squire F , Hanson I>?-
and John S , of Grantsville. Middle
Fork and Black Warrior are small mountain
rivulets in the Western section of Allegany
county, about 10 miles South'of Grantsville.

The road lay ,
along the side of a Mountain, through a wil-
derness of rocks and trees, for a distance of
at least 13 miles, which was not once relieved
by a single sign of civilization, not a house, '
not a field, not a clearing, uot a domestic an-
imal, nothing save the path (for road it scarce-'
ly is) showed that anything had ever passed
that way before.

This simple precaution, which
docs not affect the fruit, will prevent mucn
sickness, and save much sugar, otherwise
to render the sour sweet.

Take one ounce of spermaceti, and one
ounce of white wax ; melt and run it into a

thin cake on a plate. A piece of the size of
quarter dollar, added to a quart of prepared
starch, gives a beautiful lustre to the clothes
and prevents tho iron from sticking.

IMPORTANT TO ENDORSERS. ?At the ses-
sion of the Court of Appeals, at Utica, N. Y ,
a case was decided which is of much impor-
tance to the business community. The points
made on the trial can bo gathered from the
following notice of the trial: The defendant
became the second endorser of a promissory
note, made lor t lie purpose of taking up
three notes of the same maker, (who was in-
solvent,) hut endorsed by other parties, who
had been charged by notice of non-payment
?such notes being then held and owned bv
a bank which had discounted them. The
note was delivered for that purpose to the
plaintiff, who was an endorser upon the pro-
tested notes, and who gave no present con-
sideration for it. Held, that the obligation
of the maker to pay the prior note was suffi-
cient consideration as to him, and suppwtlcd
the undertaking of the defendant as an ac-
commodation endorser. The holder, undt i
such circumstances, can recover upon fh
note without having taken up the note
held by the bank. The plaintiff, at the ma
turity of the note, directed a notary pubb ?
to give notice of the non-payment to the de-
fendants, and to omit giving notice to a pri
endorser. Held, that ev : dence was iuadmis
siblc that such prior endorser would have
been charged but for that direction. It be-
longs to each endorser to sec for himself that
prior endorsers arc charged, and the holder
owes no duty to them in that respect.
