From the New York Express:
Reasons why no Northou Can-

didate Cuii be elected to (lit*
Presidency in INOO.

Having carefully studied the facts and fig-
figurcs inconnection with our prospects for e-
lecting a Northern oandidate to the Presiden-
cy in 1800, I lag briefly to present the lea-

sons by winch 1 am compelled to arrive at
this conclusion.

First, then, no Northen man enn bo nom-
inated who does not stand on a sectional
platform ; this necessarily raises a sectional
issue and forces the conservative elements of
the Whigs and Americans, North, to tliesup-
port of the Democratic nominee.

This sectional issue will necessarily unite
ail the Southern States,.including Maryland,
that was against tiiwn in 1856, making 120
eiectolial votes. OaHfofrifa and Oregon will
make IST. Kansas wf.l be in the Onion by
that time, which will make 302 tectorial
votes in all. 152 of these will be necessary
to elect. Tho Democrats start with 127,
consequently they will only want 25 North-
en eleetorial votes to succeed.

In 1856 New Jersey gave Buchanan 46,
043 votes ; Fillmore, 24, 115, and Fremont,
28,338; making a totsl of 99,306, of which
49,698 is just one half, consequently the De-
mocracy would only want 2,756 votes to
givo them tho State. Does any one doubt,
that between tho Itepuhlicans and Demo-
crats, the latter would obtain five times that
number, if not geoistly more. This then,
would give the Democracy i-M eleetorial
votes.

In Pennsylvania, Fremont 147,510 votes.
?Buchanan. 230,710 and Fillmore 85,175.
making a total of 160,895. In this State we
should have to Make gains from the Demo-
cratic party to carry it, with the combined
voto given to Fremont and Fillmore.

In a sectional contest between the Demo-
crats and Republicans, it is known a very
largo proportion of tho 82,175 votes given
Fillmore, would bo given to tho Democratic
candidate, which would give them the State,
by a large majority. This then would add
27 moreelectoial votes, making 16!? line
more than is necessary for an election.

In Illinois. Fremont had 96,189 votes.
Buchanan 105,348, whilst tlie batancu of
power, amounting to 37,444 votes, remained
with tire Whigs anil Americans ofthat State,
the greatest part of which would be given
for tho Democratic nominee, and this adds
11 more( votes, making?to say nothing of
Indiana, which, at best, is a doubtful State,
even if tho American, Republican and Whig
vote was united; as, in that State, fcemont
had 94,475, Buchanan U8.67\), And Fillmore
22,388; which, added to Fremont's Vote,
does not equal that of Buchanan

On the other hand, bv uniting tho Repub-
lican, American and Whig votes on a gen-
eral opposition ticket, wo can carry every
Free State, withthe exception of California,
Oregon, and perhaps Indiana; which, inclu-ding Kansas, would leavo 162 electoral votes
without He aid ofKentucky, Tennessee, Cow-'
siana and VirginiA, which last would be far
from certain for the Democracy, as may be
seen from the recent Gubernatorial vote of

SECOND DISPATCH.

The feeling of anxiety and gloom is an-
nounced to have increased iu all the German
cities.

It is reported that th? various ocean mail
steam companies are ordered to prepare for
the clause in the contracts, which stipulates
that thoy shall carry armaments, being put iu
force. The vessels are directed to take heavy
guns, and the notice is said to have therefore
met with some remonstrance.

CONDITION OF THE WOUNDED GENERALS.

Of all the generals who were wounded in
the battle of iSoll'erino, none is out of danger
but Forey, the same who received a slight
wound at the commencement of the campaign
while bringing up his troops at Montobelio.
General Douai was so severely hurt that the
senior colonel of the brigade had to take the
command. Gen. Dieu had a bullet iu the
groin. Gen. -L'Adniirault, who commanded
the second division of the first corps is dan-
gerously wounded, having received a bullet
in the upper part of his chest, anil another
through his thigh. Canruhert's coiuliut iu
the lac a tion s severely blamed, as it very
nearly compromised the success oI the battle.

The following interesting letter was written
by a young oflicer iu the French army.

"On the mottling of June 21 we were en-
camped between Orpclado and Castiglione.
About two o'clock we were roused from our
slumbers by a brisk cannonade. The bugles
immediately sounded La Diana, (the Rev-
eille. ) After marching about half an hour,
we began to meet stretchers, on which the
wounded were being conveyed to the camp
hospitals iu our rear, and in a couple of hours
later we were deployed iu line, and opened
fir,e. The enemy's shot ami shell fell into
our ranks like hail, and, within the first 20
minutes, our Colonel was shot down mortal-
ly wounded; the clrief de ba tallion was kill-
ed; several other officers also fell.

The ensign (porte-drapcau) was wounded;
a color-sergcant, who replaced him, had
hardly taken the colors from him, when he
was killed; the third man who took them up
was only slightly wounded, and refused to go
to the rear, loir six hours wo fought exact-

ly on the spot where we had first taken up
our position, and all that time it was brad and
fire, load and tiro, under a broiling sun. We
were then ordered to advance and take a
village in which the Austrian* had strongly
entrenched themselves, hut wo were three
times repulsed, and as were about to make a
fourth attempt, the Austrians advanced upon
oar right.

Then took place a scene which I cannot
describe. Our division, supported by the
73d Regiment of the line, was H liable to with-
stand tlie shock, ami fell back, onr ranks
plowed up by such a shower of projectiles,
that, though no novice, I confess I felt for a
moment quite bewildered, am! v.<o were'

thrown into some conffisioir; tire artillery and
cavalry followed our movement; the terrified
horses were rearing, plunging, throwing their
riders, and then scampering wildlyacross
the plain; in fact, matters wero beginning to

wear a very ugly look, when Marshal Caii-
robert arrived with a largo body of fresh
troops.

This decided the day, And wo "Iran Mined
the tables upon the Austrians. l ut we did
not take their positions until It Was quite
dark, and we slept during the night in a
midst of a heap of corpses. Our only meal
was a ration of hiamly and oar wretched
bread. We have lost on au average about
forty inoii per company.
