A correspondent of the Agricultural
Gazelle (Kngland). suggests a method of j
weighing bec-liives, which is to attach ;
cords upon tho four upper corners of the 1
hive upon tho hook of a common spring
balance which can ho bought far a few

shillings. The change of weight will bo |
noted on the spring. It will of course

be necessary to protect the hive or sur-

round it with boards to prevent its being
violently swayed by winds. Bee keepers
will, by means of this simple contrivance
ba able to make any desir d observation
upon the weight of the hives.

"More than twenty years ago," says
an old farmer. "1 copi I the following
method for measuring hay from an old
publication, and, having v> rificd its gen-
eral accuracy, I have both bought and
sold by it, and 1 believe it may bo use- ;
ful to many where the means of weigh-
ing are not at hand:" "Multiply the;,
length, breadth and hcigth into each o-!
ther, and if tho hay is somewhat settled, i ;
then ten solid yards ttiako a ton. Clover!
will take fiom ten to twulvo 5.1 i.l yards
per ton."
