A Trip To Hertford Springs.

Hastily swallowing a cup of coffee, we otic
bright tnorttiug jumped into that remnant of
olden times, a fnur-horso stage-coach, and
rattled merrily along in the direction of
Bedford Springs, toward and from which we
had soon, for years past, flow and ebb lash-
ion's tide. Beside my friend Socrates and
myself, there were two others in the stage?a
Mrs. Brown, belonging to Mr. Buchanan's
suite, and Judge BowKn, of Missouri. The
Judge was visiting tho Springs by invitation
of the President, in order that the two might
there clmt over the affairs connected with,
Central America.

The four bays carried us pleasantly along
until we reached the boundary line between
Maryland and Pennsylvania, over which they
pasted without any difficulty, thus making

false the words of Socrates, that horses had
to bo w hipped severely in order to get them
into the ia.- t-moutiohed State.

About tWe're o'clock we readied Oentre-
vllie, and dined at tlio "La Fayette House."
Mr. J. Snyder has not only a "local habita-
tion," but a "name." His dinners have made
him famous. We met at the "La Fayette"
three oddly-dressed individuals, with knap-
sacks over their shoulders, containing ham-
mers, microscopic lenses, fossils, plants, A-e.

Thev were on a geological and botannical
tour, and had ' roughed it" from New York.
Toiling along on font, travel-stained and sun-
burnt, they led me back to Peter the Her-
mit's time?to the time of tho pilgrim wilb
"his saisdal-ahoon and scallop shell."

Winding down through the shadowing
pines, over the smooth sandy road as evening
came on, wo caught a glimpse of the white
buildings at the Springs. Driving by piles
of wood and the servants' quarters. we hilled
finally before the Hotel stops. AUrge crowd
were promenading on tha plana, Vlio gazed
at us a* we got out of the coach with an in-
different, don't-caro-who-you-ara expression,

which was quite refreshing.
Tho budding into which we then went

contained the Office, Bar-room, Kitchen,
Reading, Reception, Dining and Ball Booms,
Ac. Lying Eastward of this are three buil-
dings, composed entirely of sleeping apart-

ments. The two centre houses are frame, I
each large enough t> make ft fair-sized Ho-
tel, while the third is a very large new and
splendid edifice on the villa style of architec-
ture. Three four are connected I>Y porchea,
and stand "all in row" along tha base of a
mountain.

In front ol tho first building (the f?<ttcl
proper), arc gravelled walks and carriage
drives, and a fountain encircled by gr.uw
plots, whose water, falling, trickles down-
ward over rock-work into the basin below.

Kunning parallel withthe mountain against
which tho previously described buildings
stand, is another of equal height and bcau-
tv, and btlwe* u these tw lies "The Valley (
of the Bhst/' with its cool breezes and Kft>- \
giving waters. (

A space na level as a ball-room floor, r icollcctiyTi of Springs so entirely different in
their nature and effect, gathered together in
a small oompaot, and all reached with ©w, '
fine scenery, and healthful brazing air?all
show that I)*me Nature did her | irfc toward
making Bedford ftresting-place for the wea-
ry ones of earth.

Tim most pleasant time at which to view
the Springs' establishment, as a whole, is.
from a litflo before six, P. M., far into the
night. Go out into the grove and prop your-* 1self in tin arm chair against one of ita tree*. *
The. Negro band plays till the Mipper bell
rings?then come spirits in white crinoline
and black, blue crinoline and grey, from all
parts, sailing gaily along the porches. And
again, ladies and gentlemen return slowly ,
from tho various Springs, from the Ten-Pin I
Alley, lblliard Saloon, Paths, and the Arclie- l
ry Grounds (kept by one James Prince, a
cunning Britoo, who only charges 12* cents !
for a flight of arrows), all pursuing "the e- ]
von tenor of their wy" to tl.e tea-room.

By this time the lamps nro lit in front of
tho Hotel and porches, and th 4* long-oxtend- 1
ed line of lights, with a mountain for a back- i
ground, glimmer through tho trees of the
grovo.

Tea-time past, tho old mon gather on the
piazza and discuss politics, religion and the
crops?gome of the ladies, seating themselves
on tire sofas and lounges, are busily engaged
in doing nothing with needles and white
worsted thread?others, with their attendant
cavaliers, cross over to where the faint light,
like a 6tar at the triouutuiu'ri foot, marks tin*
locality of tho celebrated Bedford Mineral
Water Spring?while still others Dash swift-
ly hy in their carriages, on their way for a
drive towards the town of Bedford.
