Most of these have been complicated, ex-
pensive and unhandy, and u Japtod only
to a peculiar soil, if successful in their
op' ration at all, and have generally I ecu j
abandoned after a short trial hy their j
hopeful inventors. Efficiency iu the \
pci'forniai'eo of this labor reouires ma-
chinery of simple construction, and ea- !
sily managed hv the most ordinary farm [
laborer. With these views, the v.ritcr j

* skeleton double moul-board plow, de-
signed to lift the p itutoes from their bed,
Sepnrato them from tiio earth and leave
them upon the surface to be picked up
hy hand ; as no implement can be con-
structed that will separate and gather I
the potatoes free from clods of earth and '
stones. In all orlinnry soils adapted to |
the growth of the potato this implement
has proved a most valuable aid No pa?J
tout has ever been secured for this "Po-
tato Digger," and it is therefore open '
and free to nil manufacturers, although
it has, in violation of the patent laws of!
the United States, and with a fraudu-
lent design, been branded "Patent," in
connection with the writer's name, and
sold iu most of the Eastern States by a j

The successful operation of this pota-

to dig'/or has induced several .manufac-
turers to attempt its modification with
the view to secure patouts, and in two
instances this has been done, while no
improvement i fnm the oriijimil lots I,ecu

us simple and efficient, in their operation,
but are greatly encumbered with now ap-
pendages in order to secure patents fur '
the purpose of the monopoly in their
sale.
