My first day’s hunt was productive of two
deer and a sufficient supply of small game to |
last me aweek, More than that I did not care
to shoot, for I never practised shooting birds
and the smaller animals for the mere sport of
killing them,

The second day was stormy, and I did not
leave my wigwam.  But the third morning
was clear ard cold, and I promised myself a
day of glorious fu I was out with the sun,
and instead of keeping in the valley asI had
done the first day, I took to an open ridge
that ran off in north-east direetion, and did
not rise so much as to render the ascent very
laborious.  The snow, however, which lay
on wie groond to the depth perhaps eight in-
ches, retarded my progress, and after two
hours or so, began to weay mv and bring out
perspiration, I had started out with a hun\_y
Raglan overcoat on, but I got too hot for
such an incumbrance, and so hanging it in
the forks of a sapling to be resumed on my
return, I went on much lighter and easier,

As I proceeded up along the ridge, the un-
dergrowth became more dense, with occasion-
al thickets of laurel and juniper, so tangled
that forcing a passage through them was both
tedious and laborious.  The ground too, be-
carre uneven, broken into sharp ridges and
deep ravines, with numerous rocks piled up
in fantastic shapes as il the gerius of disor-
der had been try.ng her hand at perfection.
