THE IXFLCKNCE 01 SILT UPON TillOKOWTH

AND HKALTIIOF CATTUS.

Tho practice of salting stock at regu-
lar intervals, of generally about otico a
week, is maintained by all good farmers.
When cattle and other farm stock are
allowed to partake of salt at pi asuro, it
is found that iu tho seasou of tho year
avheu the grass is making its most lux-
uriant growth and is tho most succulent,

\u25a0the consumption of the salt is the great-
est. Besides the beneficial effects of
salt upon the animal system, its use
is an important means to call together
at stnted periods the largo herds that are
pastured on the prairies and plains.?
Stock that have been thus treated expect
it and are ready to answer at the first
call of the herdsman,

lioussingault tuado come observation
o incoming tho influence of salt npon
tho fattening of cattle. His experiments
?bow that salt does not exert that bene-
ficial influence on tho growth of catlle
and the production of flesh which-is u-
sua y attributed to it.
llis experiments extend over a period of
thirteen months, aud were uiudo upon a
number of steers soine of which had
their ritions salted, while others had not;
in other respects they were treated in a
precisely similar manner. The rcsulis
show that the increase in the propo. tiio

of flesh does not pay for the salt employ-
ed. It is, however, remarked t' at a
?aline diet does exert a beneficial e'.'oct
oil the appearance and couditiou of the
animals, for the steers which were de-
prived of salt for eleven mo itli i ppeared
sluggish and of a languid tempurameii'.,
their coats being rough, devoid of glo. \u25a0
and partially hare, wh.li those which
had been fed wilh salt were lively, had
a fine glossy coat, and were sure to at-

tain a considerably higher price iu the
market.

Frofit the observation of this distin-
guished agriculturist and chemist, al-
though it does not appear that there was
an actual cash profit iu feeding salt to
his steers, yet from the sleek, healthy
appearance of those treated to it, it evi-
dently contributed to their h Tilth, aud
we believe nature not only demands
but requires it Yaby htemtr.

hay or straw ofany kind, this necessary
distension is produced with nut my d in-

ger of disorders arising from eating too
tunch. it is now eight yours since 1 have
been in the habit nf feeding corn in this
way. and out of six to ten horses I have
annually kept, in that time there was
but one case of sickness amung 1117 hors-
es, which was a slight colic. This un-
common health of my It irses [ attribute
in a great degree, to the use of ground
lood.

Will
our readers having horses thus afilicteil
treat them iu this way. and give in an
aacouut of tho results??

Sponging [
the animal over onee in the morning will
answer for the day.
