erty, Mr. Bates thinks it can easily be remov-

He does not regard the non-admission of
of Slavery into free Territories, as establish-
ing o distinction between Slave and other
property, but simply as maintainivg a dis-
tinction established at the formation of the
Government by the assent of theslave dtates.
