COAL MEASURE* <>F THE UNITED STATES.
There appear to lie six extensive regions of
oo*l iu the United States besides several small-
er ones.

The first of these extend from Eastern
hceey'vtaU and Ylrginft raffvtrd and

ti'rmi!i"to in S-mthcni Ohio, and Eastern
Kentucky and Tennessee, and extends south-
ward to Alabama. 11 contains between aixty
nnd aeveniy thousand square miles, being
one-third greater than the urea of England,
anil more than half tiie extent of all the Brit-
ish isle*. The second commence* in the west-
ern part of Indiana, and the northwestern
corner of Kentucky, and extends beyond the
Missippi into Missouri and lowa. The coal
of this region la all bituminous and of the fln-
eatquaiity. Itistliomo.it extensive of our
coal region'BO far as known, covering nn area
of nearly one hundred tliousßnd aqtiaro miles,
being double thearea ofEnglanrl.or live-sixths
that of the British isles. A third region the
centr I part of Michigan, and though very
extensive, is much smaller tiian the first two.
It is from fifteen to twenty thousand square
miles ill extent. The fourth region occupies

a portion of the western part of Missouri
stretching into Kansas, aiidis somewhat great-
er than the last. There are said to be other
great coal regions oue in Utah, the other in
Washington and Oregon, but wo have at pres-
ent no prean* of ascertaining their extent.?
Besides the above, there is a smaller coal re-
gion in Rhode Island, which extends into
Massachusetts. In eilditiun to th.rßc great

coal areas, there are detached beds in Virgin-
ia, Maryland, New-Jersey, and, we believe
in' this and other States. The latter do not

belong to what ia significantly called the coal
area, hot are more reCeut A few mines work-
ed in tills country belong to the recent peri-
od, hut they are often of sufficient extent to

pay for the working. There (a another ex-
tensive coal region beyond the borders of the
United Statss, covering ten thbusaml square
miles, extending through portions of New- ;
Brunswick and Novaßeot a, one-fourth being
lu the latter. Finally, in liie eastern part of

Cape Breton, there is a field of less extent,
pr ibably not one-tenth theaixe of the former,
though very productive, and which seems as
it were a portion of n ruuru extensive bod ex-

i tending into the Atlantic.
