Plum Pud/ling icithout Bigs. ?Half pound

grated bread, quarter pound chopped suet,
one tablespoonful flour, half pound driod cur-
rants, more than two ounces sugar, milk e-
nough to mako a still hatter Boil in cloth
four tours, or bake it, adding n quarter pound
ofraisins.

Prop Biscuit. ?One quart sifted flour, one
tcaapoonfu! of salt, one beaten egg, one small
teaspoonful of soda, dissolved in a little hot
water, one cupful of cream, two cupsful or
sour milk, or butter milk, and a spoonful of
two of white sugar. Stir thoroughly to a
thick, batter. Drop with a spoon on butter-
ed tins. Bake in a quick oven.

Brine for Butter. -A good brine is mads
for butter by dissolving a quart of tine salt,
a pound of loaf sugar, and a teaspoonful of
salt petre in two quarts of water, and then
strain it oo the butter. Packed butter is most
perfectly preserved sweet by setting the fir-
kin* into a largo firkin, and Idling it with
good brine, and coveriug it Butter willkeep
sweet a year thus
