of civil dissension Ly every will-o’-the-wisp
who finds his profft in deluding them. When
they have flounder for a time in the quick-
sands of political strife, without improving
their condition, perhape they may discover
thay, in running after abstractions they have
lost sight of realities—that, while foolishly
devotirg their attention to questions that do
not concern them, they are allowing the En_
glish people to drain them of their gold, und
to fasten upon them a load of debt, which
years of industry and ecouomy will be reqir-
ed to cancel.

The policy of England has ever Leen con-
wistently directad toward the accomplishment
of one great cbject—to make all the nations
of the world draw their supplies of mauu-
factured goods from the workshop of its peo-
ple, and to compel all nations to become com-
petitors with cach other in the British mar-
kets, for the sale of raw products. To fur-
ther this end, the English customs tariff hus
been so arranged, that raw products are per-
mitted to enter at nominal rates, or entirely
free from duty; but every article, no matter
how trifling the value, upon which labor has
been expended, is subjected to a tax that is
pearly prolibitory. A few quotations from
the English schedules of free and dutiable
goods, will serve to illustrate our position.

These few citations will be sufficient to con-
vince the unprejudiced reader of the falsity
of the assertion that nd is a free trade
nation; for, in exact proportion to the value
of the labor L'!]N‘Hlll‘l{ upon the manufacture
of any species of goods from the raw materi-
al, does the duty increase which is levied up-
on the corresponding imported articles.—
Grain enters British ports at a nominal rate,
but the whisky and spirits manufactured from
grain represent lubor and are, therefore, heav-
ily taxed. Raw cotton pays no duty, but the
labor employed in converting it into fringes
is protected by a duty of 8] cents per pound;
while the labor expended n making thread
lace from flax, (which in the raw state is ad-
mitted free,) being more valuable, because
occupying a larger amount of time, and re-
quiring greater skill, is still further guarded
against outside competition by a levy of 4.60
on each pound imported.

Is it not, then, an absurdity to call Eng-
Iand a free trade country? She is so in the-
ory, but not in practice. ller so-called econ-
omists talk loualy of free trade, and her jour-
nals recommend it to all the world as the
only true policy; but the Government takes
good caure not to act upon these suggestions
~like the quack phisicians, they do not fun-
cy swallowing their own boluses,

Washington and His Times.
In our last issue we ventured to speak of
the importance of Washington's civil services
and the religious epirit of our forefathers.—
We are apt to think of the former ns the lead-
er of our armies and the chief instrument of
our independance, but not so much as the
head of our government, and the chief bond
of our Union, as well as of the Constitution
which alone preserved that Union.  But in
fact we cannot exaggerate the importance of

How both of these were appreciated by his
cotemporaries, is manifest from a document
which has fallen under our notice, since we
wrote last.

On the occasion of Washington's accession
to the chief magistracy, the Senate of the U.
States assured him that “in him all parties
confided, and all interests united.”  They ex-
pressed the conviction that his former se

“It would be peculiarly improper to omit
in this my 1st official act, my fervent suppli-
cations to that Almighty Being, who rules
over the universe, who presides in the coun-
cils of nations, and whose providential aid®
can supply every defect, that His benediction
may conscerate to the liberties and happiness
of the people, the government instituted for
these essential purposes, and enable every in-
strument employed in its administration to
exceute with success the funciions allotted to
his charge.  No people can be bound to ac-
knowledge and adore the invisible Haund
which conducts the affairs of men, more thian
the people of the United States,
by which they have advanced to the charac-

Every step,

ter of an independent nation, secms to ha
been  disiinguished by some token of provi-
dential ucy, and in the important revolu-
tion jus! mplished, in the system of their
united government, the tranquil deliberations
and voluntary consent of so many distinct
communitics, from which the event has re-
sulted, caunot be compared with the means
by which most governments have been es-
tablished, without some return of pious grat-
itude, along with an humble anticipation of
the future blessings, which the past seem to
presage.  These reflections have forced them-
selves upon my mind too strongly to be sup-
pressed.  You will join with me I trust in
thinking, that there are none under the in-
fluence of which a new and free government
can more auspiciously commence.”

“There is no truth more thoroughly estal®
lished, than that there exists in the economy
and course ot nature an indissoluble union
between virtue and happiness, duty and ad-
vantage, between the genuine maxims of an
honest and magnanimous policy, and the sol-
id rewards of public prosperity aud felicity,
aud we ought no less to be persuaded, that
the propitions smiles of Heaven can never be
expected to descend on a nation that disre-
gards the eternal rules of order and right.
Having imparted to you my sentiments, 1
take my leave, not without resorting once
more to the benign parent of the human race,
in humble supplication, tha*, as He has been
pleased to favor the American people hither-
to, so His Divine blessing may be equally
conspicuous in time to come.”

These sentiments were by no means pecu-
liar to Whashington, but as he desired and
hoped they were endorsed most cordially by
both Houses of Congress. The answer of one
of them, which was reported by Mr, Madi-
son, states that their anticipation of a happy
result to hLis administration was ‘“not ouly
justified by the past experience of his signal
services, but was particularly suggected by
the pious impressions under which he bad
d it.”
