in the latter 11,060 volumes?-iu all, 10,220.
Iti bo,.o!its were enjoyed at the time of the
last report by 060 hoys, taking out during
the year 16,404 hooks , aud 680 girls, taking
out 16,921 ?iu all, 32,325. 'l'lio rooms are'
opened tor hoys on Monday, Wednesday, I'ri- 1
day and Saturday evenings, and for the girls j
on Tuesday, Thursday, and Saturday alter- ,
noons.

The expenses of tho library aro met by |
subscription on the part of its friends, two I
dollars constituting or.e an annual, twenty- |
fivo dollars a life member of the company.?
The books are loaned "to such apprentices, I
and, at the discretion of the managers, io ?
eucli other young persons as shall furni-h
satisfactory security of tho safe and punctual
return of tho same."

The hooks aro carefully selected, so as j
while interctiiig to llio persons for whose use !
they are designed, to be quite nociception:!-1
hie in their character. It is hoped, as soon
as tho means at disposal will permit, that the I
rooms may ho opened daily, by which me ans
its advantages would no doubt he widely ex- .
tended; hut at present, the additional com- ?
pensation to the librarian required would he ,
more tlmo could ho well spared.

The "bread cast upon the waters' sometimes
does not require many days to bo brought to
light. A company of rowdy hoys used to

meet at a corner ill Soventh street aud make
night hideous with their yells and disturban-
ces. But after a while a gentleman residing
in the neighborhood noticed a sensible abate-
ment, and soon an entire cessation of the e-
vil. At first he did not know how to account
for the change, hut happening to pass tho
Apprentices' Library, lie met the hoy and
asked him what he was doing there. Ho
learnt that the hoy had iu some way, hoard
of the library, and, as lie said, "would rather
read any time than run the streets." II"had
now, for some time, been taking books from
tho library, ami had brought many of his
companions with him.

An aged woman came one day and appli-
ed for a hook. She was aked why she camu
it was intended for boys and girls. Said she
"I have a grandson at homo who is fond of
running tho streets, and I can hardly keep
him out oT had company; hut if I have a nice
hook for him to read to me, ho is contented
to stay in tho house, and does so much hot-
ter.'

It is pleasaut to learu how the benefits of
the library are,iu after days, remembered
with gratitude and affection by the recipients
Some years since the managers received a
note an extract of which may here bo notunacceptable:

"As lam about leaving tho city, I have
felt it my duty, before doing so, to return my
sincere thanks for the many bcucfits I have
derived from your library.

"I shall ever look hack with pleasure to
your kindness aud liberality, which has held
out to me, aud others, so many means of im-
provement; and lam sorry to say that my
circumstances are such, at present,
that I can do nothing more than re-
turn you my heartfelt thanks and most live-
ly gratitude; hoping that my condition may
be such, at some future day that I may be
able to aid you in this noble enterprise."

Sumo timeafterwards a donation of seven
dollars was awarded to the library from
Wilmington Del., and the staMnent accom-
panying itwas, that a young man, the same
whose letter we have just quoted, had, in his
sparo time, made ap elegant carpet hag and

Library.
