From the London Times,
l-'rlglitful Hint In a I,ondon Churrh. <

Yesterday there were three services, us usual
at St. George's Church,the last of them?that
at 7 o'clock?beirig of so frightful a character,
that none who had the misfortune to be pros-
out will over forget it. The rioting was most
alarming. The violent conduct of the rioters
completely eclipsed their efforts on the previ-
ous Sunday,the circumstances connected with

which liaVo been brought under the notice of
both Houses of Parliament.

By 6 o'clock the people began to assemble
for the evening service. Cannon street road
was almost impossible, and when the gates

were thrown open, there wore at loast 4,000
people anxiously waiting for admission. The

rush was terrific, but no accidents of any kind
aro reported, owing to theadmirablo tact with
w hich the police, whowero stationed outside,
managed the tuodeof admission. There was
no refusal to "suspected" or other persons,and
all tvho presented themselves were allowed to
go in, until the church was so densely packed
that it could hold no wore. No sooner had
"the congregation" assembled than bowling

and veiling of the most audacious kind was
commenced, and this was continued without
cessation until the priests and choristers walk-
ed in procession to their neenstomod places in
front of the altar. Attins time a perfect storm
broke out,cries of "fire" were raised,in order to
cause dismay,and several of the gas lights were
simultaneously turned out.

Mr.Churchwarden Thompson, upon whom
the whole of the constabulary arrangements
inside the church devolved, obtained the as-
sistance of Boine of his friends, and forcibly
ejected some of the ringleaders among the ri-
oters from t'nu church, leaving them, when

they wero thrust outside, to he dealt with by
the police. At the tithe for reading the les-

sous.the Rev. EdwardStuurt.M. A..incumbent
of St. Mary Magdalen, Minister square, ascend-
ed the desk, and was greeted with a terrific
shout of "Off, off," "Puseyite," and "No Pope-
ry." At this moment, too, abodyof men and
hoys in the north gallery began singing "Rule
Britannia," the chorus, "Britons never will ho
slaves," being taken up with tromendous en-
ergy by persona in other parts of the church.
Others mimicked the reader,whoso styio is
ccrtaiuly peculiar,and tho whole congregation
was in a state of the highest possible excite-
ment. Lucifer matches wore struck, orange

peel thrown about in every direction, and
there is reason to know that fireworks were in-
troduced into the church, and would doubt-
less havo been used, had itnot been for the
onergetic and determined conduct of tiie
churchwarden.

Mr. F. G. Lee was again the preacher,
and when ho ascended the pulpit ho was as-
sailed by a perfect hurricane of vituperation
and abuse. Tho most filthyepithets to which
the human tongue could give expression were
hurled at him. in addition to tho more polHo
recommendations to "Go down,"' and 'Tie
off," "NoPopery," and "Go to Koine." lie
gave fob his text the words of the prophet
Isaiah, "Watchman, what of the night?"
hut nothing could ho heard by those who
wore within half a dozen yards of tho pul-
pit. Tho people, who had indulge! in sing-
ing "Rule Britannia," now struck tip with
groat vehemence, "We won't go homo till
morning," upou which Mr. I.ee stopped, and
regarded them with an expression of uu- '
speakahle disgust. Afteralongtlicned pause j
iio asked whether he should go on, and re-!
ccived a loud shout ill the negative. He ex-1
claimed "I will,"and then proceeded to de-
fend tho conduct of Mr. Bryan King, the
rector; said lie had made concessions which
had only made tho mob worse, denounced

the conduct of tho people before him ns sac-
rilegious, said that those who mado there

disturbances were unworthy of tho name of

Englishmen, and argued that Mr. King was
acting constitutionally and legally in the
course ho had adopted. Tho temper of "tho
rnob," which was the term more tlnti: once
used by Mr. Leo when speaking of his au-
ditory, did not at all improve the temper of

the penple, and tliey hissed and yelled,
shouted, slammed doors, and so effectually
drowned the preaohur's voico that, though iie I
spoke for forty minutes, not another word he ]
uttered was heard.
