Culture or liroom Corn.

Ens. Ruk.ii, Nkw-Yoiikkk : Iu your

issue of January 7th, I notice an inquiry
in regard to the culture and value of!
liroom coin. Not seeing any answer
from our celehrated broom raisers, I will i
answer to the best of my ability, premi-
sing that, although not in that business,
I am somewhat familiar with it iu all its I
details.

In the first place, the ground should i
be dry and rich ; the same conditions ol i
soil being required as for Indian corn.
After the ground is plowed and throug/i-
--/>/ pulverized, it must be marked out in
rows, three feet a part in one way, anil
eighteen inches the other. Tito rows
should be perfectly strait, if possible,
s this will enable the most of the cul-
tivation to bo done with a horse, l'laut
at the season tor planting maize, dropping
from six to eight kernels in a hill, an 1
cover about one iuch deep.

As soon as it appears above the ground,
put on a handful of ashes, or ashes and j
plaistcr, mixed, if the ground is not
rich enough without such top-dressing.
In about one week, the horse and
cultivator can be started, and the first
hoeing performed. Great care is re-
quired to do this well?if the ground is
weedy, it is hard to distinguish the!
brooui corn from "pigeon grass,")
"barn grass," and similar coarse weeds
ifthe weeds are left, the corn gets stall-
ed, and never will recuperate. The
corn should be thinned, when hoed the
second time, to five stalks iu the hill,
and the cultivator should bo busily em-
ployed, to keep the ground mellow and
trco from weeds.

After the seed is, say one-half out of

the milk, the corn may be tabled and

cut. The tabling is performed by walk- ;
ing between two rows, and bending or i
breakiug the hills dowu, alternately, !
toward and across the other row, behiud
the table; or, as some do.it, go hack-!
ward between the rows, breaking the
the lulls down, alternately, as before,
across each other, at an angle with the j
row, of 45 degrees. The tops will then '
usually reach over the table about far :
enough to cut easily. The tables;
should be 10 or 18 inches high, in order !
that the cutter may uot be obliged j
to stoop too much at his work. A I
shoemaker's broad, thill knife, is the j
best to cut with. The cutting is per- j
formed by taking hold of the brush, or
tops, and cutting the stalk about eight
inches from the brush. It requires
much skill and practice to cut rapidly
nnd easily. The brush should he left
for a few days on the tables, to dry tho-
roughly?it is then bound iu bundles
and housed. The seed can be scraped
off at any time when conrcuieut. Good
seed is worth, for fcediug purposes, about
the same as oats Good seed, well
ripened, and fit for planting, is worth :
here, usualy. $4 ner bushel. The aver-
age worth of brush hero, is about §l5O
per tun. Brooms, from such brush, !
pell here, i/fell uuule, for si!.'Js for
second quality, and §'i for the tfirt qual-

I do not know the exact cost ofraising, ;
but it is just about double the work that j
it is to raise maize. Tho average crop 1
per acre, on good land, is 1000 pounds
iticb, we-l-cultiva'.ed land will give loOu
pounds per acre The crop is under
the control of the cultivator us much as
is Indian corn, nnd farmers will
always get good crops. Ihe best toitil- ,
izer is good barn-yard manure?to be ap- 1
plitd as for Indian corn. The stalks are
usually plowed under for manure; but
some few take pains to pull the fodder,
as used to be the custom iu the south-
west Probably the best way to do this
is to let tho cows into the field, for au 1
hour each day, after the brush is hnrves-'
ted, aud let them pull their own folder.
It is equal to the famed sorghum, or to
"sowed corn," for the purpose of increa-
sing thc-yeild of inilk, as long a* it
lasts.
