Religions Intelligence.
Hungarian Protestants. ?The Emperor of

Austria, by recently refusing to have an in-
terview with a Deputation of llungarion Pro-
testants, sent to protest against the enforce-
ment of the late imperial patent concerning
religious toleration, has caused increased dis-
satisfaction among the dissenting Hungarian*.
The Lutheran and Reformed elements have
hrifinouizVJ in their opposition to the patent
and are making cohimon crtiifce against it.?
They number two and a half millions in a
population of eight millions, and should their
opposition become aroused to the point of re-
sistance by fo'tce of iirm'3, they would give
Francis Joseph no little trouble, in the pres-
ent distracted and dissolving state of his em-
pire. At the latest advices ho was, however,
endeavoring to conciliate the disaffected Pro-
testants by promises of redfesa of their griev-

ances. Such promises amount to little with
the brave Hungarians, who have long since
learned "to put no confidence in painces.

Polish Lutherans. ?The Protestants of
Prussian Poland, ore substantially Lutheran,
holding to the Augsburg Confession, and us-
ing Luther's Catechism, mainly, for primary
religious instruction. They number 250,000.
In Silesia, also, there are 70,000 Protestant
Poles, of the same religious views and prac-
tices. There are many Protestants, too, in
Austrian and Russian Poland, so that the
number of Lutherans scattered through that
uoble and clastic land, now known as a sep-
arate nation only in history, cannot be less
than half a million. They are said to be a
worthy people,?pious and patient,?firmly
devoted to their religion, ami as firmly at-
tached to their country, down-trodden as it
it. Most of the families have morning and
evening prayers. No house is without a Bi-
ble, a Prayer Hook, and a volume of sermons,
except in these provinces where the Scrip-
tures arc forbidden to be circulated.

The Pope and Victor Emmanuel. ?A very
interesting correspondence between the Pope
and King Victor Emmanuel lias been pub-
lished. In a letter dated February 0, the
King explains that he is not responsible for
the separation of the Legations from the Ho-
ly See; that they rose agrfinfit foreign troops,
and assisted in the war of Independence.?
lie points to the tranquility of the Legations
as a proof of the fitness for freedom of the
people, and hints at an arrangement by which
Cmbria and the Marches, as well as the Ro-
magna, might he administered without any
loss *o the revenue or dignity of the Holy
Seo. In another letter of March 20, the
King announces his acceptance of the an-
nexation, and shows the necessity for that act
The Pope (April 2; repete the proposition,
not alone for many pol lical reasons, but ex-
pressly on account of the "increasing immor-
ality" in these districts, and complains of
the course of the King in the wholo matter.

The thirtieth Conference of the Mormon
Church has been celebrated by four days'
preaching, and testifying infavor of Mormon-
ism; and was the occasion ol much rejoicing
among the Saints. Delegates from distant
settlements were present, and the Church was |
said to be in a more flourishing condition at j
present, than at any period during its vxi^t-
once.

Largo numbers of deceived, deluded, and
ignorant Mormon emigrants from the old
countries, are now on their way from the At-
lantic cities, across the couutrv, enioutc to
Utah.

Methodist Episcopal JUs hops. ?Among
those spoken of as likely to be elected bishops
by the Methodist Episcopal General Confer-
ence are the Rev. N. J. B. Morgan, of the
East Baltimore Conference, and the Rev. Dr.
Durl ih, of Philadelphia.

HEAVIEST SPORTING WAGER ON RECORD.
?Mr. Ten Rrocck appears to he putting mat-
ters through with a rush just now, in Eng-
land. Our London papers bring intelligence
that he has made a bet of SIOO,OOO, ($50,-
000 a side,) with Sir Joseph Ilawley, that
his horse Umpire defeats Loiterer for the
Derby of 1860. Mr. Ten Broock purchased
Loiterer when a yearling, for $2500, and af-
terwards sold him fr $7500, having won
SSOOO with Liin in a match in the meantime.
He is half brother to the celebrated Saunter-
er, but beyond his undeniable high breeding
and promising appearance, there is nothing
in him to justify the high opinion entei tabl-
ed of his merits by his owner. Umpire has
proved himself a first-class horse.

Flour?How to select Ocod. ?The editor
of the Maine Farmer, gives the following ad-
vicoto housekeepers, how to select good flour:
The best flour is snowy white, hut has yellow-
ish tint when a handful is squeezed together
ami then broken open. Lay a little in the
palm of your hand and smooth itwith a kuifo
or your finger, and see that it is free from
specks, and ol even fineness, but not an im-
palpable powder. To prove this, throw a
little lump against a perpendicular board'or
smooth wall, upon which tho most of it, if-
gtoi, should slick. Good flour squeezed in
(lie hand willretaiu its shape. If you wet a
little iu your hand, see that it docs not work
soft and sticky, or you intiy get spring wheat
instead of winter wheat liour. Flour that
works sticky is Dot good. If it has a blue-
ish tint it is not good. Ifit falls in dry pow-,
dor when squeezed, it is not good. We com-
mend all families who buy llonr, to try theso
lests w ill) the flour uow on hand, the quali-
ty which is known.
