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The African Slave Trade.
This nefarious trade, instead of coining to

an end with the advance of civilization and
religion, is absolutely on tho increase, and
though it has been declared by nearly every
nation on the earth to be piracy, the penalty
of which is death, thi number who engsgo in
it is multiplying. England, France uud the
United .States with Spain, have entered into
treaty stipulations for its suppression and
keep a fleet on tho coa. t of Africa to accom-
plish this end, but all without effect.

Recently a vessel escaped from New York
which was evidently fitted up for this diabol-
ical trade, and the other day the barque Cora
was seized at the samo port under suspicion
that she was ah ut to engage In the samo bus-
iness. We havo it also aunounced that the
United States ship Wyandotte lias captured
t.ie slave barque William, Capt. Win, Wes-
ton, near the Ib 1 .f Pines, witha c 4'o of five
hundred and fifty negroes and also their ar-
rival at Key West.

The particulars give now evidenco cf tho
brutality of the traffic, and of the undisguised
participation of tho Spanish officials of Cuba
in the nefarious profits. It appeara that a
Cuban custom house officer was actually on
bo rd to receive the Captain General's share
of tie proceeds. Almost simultaneously with
th'H intolligenco comes tho President's urgent I
appeal to Congress for some immediate ac-
tion that willonahlo him to dispose of those
at Key West previously rescued from the

W ddjire. The Philadelphia Inquirer says,
tho rapid recurrence of such events must -
wnken serious reflection in tho public mind
oil a number of points.

First, as to the heavy burden cast upon the
National Treasury by tho existing plan or
stopping tho slave trado, Second, tho fac*
that the slave trado, and consequently the
aggregate number of persons enslaved, in-
stead of decreasing, are alarmingly ou t'io in- i
crease. And third, the additional fact that
the main stimulus and support of the barbar- 1
ous traffic are givell by tho Spanish aulliori- '
ties in the Island of Cuba. As these points 1
may hereafter rcquito discussion in detail, a i
brie! gUuce at each will suffice for tho pies- 1
cut. i

The coat ot the government efi'otu to sup-
press the slave trade is growing into great
magnitude hy the frequent captures resulting
from the increased activity of our little tleet
of cruisers. Under the third section of tho
Act of March, Ite 10, the office!a and crew of

amy national vise"! are entitled to twenty-five
dollars for every negro rescued from a slaver
and delivered into the bauds of tho nearest

United SUtos Marshal. This is the first item.
Then comes tho coat of maintenance while the
nogt'oea are in the cure of the United States
and during thoir return to Africa ; malting
the second item, which, fur the ten hundred
and fifty now at Key West, suma up 625,000
per month. After they are delivered into tho
custody of a government agent in their own
country, app anted fur the purpose, under our
laws, tho humane policy first adopted by I'res-

tdent Madison, requires that provision shall
be made for tho anpport of tho liberated cap-
tives for one year, which is done at a cost ol
one hundred and fifty dollars for every per-
son. The expense under the second and third
of these heads, of returning and supporting
the two hundred and acventy-one negroes res-
cued from the Echo last fall was about fifty
thousand dollars, without taking into account

ar.y charge for the use of the steamer Niagara
which furnished the means of transportation.
It is the President's opinion that tho cargo of

iV.tVSildJirc will cost for the same items, over
one hundred thousand dollars. The cargo of
the Wiiham being still more numerous, will
of ccurse exceed that sum. Hence, tho total
cunt for price money, and for support and
transportation of tho rescued Africans from
tii si three vessels, willbe considerably above

thr-o hundred thousand dollars. If to this
is added the expense ofkeeping up tho Afri-
,-.ar Squadron which last year consisted of tho

5 J.ouis, Cumberland, Vinctnnet, Dale and
Ifcn'on, it will he found that our total bill for

the nppreaiion of the alave trade foots up
every year but little short of a million. Should
captures continue at the present rate of one
a month the expense willreach tivjmillions.
Ti.'i practical question that arises here is,
wl at adequate return is made for this heavy
outlay of the public moneys ? It is true that
an ocotaloual slaver is intercepted and the

test->e returned to Africa, but whether to
meet the same late again, or to be placed in
a hitter or worsecondition is not very clear.
Bet, however this may be, one tiling is cer-

tntc. the slave trade is not only not cxtin-

guiai.ed but ison the fncreate.

T. is brings us to the second point, which

is so plain as to require but littlecomment

of suspected slavers on the N. York and New
Xcgiand coasts, it Is clear that not one in ten
oft! see actually.engsged In the trade is cap-
tures and It is therefore equally clear that
the aggregate of slaves is increased from this
source tens of thousands every year.

To cncouragoand protect, by all constitution-
al anil just means, its interim! trade and in-
dustry; to promote the division of labor and
the diversity of industrial pursuits; to provide
congenial and profitable employment, as far
us practicable, for the whole population. Lot
all the arts of production and civilization be
clnns iod hy a discriminating patronage. Let
the flame and smoke of the smelting furnace
be seen rising from every bill and mountain
sidc, and from every valley where Naturo lias
stored her mineral wealth. Let beautiful
villages spring up along the line of nil our
railways, great and small, and dot over all
the interior; and, inor round ail of them, let
the stately factory appear, with its busy hum
of looms and spindles, and heard hy the great
workshops ho found iu which that sort of
machines are made that produce the wealth
of England. Let the draught stocks of the
country diversify the scene, and the stroke
of the big lorge-hammer, reducing the crude
metal to the desired forms, be heard; t.ur let
the decent school-house lie forgotten, and first

and afiove all, lot the tall church spire asccttd

Jminting to heavon. In a word, let domestic
ndustry and the manufacturing arts be en-

couraged and sustained so that agriculture
may find its surest market at home, and he
relieved of the foreign depcndericeand fluctu-
ations to which it is now su bjeeted.

Thus the producers and consumers of ag-
ricultural products willbe brought together.
The producers of the raw material, and the

mwiutaeturcr who faahiousit into n thousand
forms for use or ornament, will be placed
side by side.

Republican State Convention t i succeed Mr.
D itiglas inthe Senate and thereupon canvass-
ed the State against Mr. Douglas with an ft-
nility in which logic, nrt, eloquence, and
thorough good nature were alike conspicuous
and which gave him a national reputation.
Mr Douglas secured a predominance in tic
legislature and was elected, though Mr. Lin-
coln had th© larger popular vote, so that if
the question had been decided by the maj >r-
ity of the po ple, tho champion of Squatter
Sovereignty and of indififernco as regards Sla-
very extension would not now be a Senator
from Illinois.
