Tit*CATTLE DISKASS IN CONGRESS.?
hVe learn from Washington that the
House Committee on Agriculture was
in session on Friday, to bear a report
from the Secretary of the Agricultural
Society, relative to the disease among
cattle iu some of the New England and
Middle States. The report contained
many interesting statiatics, and quoted
largely from the rceeut message of Gov
lliiiks, of Massachusetts, on the sub-
ject. The committee adopted it, and
agreed to report it with the following
resolutions to the House :

ftriJeeil, That in view of the extent
and magnitude of the national interests
threatened by the fatal malady now prev-
nh'Ut among the cattle within several of
the Stat'S oi this Union, this House
cannot but regard with special solicitude,
the efforts aud mcesures adopted by the
cititeiis and legislatures of the States
immediately concerned, aimed at the
speedy extirpation of SO destructive a
disease.

Besotted. That the Secretary of State
b- n queste i to open a corrcspondtnce
with ibe Consul of tho United Mates in
such couutri s as may have been visited
by the ma lady in queition, and to ascer-

i tain from tbem what sanitary measures
have becu adopted, and with what suc-
o.'s-; what steps have been taken to ex-
oiuie auiiiiala coming from countries
where the disease exists, and what medi-
cal treatuieut has bean adopted.

liesol red. That the Secretary of the
lutcrinr be requested, in uuving agricul-

tural infoi uialion aud statiatics collected
during the next fiscal year, to obtain
Stat inents of the condition and progress
of this disease, and the actiou aud results

of the State commissions; and that,

should the disease not bo checked, he
bo further requested to communicate the
result of his luquiries to this House at

the commencement of its next session
